Orienting to doctrine: 

Abraham and God’s standard for the children of Israel to marry, starts back in the Noahic covenant

Prophecy against Rehoboam, concerning the child Josiah:

Man’s view:

Judges 17:1–18:31 (NKJV)
1 Now there was a man from the mountains of Ephraim, whose name was Micah. 
2 And he said to his mother, “The eleven hundred shekels of silver that were taken from you, and on which you put a curse, even saying it in my 
ears—here is the silver with me; I took it.” And his mother said, “May you be blessed by the Lord, my son!” 
3 So when he had returned the eleven hundred shekels of silver to his mother, his mother said, “I had wholly dedicated the silver from my hand to 
the Lord for my son, to make a carved image and a molded image; now therefore, I will return it to you.” 
4 Thus he returned the silver to his mother. Then his mother took two hundred shekels of silver and gave them to the silversmith, and he made 
it into a carved image and a molded image; and they were in the house of Micah. 
5 The man Micah had a shrine, and made an ephod and household idols; and he consecrated one of his sons, who 
became his priest. 
6 In those days there was no king in Israel; everyone did what was right in his own eyes. 
7 Now there was a young man from Bethlehem in Judah, of the family of Judah; he was a Levite, and was staying there. 
8 The man departed from the city of Bethlehem in Judah to stay wherever he could find a place. Then he came to the mountains of Ephraim, to 
the house of Micah, as he journeyed. 
9 And Micah said to him, “Where do you come from?” So he said to him, “I am a Levite from Bethlehem in Judah, and I am on my way to find a 
place to stay.” 
10 Micah said to him, “Dwell with me, and be a father and a priest to me, and I will give you ten shekels of silver per year, a suit of clothes, and 
your sustenance.” So the Levite went in. 
11 Then the Levite was content to dwell with the man; and the young man became like one of his sons to him. 
12 So Micah consecrated the Levite, and the young man became his priest, and lived in the house of Micah. 
13 Then Micah said, “Now I know that the Lord will be good to me, since I have a Levite as priest!” 
Judges 18:1-31 (NKJV)
1 In those days there was no king in Israel. And in those days the tribe of the Danites was seeking an inheritance for itself to 
dwell in; for until that day their inheritance among the tribes of Israel had not fallen to them. 
2 So the children of Dan sent five men of their family from their territory, men of valor from Zorah and Eshtaol, to spy out the land and search it. 
They said to them, “Go, search the land.” So they went to the mountains of Ephraim, to the house of Micah, and lodged there. 
3 While they were at the house of Micah, they recognized the voice of the young Levite. They turned aside and said to him, “Who brought you 
here? What are you doing in this place? What do you have here?” 
4 He said to them, “Thus and so Micah did for me. He has hired me, and I have become his priest.” 
5 So they said to him, “Please inquire of God, that we may know whether the journey on which we go will be prosperous.” 
6 And the priest said to them, “Go in peace. The presence of the Lord be with you on your way.” 
7 So the five men departed and went to Laish. They saw the people who were there, how they dwelt safely, in the manner of the Sidonians, quiet 
and secure. There were no rulers in the land who might put them to shame for anything. They were far from the Sidonians, 
and they had no ties with anyone. 
8 Then the spies came back to their brethren at Zorah and Eshtaol, and their brethren said to them, “What is your report?” 
9 So they said, “Arise, let us go up against them. For we have seen the land, and indeed it is very good. Would you do nothing? Do not hesitate 
to go, and enter to possess the land. 
10 When you go, you will come to a secure people and a large land. For God has given it into your hands, a place where there is no lack of 
anything that is on the earth.” 
11 And six hundred men of the family of the Danites went from there, from Zorah and Eshtaol, armed with weapons of war. 
12 Then they went up and encamped in Kirjath Jearim in Judah. (Therefore they call that place Mahaneh Dan to this day. There it is, west of 
Kirjath Jearim.) 
13 And they passed from there to the mountains of Ephraim, and came to the house of Micah. 
14 Then the five men who had gone to spy out the country of Laish answered and said to their brethren, “Do you know that there are in these 
houses an ephod, household idols, a carved image, and a molded image? Now therefore, consider what you should do.” 
15 So they turned aside there, and came to the house of the young Levite man—to the house of Micah—and greeted him. 
16 The six hundred men armed with their weapons of war, who were of the children of Dan, stood by the entrance of the gate. 
17 Then the five men who had gone to spy out the land went up. Entering there, they took the carved image, the ephod, the 
household idols, and the molded image. The priest stood at the entrance of the gate with the six hundred men who were armed 
with weapons of war. 
18 When these went into Micah’s house and took the carved image, the ephod, the household idols, and the 
molded image, the priest said to them, “What are you doing?” 
19 And they said to him, “Be quiet, put your hand over your mouth, and come with us; be a father and a priest to us. Is it better for you to be a 
priest to the household of one man, or that you be a priest to a tribe and a family in Israel?” 
20 So the priest’s heart was glad; and he took the ephod, the household idols, and the carved image, and 
took his place among the people. 
21 Then they turned and departed, and put the little ones, the livestock, and the goods in front of them. 
22 When they were a good way from the house of Micah, the men who were in the houses near Micah’s house gathered together and overtook 
the children of Dan. 
23 And they called out to the children of Dan. So they turned around and said to Micah, “What ails you, that you have gathered such a 
company?” 
24 So he said, “You have taken away my gods which I made, and the priest, and you have gone away. Now what more do I 
have? How can you say to me, ‘What ails you?’ ” 
25 And the children of Dan said to him, “Do not let your voice be heard among us, lest angry men fall upon you, and you lose your life, with the 
lives of your household!” 
26 Then the children of Dan went their way. And when Micah saw that they were too strong for him, he turned and went back to his house. 
27 So they took the things Micah had made, and the priest who had belonged to him, and went to Laish, to a people quiet and 
secure; and they struck them with the edge of the sword and burned the city with fire. 
28 There was no deliverer, because it was far from Sidon, and they had no ties with anyone. It was in the valley that belongs to Beth Rehob. So 
they rebuilt the city and dwelt there. 
29 And they called the name of the city Dan, after the name of Dan their father, who was born to Israel. However, the name of the city formerly 
was Laish. 
30 Then the children of Dan set up for themselves the carved image; and Jonathan the son of Gershom, the son of 
Manasseh, and his sons were priests to the tribe of Dan until the day of the captivity of the land. 
31 So they set up for themselves Micah’s carved image which he made, all the time that the house of God was in 
Shiloh.

