Paul begins to pull back those black fleshly blinders, so the power supply can be understood.

Galatians 3:1–6 (NKJV)

1 O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you that you should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus 
Christ was clearly portrayed among you as crucified? 
2 This only I want to learn from you:      Did you receive the Spirit      by the works of the law, or by the hearing of 
faith?—

3 Are you so foolish?     Having begun in the Spirit,      are you now being made perfect by the flesh? 

4 Have you suffered so many things in vain—if indeed it was in vain? 

5 Therefore He who supplies the Spirit to you and works miracles among you, does He do it by the works of the law, or by the 
hearing of faith? 

6 just as Abraham “believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness.”

Walking, by means of the Holy Spirit:

Galatians 5:16–25 (NKJV)
16 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh. 
17 For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, so that you do not do 
the things that you wish. 

18 But   if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law.   

19 Now the works of the flesh are evident, which are: adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lewdness, 
20 idolatry, sorcery, hatred, contentions, jealousies, outbursts of wrath, selfish ambitions, dissensions, heresies, 
21 envy, murders, drunkenness, revelries, and the like; of which I tell you beforehand, just as I also told you in time past, that those 
who practice such things will not inherit the kingdom of God. 
22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 
23 gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law. 
24 And those who are Christ’s have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. 

25    If we live in the Spirit   , let us also walk in the Spirit.

15 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. 
16 For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, 
whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers. All things were created through Him and for 
Him. 

17 And He is before all things, and in Him all things consist. 

18 And He is the head of the body, the church, who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in 
all things He may have the preeminence.

The word of truth:

1 Thessalonians 1:5 (NKJV)

5 For our gospel did not come to you in word only, but also in power, and in the Holy Spirit and in much assurance, as you 
know what kind of men we were among you for your sake.

Hebrews 1:3 (NKJV)

3 who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by the word of His 

power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high,

Hebrews 4:12 (NKJV)

12 For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul 
and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

19 in mighty signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit of God, so that from Jerusalem and round about to Illyricum I 
have fully preached the gospel of Christ. 
20 And so I have made it my aim to preach the gospel, not where Christ was named, lest I should build on another man’s foundation,

1 Corinthians 2:1–5 (NKJV)
1 And I, brethren, when I came to you, did not come with excellence of speech or of wisdom declaring to you the testimony of God. 
2 For I determined not to know anything among you except Jesus Christ and Him crucified. 
3 I was with you in weakness, in fear, and in much trembling. 

4 And my speech and my preaching were not with persuasive words of human wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of 

power, 
5 that your faith should not be in the wisdom of men but in the power of God.
