Angelic conflict: Arrogance & Antagonism

A summary of this agreement:
Revelation 12:4 (NKJV)
4 His tail drew a third of the stars of heaven and threw them to the earth. And the dragon 
stood before the woman who was ready to give birth, to devour her Child as soon as it was born.

2. Inactive demons

Their judgment: 

Matthew 25:41 (NKJV)
41 “Then He will also say to those on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, you cursed, into the everlasting fire prepared for the devil and 
his angels:

Satan’s fall was in his own arrogance & antagonism towards God:

The 5 I will statements of Satan: 
exalting his own will above God’s

Isaiah 14:12–14 (NKJV)
12 “How you are fallen from heaven, O      Lucifer       , son of the morning! How you are cut down to the ground, You who weakened the 
nations! 
13 For you have said in your heart: 

     I will ascend into heaven, 

     I will exalt my throne above the stars of God; 

     I will also sit on the mount of the congregation On the farthest sides of the north; 

14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds, 

     I will be like the Most High.’ 

Arrogance and antagonism towards God will then be the Satanic and Demonic 

thinking behind all Kosmic thinking or worldly thinking.

All demons originated in their agreement with Satan’s rebellion against God:

1. Active demons 
1 Timothy 4:1 (NKJV)
1 Now the Spirit expressly says that in latter times some will depart from the faith, giving heed to deceiving spirits 
and doctrines of demons,
James 3:14–15 (NKJV)
14 But if you have bitter envy and self-seeking in your hearts, do not boast and lie against the truth. 

15 This wisdom does not descend from above, but is earthly, sensual, demonic.
1 Corinthians 10:20 (NKJV)
20 Rather, that the things which the Gentiles sacrifice they sacrifice to demons and not to God, and I do not want you to 
have fellowship with demons.

2 Peter 3:3 (NKJV)
3 knowing this first: that scoffers will come in the last days, walking according to their own lusts,

Jude 4 (NKJV)
4 For certain men have crept in unnoticed, who long ago were marked out for this condemnation, ungodly men, who turn 
the grace of our God into lewdness and deny the only Lord God and our Lord Jesus 
Christ.

18 how they told you that there would be mockers in the last time who would walk according to their own 
ungodly lusts.

The demonic invasion of Genesis 6:1– to pollute the human gene pool:

The sons of God & the daughters of men:  Genesis 6:1–9 (NKJV)

1 Now it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the earth, and daughters were born to them, 

2 that the  sons of God  saw the daughters of men, that they were beautiful; and they took wives for themselves of all 
whom they chose. 

3 And the Lord said, “My Spirit shall not strive with man forever, for he is indeed flesh; yet his days shall be one hundred and twenty 
years.” 

4 There were giants on the earth in those days, and also afterward, when the  sons of God  came in to the 
daughters of men and they bore children to them. Those were the mighty men who were of old, men of renown. 
5 Then the Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil 
continually. 
6 And the Lord was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart. 
7 So the Lord said, “I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth, both man and beast, creeping thing and birds of 
the air, for I am sorry that I have made them.” 
8 But Noah found grace in the eyes of the Lord. 
9 This is the genealogy of Noah. Noah was a just man, perfect in his generations. Noah walked with God.

2 Peter 2:4–6 (NKJV)

4 For if God did not spare the angels who sinned, but cast them down to hell and 
delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved for judgment; 
5 and did not spare the ancient world, but saved Noah, one of eight people, a 
preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood on the world of the ungodly; 

6 and turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah into ashes, condemned them to destruction, making them an example to those 
who afterward would live ungodly;

Jude 6–8 (NKJV)
6 And the angels who did not keep their proper domain, but left their own abode, 
He has reserved in everlasting chains under darkness for the judgment of the 
great day; 
7 as Sodom and Gomorrah, and the cities around them in a similar manner to these, having 
given themselves over to sexual immorality and gone after strange flesh, are set forth as an example, suffering the 
vengeance of eternal fire. 

8 Likewise also these dreamers defile the flesh, reject authority, and speak evil of dignitaries.

Temporary punishment and confinement:
Isaiah 24:21–23 (NASB95)
21 So it will happen in that day, That the Lord will punish the host of heaven on high, And the kings of the earth on earth. 
22 They will be gathered together Like prisoners in the dungeon, And will be confined in prison; And after many days they will be 
punished. 
23 Then the moon will be abashed and the sun ashamed, For the Lord of hosts will reign on Mount Zion and in Jerusalem, And His glory 
will be before His elders.

Angels are capable of taking on human form and human bodily functions:

Genesis 18:1–8 (NKJV)
1 Then the Lord appeared to him by the terebinth trees of Mamre, as he was sitting in the tent door in the heat of the day. 
2 So he lifted his eyes and looked, and behold, three men were standing by him; and when he saw them, he ran from the tent door to 
meet them, and bowed himself to the ground, 
3 and said, “My Lord, if I have now found favor in Your sight, do not pass on by Your servant. 
4 Please let a little water be brought, and wash your feet, and rest yourselves under the tree. 
5 And I will bring a morsel of bread, that you may refresh your hearts. After that you may pass by, inasmuch as you have come to 
your servant.” They said, “Do as you have said.” 
6 So Abraham hurried into the tent to Sarah and said, “Quickly, make ready three measures of fine meal; knead it and make cakes.” 
7 And Abraham ran to the herd, took a tender and good calf, gave it to a young man, and he hastened to prepare it. 
8 So he took butter and milk and the calf which he had prepared, and set it before them; and he stood by them under the tree as they 
ate.
Genesis 19:1–4 (NKJV)
1 Now the two angels came to Sodom in the evening, and Lot was sitting in the gate of Sodom. When Lot saw them, he rose to 
meet them, and he bowed himself with his face toward the ground. 
2 And he said, “Here now, my lords, please turn in to your servant’s house and spend the night, and wash your feet; then you may 
rise early and go on your way.” And they said, “No, but we will spend the night in the open square.” 
3 But he insisted strongly; so they turned in to him and entered his house. Then he made them a feast, and baked unleavened bread, 
and they ate. 
4 Now before they lay down, the men of the city, the men of Sodom, both old and young, all the people from every quarter, 
surrounded the house.

4 treacherous, reckless, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather 
than lovers of God, 
5 holding to a form of godliness, although they have denied its 
power; Avoid such men as these.
