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God's methods, or (good works) thay are gold silver 
precious stones. They are rewardable at the

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Christian Marriage by God’s method

Colossians 3:18–22 (NKJV)
18 Wives, submit to your own husbands, as is fitting in the Lord. 
19 Husbands, love your wives and do not be bitter toward them. 
20 Children, obey your parents in all things, for this is well pleasing to the Lord. 
21 Fathers, do not provoke your children, lest they become discouraged. 
22 Bondservants, obey in all things your masters according to the flesh, not with eyeservice, as men-pleasers, but in 
sincerity of heart, fearing God.

God’s perfect standard for husbands to love their wives:

Love:

Ephesians 5:25–33 (NKJV)
25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, 

26 that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, 

27 that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, 
but that she should be holy and without blemish. 

28 So husbands ought to love their own wives as their own bodies; he who loves his wife loves himself. 
29 For no one ever hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as the Lord does the church. 
30 For we are members of His body, of His flesh and of His bones. 
31 “For this reason a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall become one 
flesh.” 
32 This is a great mystery, but I speak concerning Christ and the church. 
33 Nevertheless let each one of you in particular so love his own wife as himself, and let the wife see that she respects 
her husband.

All believers All of this in the first three verses is 
simply to help us understand what 
the pattern of Scripture is for what 
it means when we say to our wives 
"I love you": that that is not just 
something we say, not just 
something that we feel, but it is 
something that is to be 
embodied in us as a 
reflection of our own 
orientation to the Lord 
Jesus Christ and to 
salvation

The pattern for our roles in 
marriage is set not by culture, not 
by tradition, Not even by mother or 
father, not by some psychological 
evaluation of how we feel, but by 
the transformation of our thinking; 
it is patterned by that eternal love 
of Jesus Christ for the church.; it is 
set by the relationship of Jesus 
Christ to the body of the church. 
This, then, becomes our standard; 
it therefore has an eternal 
standard, an eternal reference 
point, not a temporal reference 
point.

21 But the people took of the plunder, sheep and oxen, the best of the things which should have been utterly 
destroyed, to sacrifice to the Lord your God in Gilgal.” 

22 So Samuel said: “Has the Lord as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, As in obeying the voice of the 
Lord? Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, And to heed than the fat of rams. 
23 For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, And stubbornness is as iniquity and idolatry. Because you have rejected 
the word of the Lord, He also has rejected you from being king.”

Hebrews 8:5 (NKJV)
5 who serve the copy and shadow of the heavenly 
things, as Moses was divinely instructed when 
he was about to make the tabernacle. For He said, 
“See that you make all things according to the 
pattern shown you on the mountain.”

Exodus 39:43 (NKJV)
43 Then Moses looked over all the work, and 
indeed they had done it; as the Lord had 
commanded, just so they had done it.
