Is Scripture Impacting your daily decisions

Deuteronomy 4:5–13 (NKJV)
5 “Surely I have taught you statutes and judgments, just as the Lord my God commanded me, 
that you should act according to them in the land which you go to possess. 
6 Therefore be careful to observe them; for this is your wisdom and your understanding in the 
sight of the peoples who will hear all these statutes, and say, ‘Surely this great nation is a wise 
and understanding people.’ 
7 “For what great nation is there that has God so near to it, as the Lord our God is to us, for whatever reason we may call upon Him? 
8 And what great nation is there that has such statutes and righteous judgments as are in all this law which I set before you this day? 

9 Only take heed to yourself, and diligently keep yourself, lest you 
forget the things your eyes have seen, and lest they depart from your heart all the 
days of your life. And teach them to your children and your 
grandchildren, 
10 especially concerning the day you stood before the Lord your God in Horeb, when the Lord said to me, ‘Gather the people to Me, and I 
will let them hear My words, that they may learn to fear Me all the days they live on the earth, and that they may 
teach their children.’ 
11 “Then you came near and stood at the foot of the mountain, and the mountain burned with fire to the midst of heaven, with 
darkness, cloud, and thick darkness. 
12 And the Lord spoke to you out of the midst of the fire. You heard the sound of the words, but saw no form; you only heard a 
voice. 
13 So He declared to you His covenant which He commanded you to perform, the Ten Commandments; and He wrote them 
on two tablets of stone.

Instruction of Wisdom/knowledge

Proverbs 2:1–22 (NKJV)
1 My son, if you receive my words, And treasure my commands within you, 

2 So that you incline your ear to wisdom, And apply your heart to understanding; 

3 Yes, if you cry out for discernment, And lift up your voice for understanding, 

4 if you seek her as silver, And search for her as for hidden treasures; 

5 Then you will understand the fear of the Lord, And find the knowledge of God. 

6 For the Lord gives wisdom; From His mouth come knowledge and understanding; 

7 He stores up sound wisdom for the upright; He is a shield to those who walk uprightly; 

8 He guards the paths of justice, And preserves the way of His saints. 

9 Then you will understand righteousness and justice, Equity and every good path. 

10 When wisdom enters your heart, And knowledge is pleasant to your soul, 

11 Discretion will preserve you; understanding will keep you, 

12 To deliver you from the way of evil, 
     
     From the man who speaks perverse things, 

13 From those who leave the paths of uprightness To walk in the ways of darkness; 

14 Who rejoice in doing evil, And delight in the perversity of the wicked; 

15 Whose ways are crooked, And who are devious in their paths; 

16 To deliver you from the immoral woman, From the seductress who flatters with her words, 

17 Who forsakes the companion of her youth, And forgets the covenant of her God. 

18 For her house leads down to death, And her paths to the dead; 
19 None who go to her return, Nor do they regain the paths of life— 

20 So you may walk in the way of goodness, And keep to the paths of righteousness. 
21 For the upright will dwell in the land, And the blameless will remain in it; 

22 But the wicked will be cut off from the earth, And the unfaithful will be uprooted from it.

Job 28:12–28 (NASB95)
12 “But where can wisdom be found? And where is the place of understanding? 
13 “Man does not know its value, Nor is it found in the land of the living. 
14 “The deep says, ‘It is not in me’; And the sea says, ‘It is not with me.’ 
15 “Pure gold cannot be given in exchange for it, Nor can silver be weighed as its price. 
16 “It cannot be valued in the gold of Ophir, In precious onyx, or sapphire. 
17 “Gold or glass cannot equal it, Nor can it be exchanged for articles of fine gold. 
18 “Coral and crystal are not to be mentioned; And the acquisition of wisdom is above that of pearls. 
19 “The topaz of Ethiopia cannot equal it, Nor can it be valued in pure gold. 
20 “Where then does wisdom come from? And where is the place of understanding? 
21 “Thus it is hidden from the eyes of all living And concealed from the birds of the sky. 
22 “Abaddon and Death say, ‘With our ears we have heard a report of it.’ 

23 “God understands its way, And He knows its place. 
24 “For He looks to the ends of the earth And sees everything under the heavens. 

25 “When He imparted weight to the wind And meted out the waters by measure, 

26 When He set a limit for the rain And a course for the thunderbolt, 

27 Then He saw it and declared it; He established it and also searched it out.

The Impact of the if clause is that we will, come to know God

There is no earthly resource that can produce this knowledge and understanding. 

It doesn't come from the science or history departments of the universities. It doesn't 
come from human sources; it comes from God's Word. 

God has given us in Scripture the information we need, 
to understand, 
to interpret what’s going on in the world’s systems for handling life, and
to organize all of God’s methods for us to handle life, and
to prepare for the judgment seat of Christ  

or, walk in  integrity

God guards, He

This is our spiritual goal; to learn righteousness so that it 
becomes part of our core character

Explanation of vs. 
5

This is not just an academic understanding; it is an understanding that permeates 
our thinking and how we do things.

We do things according to righteousness and justice!
And that’s because

This in turn protects us, it preserves us through discretion and understanding

The second half of the chapter pertains to the way in which 
wisdom protects and preserves the son from the influence 
of evil.

That influence that comes:
via the culture, 
via the peer group, 
via the television, the media, etc. 

If we want to protect our children from the influence of the world the only way to 
do that is to instill the Word of God into them from an extremely young age. 

It is never too soon to start teaching them the Word of God.

Vs. 9-11 speaks of internalizing the word

Conditions for successful

This is essentially making the Word of God not 
only our priority but also our passion. 

To know the Word of God intensely, and 
passionately; 

And this should drive us where everything else 
that we do in life is simply so that we can learn 
the Word, and grow to spiritual maturity. 

Everything else is to feed that. 

So the foundation for developing character is 

the priority of the son to be humble 
and to listen, and to 
internalize the Word of 
God.

Romans 12:2

If we make the decision and commitment in our own life to make doctrine number one; to make that a priority every 
single day, 

to be reminded of God's Word, 

to have what we have learned reinforced by hearing it again and again, and then applying it in our life. 

If we don't make that a commitment then we fall off the path that God has set before us and we fall prey to all of the 
ambushes that the system, 

our peers, 
Professors and teachers
ungodly parents
the media
the evildoers around us set as traps. 

So we are to seek wisdom to find the knowledge of God first and foremost: that knowledge of God, of who He is, 
developing an intimate, close relationship with God based on what we learn in His Word. 

That alone can protect us and shield us from self-destruction.

Believers often go through great difficulties 
because they think their positive to the word, 
but they’re not.

They have no idea why they’re having the 
difficulties they are. 

But often times is due to living according to the 
devils standards/human viewpoint thinking.

In contrast, the believer his living according to 
wisdom will avoid these traps.

The reality is that one day when this life is over, we are going to be standing before the judgment 
seat of Christ and it is not going to matter what we did in life; 

What is going to matter is how much of the Word of God transformed our thinking, so that we lived 

our lives walking in fellowship, applying the Word of God consistently so that 
our character was transformed, in order that we are prepared for the next stage which is to rule 
and reign with Jesus Christ in heaven. 

And the rewards that we receive at the judgment seat of Christ are going to be directly related to 
how we grew and matured as believers in this life. 

And the capacity that we developed. 

That is what developing wisdom is all about and what these challenges are all about.