Jeroboam the son of Nebat is given the northern kingdom of Israel / 10 tribes

Rehoboam the son of Solomon reigns over the southern kingdom of Judah:

Genesis 24:1–4 (NKJV)
1 Now Abraham was old, well advanced in age; and the Lord had blessed Abraham in all things. 
2 So Abraham said to the oldest servant of his house, who ruled over all that he had, “Please, put your hand under my thigh, 
3 and I will make you swear by the Lord, the God of heaven and the God of the earth, that you will not take a wife for my son from the daughters 
of the Canaanites, among whom I dwell; 
4 but you shall go to my country and to my family, and take a wife for my son Isaac.”

Genesis 13:1–18 (NKJV)
1 Then Abram went up from Egypt, he and his wife and all that he had, and Lot with him, to the South. 
2 Abram was very rich in livestock, in silver, and in gold. 
3 And he went on his journey from the South as far as Bethel, to the place where his tent had been at the beginning, between Bethel and Ai, 
4 to the place of the altar which he had made there at first. And there Abram called on the name of the Lord. 
5 Lot also, who went with Abram, had flocks and herds and tents. 
6 Now the land was not able to support them, that they might dwell together, for their possessions were so great that they could not dwell 
together. 
7 And there was strife between the herdsmen of Abram’s livestock and the herdsmen of Lot’s livestock. The Canaanites and the Perizzites 
then dwelt in the land. 
8 So Abram said to Lot, “Please let there be no strife between you and me, and between my herdsmen and your herdsmen; for we are brethren. 
9 Is not the whole land before you? Please separate from me. If you take the left, then I will go to the right; or, if you go to the right, then I will go 
to the left.” 
10 And Lot lifted his eyes and saw all the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered everywhere (before the Lord destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah) 
like the garden of the Lord, like the land of Egypt as you go toward Zoar. 
11 Then Lot chose for himself all the plain of Jordan, and Lot journeyed east. And they separated from each other. 
12 Abram dwelt in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelt in the cities of the plain and pitched his tent even as far as Sodom. 
13 But the men of Sodom were exceedingly wicked and sinful against the Lord. 
14 And the Lord said to Abram, after Lot had separated from him: “Lift your eyes now and look from the place where 
you are—northward, southward, eastward, and westward; 
15 for all the land which you see I give to you and your descendants forever. 
16 And I will make your descendants as the dust of the earth; so that if a man could number the dust of the 
earth, then your descendants also could be numbered. 
17 Arise, walk in the land through its length and its width, for I give it to you.” 
18 Then Abram moved his tent, and went and dwelt by the terebinth trees of Mamre, which are in Hebron, and built an altar there to the Lord.

The Noahic covenant and Ham’s descendents from Canaan:

Genesis 28:1–4 (NKJV)
1 Then Isaac called Jacob and blessed him, and charged him, and said to him: “You shall not take a wife from the daughters of Canaan. 
2 Arise, go to Padan Aram, to the house of Bethuel your mother’s father; and take yourself a wife from there of the daughters of Laban your 
mother’s brother. 
3 “May God Almighty bless you, And make you fruitful and multiply you, That you may be an assembly of peoples; 
4 And give you the blessing of Abraham, To you and your descendants with you, That you may inherit the land In which you are a stranger, 
Which God gave to Abraham.”

Exodus 34:8–16 (NKJV)
8 So Moses made haste and bowed his head toward the earth, and worshiped. 
9 Then he said, “If now I have found grace in Your sight, O Lord, let my Lord, I pray, go among us, even though we are a stiff-necked people; and 
pardon our iniquity and our sin, and take us as Your inheritance.” 
10 And He said: “Behold, I make a covenant. Before all your people I will do marvels such as have not been done in all the earth, nor in any 
nation; and all the people among whom you are shall see the work of the Lord. For it is an awesome thing that I will do with you. 

11 Observe what I command you this day. Behold, I am driving out from before you the Amorite and the 
Canaanites and the Hittite and the Perizzite and the Hivite and the Jebusite. 

12 Take heed to yourself, lest you make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land where you are going, lest it be 
a snare  in your midst. 
13 But you shall destroy their altars, break their sacred pillars, and cut down their wooden images 
14 (for you shall worship no other god, for the Lord, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God), 
15 lest you make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land, and they play the harlot with their gods and make sacrifice to 
their gods, and one of them invites you and you eat of his sacrifice, 
16 and you take of his daughters for your sons, and his daughters play the harlot with their gods and make your 
sons play the harlot with their gods.

Deuteronomy 7:1–5 (NKJV)
1 “When the Lord your God brings you into the land which you go to possess, and has cast out many nations before you, the Hittites and the 
Girgashites and the Amorites and the Canaanites and the Perizzites and the Hivites and the Jebusites, seven nations greater and mightier 
than you, 
2 and when the Lord your God delivers them over to you, you shall conquer them and utterly destroy them. You shall make no covenant with 
them nor show mercy to them. 

3 Nor shall you make marriages with them. You shall not give your daughter to 
their son, nor take their daughter for your son. 
4 For they will turn your sons away from following Me, to serve other gods; so 
the anger of the Lord will be aroused against you and destroy you suddenly. 
5 But thus you shall deal with them: you shall destroy their altars, and break down their sacred pillars, and cut down their wooden images, and 
burn their carved images with fire.

1 Kings 11:1–13 (NKJV)
1 But King Solomon loved many foreign women, as well as the daughter of Pharaoh: women of the Moabites, Ammonites, Edomites, Sidonians, 
and Hittites—
2 from the nations of whom the Lord had said to the children of Israel, “You shall not intermarry with them, nor they with you. 
Surely they will turn away your hearts after their gods.” Solomon clung to these in love. 
3 And he had seven hundred wives, princesses, and three hundred concubines; and his wives turned away his heart. 
4 For it was so, when Solomon was old, that his wives turned his heart after other gods; and his heart was not loyal to the Lord his God, as was 
the heart of his father David. 
5 For Solomon went after Ashtoreth the goddess of the Sidonians, and after Milcom the abomination of the Ammonites. 
6 Solomon did evil in the sight of the Lord, and did not fully follow the Lord, as did his father David. 
7 Then Solomon built a high place for Chemosh the abomination of Moab, on the hill that is east of Jerusalem, and for Molech the abomination of 
the people of Ammon. 
8 And he did likewise for all his foreign wives, who burned incense and sacrificed to their gods. 

9 So the Lord became angry with Solomon, because his heart had turned from the Lord God of Israel, who 
had appeared to him twice, 

10 and had commanded him concerning this thing, that he should not go after other gods; but he did not keep what the Lord had commanded. 

11 Therefore the Lord said to Solomon, “Because you have done this, and have not kept My covenant and My statutes, which I have commanded 
you, I will surely tear the kingdom away from you and give it to your servant. 
12 Nevertheless I will not do it in your days, for the sake of your father David; I will tear it out of the hand of your son. 
13 However I will not tear away the whole kingdom; I will give one tribe to your son for the sake of my servant David, 
and for the sake of Jerusalem which I have chosen.”

1 Kings 11:26–40 (NKJV)
26 Then Solomon’s servant, Jeroboam the son of Nebat, an Ephraimite from Zereda, whose mother’s name was Zeruah, a widow, also rebelled 
against the king. 
27 And this is what caused him to rebel against the king: Solomon had built the Millo and repaired the damages to the City of David his father. 
28 The man Jeroboam was a mighty man of valor; and Solomon, seeing that the young man was industrious, made him the officer over all the 
labor force of the house of Joseph. 
29 Now it happened at that time, when Jeroboam went out of Jerusalem, that the prophet Ahijah the Shilonite met him on the way; and he had 
clothed himself with a new garment, and the two were alone in the field. 
30 Then Ahijah took hold of the new garment that was on him, and tore it into twelve pieces. 
31 And he said to Jeroboam, “Take for yourself ten pieces, for thus says the Lord, the God of Israel: ‘Behold, I will tear the kingdom out of the 
hand of Solomon and will give ten tribes to you 
32 (but he shall have one tribe for the sake of My servant David, and for the sake of Jerusalem, the city which I have chosen out of all the tribes 
of Israel), 
33 because they have forsaken Me, and worshiped Ashtoreth the goddess of the Sidonians, Chemosh the god of the Moabites, and Milcom the 
god of the people of Ammon, and have not walked in My ways to do what is right in My eyes and keep My statutes and My judgments, as did his 
father David. 
34 However I will not take the whole kingdom out of his hand, because I have made him ruler all the days of his life for the sake of My servant 
David, whom I chose because he kept My commandments and My statutes. 
35 But I will take the kingdom out of his son’s hand and give it to you—ten tribes. 
36 And to his son I will give one tribe, that My servant David may always have a lamp before Me in Jerusalem, the city which I have chosen for 
Myself, to put My name there. 
37 So I will take you, and you shall reign over all your heart desires, and you shall be king over Israel. 
38 Then it shall be, if you heed all that I command you, walk in My ways, and do what is right in My sight, to keep My statutes and My 
commandments, as My servant David did, then I will be with you and build for you an enduring house, as I built for David, and will give Israel to 
you. 
39 And I will afflict the descendants of David because of this, but not forever.’ ” 
40 Solomon therefore sought to kill Jeroboam. But Jeroboam arose and fled to Egypt, to Shishak king of Egypt, and was in Egypt until the death 
of Solomon.

Begin every endeavor with the end in mind:

1 Kings 13:1–3 (NKJV)
1 And behold, a man of God went from Judah to Bethel by the word of the Lord, and Jeroboam stood by the altar to burn incense. 
2 Then he cried out against the altar by the word of the Lord, and said, “O altar, altar! Thus says the Lord: ‘Behold, a child, Josiah by 
name, shall be born to the house of David; and on you he shall sacrifice the priests of the high places who 
burn incense on you, and men’s bones shall be burned on you.’ ” 
3 And he gave a sign the same day, saying, “This is the sign which the Lord has spoken: Surely the altar shall split apart, and the ashes on it shall 
be poured out.”

Josiah’s orientation to doctrine, results in a complete transformation in how he 
conducts his life:

2 Kings 22:1–20 (NKJV)
1 Josiah was eight years old when he became king, and he reigned thirty-one years in Jerusalem. His mother’s name was 
Jedidah the daughter of Adaiah of Bozkath. 
2 And he did what was right in the sight of the Lord, and walked in all the ways of his father David; he did not turn 
aside to the right hand or to the left. 

Josiah begins to repair the Temple:

3 Now it came to pass, in the eighteenth year of King Josiah, that the king sent Shaphan the scribe, the son of Azaliah, the son of Meshullam, to 
the house of the Lord, saying: 
4 “Go up to Hilkiah the high priest, that he may count the money which has been brought into the house of the Lord, which the doorkeepers have 
gathered from the people. 
5 And let them deliver it into the hand of those doing the work, who are the overseers in the house of the Lord; let them give it to those who are in 
the house of the Lord doing the work, to repair the damages of the house—
6 to carpenters and builders and masons—and to buy timber and hewn stone to repair the house. 
7 However there need be no accounting made with them of the money delivered into their hand, because they deal faithfully.” 

 Hilkiah the high priest finds the book of the law in the house of the Lord:

8 Then Hilkiah the high priest said to Shaphan the scribe, “I have found the Book of the Law in the house of the Lord.” And Hilkiah gave the book 
to Shaphan, and he read it. 
9 So Shaphan the scribe went to the king, bringing the king word, saying, “Your servants have gathered the money that was found in the house, 
and have delivered it into the hand of those who do the work, who oversee the house of the Lord.” 
10 Then Shaphan the scribe showed the king, saying, “Hilkiah the priest has given me a book.” And Shaphan read it before the king. 

 Josiah becomes oriented to doctrine:

11 Now it happened, when the king heard the words of the Book of the Law, that he tore his clothes. 
12 Then the king commanded Hilkiah the priest, Ahikam the son of Shaphan, Achbor the son of Michaiah, Shaphan the scribe, and Asaiah a 
servant of the king, saying, 
13 “Go, inquire of the Lord for me, for the people and for all Judah, concerning the words of this book that has been found; for great is the wrath 
of the Lord that is aroused against us, because our fathers have not obeyed the words of this book, to do according to all that is written 
concerning us.” 
14 So Hilkiah the priest, Ahikam, Achbor, Shaphan, and Asaiah went to Huldah the prophetess, the wife of Shallum the son of Tikvah, the son of 
Harhas, keeper of the wardrobe. (She dwelt in Jerusalem in the Second Quarter.) And they spoke with her. 
15 Then she said to them, “Thus says the Lord God of Israel, ‘Tell the man who sent you to Me, 
16 “Thus says the Lord: ‘Behold, I will bring calamity on this place and on its inhabitants—all the words of the book which the king of Judah has 
read—
17 because they have forsaken Me and burned incense to other gods, that they might provoke Me to anger with all the works of their hands. 
Therefore My wrath shall be aroused against this place and shall not be quenched.’ ” ’ 
18 But as for the king of Judah, who sent you to inquire of the Lord, in this manner you shall speak to him, ‘Thus says the Lord God of Israel: 
“Concerning the words which you have heard—
19 because your heart was tender, and you humbled yourself before the Lord when you heard what I spoke against this place and against its 
inhabitants, that they would become a desolation and a curse, and you tore your clothes and wept before Me, I also have heard you,” says the 
Lord. 
20 Surely, therefore, I will gather you to your fathers, and you shall be gathered to your grave in peace; and your eyes shall not see all the 
calamity which I will bring on this place.” ’ ” So they brought back word to the king.

2 Kings 23:1–37 (NKJV)
1 Now the king sent them to gather all the elders of Judah and Jerusalem to him. 
2 The king went up to the house of the Lord with all the men of Judah, and with him all the inhabitants of Jerusalem—the priests and the 
prophets and all the people, both small and great. And he read in their hearing all the words of the Book of the 
Covenant which had been found in the house of the Lord. 
3 Then the king stood by a pillar and made a covenant before the Lord, to follow the Lord and to keep His commandments and His testimonies 
and His statutes, with all his heart and all his soul, to perform the words of this covenant that were written in this book. 
And all the people took a stand for the covenant. 

Josiah destroys idol worship:

4 And the king commanded Hilkiah the high priest, the priests of the second order, and the doorkeepers, to bring out of the temple of the Lord all 
the articles that were made for Baal, for Asherah, and for all the host of heaven; and he burned them outside Jerusalem in the fields of Kidron, 
and carried their ashes to Bethel. 
5 Then he removed the idolatrous priests whom the kings of Judah had ordained to burn incense on the high places in the cities of Judah and in 
the places all around Jerusalem, and those who burned incense to Baal, to the sun, to the moon, to the constellations, and to all the host of 
heaven. 
6 And he brought out the wooden image from the house of the Lord, to the Brook Kidron outside Jerusalem, burned it at the Brook Kidron and 
ground it to ashes, and threw its ashes on the graves of the common people. 
7 Then he tore down the ritual booths of the perverted persons that were in the house of the Lord, where the women wove hangings for the 
wooden image. 
8 And he brought all the priests from the cities of Judah, and defiled the high places where the priests had burned incense, from Geba to 
Beersheba; also he broke down the high places at the gates which were at the entrance of the Gate of Joshua the governor of the city, which 
were to the left of the city gate. 
9 Nevertheless the priests of the high places did not come up to the altar of the Lord in Jerusalem, but they ate unleavened bread among their 
brethren. 
10 And he defiled Topheth, which is in the Valley of the Son of Hinnom, that no man might make his son or his daughter pass through the fire to 
Molech. 
11 Then he removed the horses that the kings of Judah had dedicated to the sun, at the entrance to the house of the Lord, by the chamber of 
Nathan-Melech, the officer who was in the court; and he burned the chariots of the sun with fire. 
12 The altars that were on the roof, the upper chamber of Ahaz, which the kings of Judah had made, and the altars which Manasseh had made in 
the two courts of the house of the Lord, the king broke down and pulverized there, and threw their dust into the Brook Kidron. 
13 Then the king defiled the high places that were east of Jerusalem, which were on the south of the Mount of Corruption, which Solomon king of 
Israel had built for Ashtoreth the abomination of the Sidonians, for Chemosh the abomination of the Moabites, and for Milcom the abomination of 
the people of Ammon. 
14 And he broke in pieces the sacred pillars and cut down the wooden images, and filled their places with the bones of men. 

15 Moreover the altar that was at Bethel, and the high place which Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who made Israel sin, had made, both that altar 
and the high place he broke down; and he burned the high place and crushed it to powder, and burned the wooden image. 
16 As Josiah turned, he saw the tombs that were there on the mountain. And he sent and took the bones out of the tombs and burned them on 
the altar, and defiled it according to the word of the Lord which the man of God proclaimed, who proclaimed these words. 
17 Then he said, “What gravestone is this that I see?” So the men of the city told him, “It is the tomb of the man of God who came from Judah 
and proclaimed these things which you have done against the altar of Bethel.” 
18 And he said, “Let him alone; let no one move his bones.” So they let his bones alone, with the bones of the prophet who came from Samaria. 
19 Now Josiah also took away all the shrines of the high places that were in the cities of Samaria, which the kings of Israel had made to provoke 
the Lord to anger; and he did to them according to all the deeds he had done in Bethel. 
20 He executed all the priests of the high places who were there, on the altars, and burned men’s bones on them; and he returned to Jerusalem. 
21 Then the king commanded all the people, saying, “Keep the Passover to the Lord your God, as it is written in this Book of the Covenant.” 
22 Such a Passover surely had never been held since the days of the judges who judged Israel, nor in all the days of the kings of Israel and the 
kings of Judah. 
23 But in the eighteenth year of King Josiah this Passover was held before the Lord in Jerusalem. 

24 Moreover Josiah put away those who consulted mediums and spiritists, the household gods and idols, all the 
abominations that were seen in the land of Judah and in Jerusalem, that he might perform the words of the law 
which were written in the book that Hilkiah the priest found in the house of the Lord. 
25 Now before him there was no king like him, who turned to the Lord with all his heart, with all his soul, and with 
all his might, according to all the Law of Moses; nor after him did any arise like him.
