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Scriptures Fortress:

Man’s Earthly Habitation

Biblical Instruction is to protect us from the way of evil: 

Proverbs 2:1–22 (NKJV)
1 My son, if you receive my words, And treasure my commands within you, 
2 So that you incline your ear to wisdom, And apply your heart to understanding; 
3 Yes, if you cry out for discernment, And lift up your voice for understanding, 
4 if you seek her as silver, And search for her as for hidden treasures; 

5 Then you will understand the fear of the Lord, And find the knowledge of God. 
6 For the Lord gives wisdom; From His mouth come knowledge and understanding; 

7 He stores up sound wisdom for the upright; He is a shield to those who walk uprightly; 

8 He guards the paths of justice, And preserves the way of His saints. 

9 Then you will understand righteousness and justice, Equity and every 
good path. 

10 When wisdom enters your heart, And knowledge is pleasant to your soul, 

11 Discretion will preserve you; Understanding will keep you, 

12 To deliver you from the way of evil, From the man who speaks perverse things, 

13 From those who leave the paths of uprightness To walk in the ways of darkness; 

14 Who rejoice in doing evil, And delight in the perversity of the wicked; 

15 Whose ways are crooked, And who are devious in their paths; 

16 To deliver you from the immoral woman, From the seductress who flatters with her words, 
17 Who forsakes the companion of her youth, And forgets the covenant of her God. 
18 For her house leads down to death, And her paths to the dead; 
19 None who go to her return, Nor do they regain the paths of life— 

20 So you may walk in the way of goodness, And keep to the paths of righteousness. 
21 For the upright will dwell in the land, And the blameless will remain in it; 

22 But the wicked will be cut off from the earth, And the unfaithful will be uprooted from it.

God’s original purpose for mankind:

Genesis 1:26–28 (NKJV)
26 Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; let them have dominion over the fish of 
the sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps 
on the earth.” 
27 So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them. 
28 Then God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it; have 
dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over every living thing that moves on the earth.”

God’s original purpose for mankind’s earthly habitation changed when Adam sinned.

Man’s new propose is now:
1st.   to believe in Jesus Christ’s justification gift. And then 
2nd. To begin learning the word of God so that we can start living our life incrementally in  

obedience to His revealed will; with a mindset of the eternal rewards, resulting 
from that obedience

“My son,” God is addressing a very eysollated individual. He’s talking to the very rare young 

individual who through his personal determinant choice, will determine to set his life’s focus to please God, to seek out 
His methods for life, and to obey His commands. 

For this young man: he’s discovered the treasure of treasures. 

You can almost hear “thanks be to God” in his voice, as he speaks of every new realization from God’s manual. He cries 

out to God in the privacy of his soul “I love this“. This is the one to whom God will say “he will serve me”

Faith is not; can we trust God’s methods, but we are trusting in God’s methods!

righteousness and justice

In order for Abraham to be the source of blessing for all nations, he has to understand righteousness and justice.
Righteousness and justice is the essence of God.

What was “Finished” on the cross?:

John 19:28–30 (NKJV)

28 After this, Jesus, knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the Scripture might be fulfilled, 
said, “I thirst!” 

29 Now a vessel full of sour wine was sitting there; and they filled a    sponge with sour wine, put it on hyssop, and put it to 
His mouth. 

30 So when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, “It is finished!” And bowing His head, He gave up His 
spirit.

The purpose of Christ’s death, and
The meaning of blood: 

Colossians 1:13–23 (NASB95)
13 For He rescued us from the domain of darkness, and transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son, 
14 in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 
15 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation. 
16 For by Him all things were created, both in the heavens and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or 
dominions or rulers or authorities—all things have been created through Him and for Him. 
17 He is before all things, and in Him all things hold together. 
18 He is also head of the body, the church; and He is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, so that He 
Himself will come to have first place in everything. 
19 For it was the Father’s good pleasure for all the fullness to dwell in Him, 
20 and through Him to reconcile all things to Himself, having made peace through the blood of His 
cross; through Him, I say, whether things on earth or things in heaven. 

Jesus Christ laid down his life on the cross and became God’s 
only perfectly righteous, and acceptable substitute to pay the 
necessary penalty for sin in man’s place.

God’s only requirement for our forgiveness therefore is to 
believe what Jesus did on the cross for us, And nothing 
else is required, Men cannot produce anything good enough in 
himself that God will accept. 

God will only accept what He provided through Jesus Christ, by 
belief/faith alone in Jesus Christ alone.

God, You sent Your son Jesus into the world to save mankind 
from their sinful condition that began when Adam rebelled against 
Your authority. This sin separated me from You. 

John 3:16 (NKJV)
16 For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever 
believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.

Thank you God for sending Your Son, Jesus to restore mankind 
back to an acceptable relationship with You. 

God, I believe that Jesus Christ paid for my sins on the cross, so 
that I could be forgiven.

Talk about coveting & the recent lottery of 
1.6 billion.
We should learn to be content and thankful 
to God for the blessings we do have.

Because the eternal riches we will receive 
through our carful obedience to all of God's 
words ; faaaarrr out shine all the wealth one 
could desire in this present dying world. 

Romans 1:28–29 (NKJV)
28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, 
God gave them over to a debased mind, to do those things which 
are not fitting; 
29 being filled with all unrighteousness, sexual immorality, 

wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, 
murder, strife, deceit, evil-mindedness; they are whisperers,

Adam’s sin affected everything in creation 

including his own seed; so that now even his children are born with the sinful 
condition, separated from God.

After Adam’s sin God then initiated His plan, from before anything was 
created, to restore man’s fellowship back to God. 

This plan is designed around His perfect righteous standards, not man’s.  
(Perfect righteousness is the essence of His character, perfect 
righteousness emanates from God, it is sourced in God)

Romans 8:20–22 (NKJV)
20 For the creation was subjected to futility, not 
willingly, but because of Him who subjected it in 
hope; 
21 because the creation itself also will be 
delivered from the bondage of corruption into 
the glorious liberty of the children of God. 
22 For we know that the whole creation groans 
and labors with birth pangs together until now.

A written prayer:

This is not to say that God was taken by surprise, 

According to Scripture God planned man’s redemption before the world 
was created; so He’s allowing man to make choices according to their 
independent volitional abilities to obey or not obey God’s manual, The 
Bible. 

But as finite creatures it is essential, according to God’s design, that men 
function under God’s authority.

Man was not created to be able to function apart from God. 

This is demonstrated by the very first man, when he chose to reject 
God’s authority and he ate from the tree.

God will ultimately bring man 
back to his original purpose for 
their earthly habitation under the 
authority of the God man, Jesus 
Christ.

This Mental attitude
Leads to understanding, discernment, 
knowledge, wisdom, discretion, 
righteousness and justice, also 
protection from God.

Companionship

Zechariah 3:7 (NKJV)
7 “Thus says the Lord of hosts: 

‘if you will walk in My ways, And if 

you will keep My command, Then 
you shall also judge My 
house, And likewise have 
charge of My courts; I will 
give you places to walk 
Among these who stand 
here. 

Genesis 18:17–19 (NKJV)
17 And the Lord said, “Shall I hide from Abraham what I am doing,

8.57—1. LN 68.22 complete, fulfill 
(Rev 11:7)

The Holy Spirit is emphasizing the completedness and the finished aspect of what 
Christ did on the cross. 

When you translate that word teleō with 2 different English words, accomplished and 
finished, you lose what the Holy Spirit is doing. 

He has twice stated in three verses, "It is finished"- the same word emphasing 
Christ's work on the cross. 

The death burial and resurrection are the 
means by which we attain what Jesus called 
“finished” or “paid in full”on the cross.

means to be “paid in full,” 

and the verb tense of the Greek verb indicates an action that has 
been completed but has ongoing results. The Son’s work stands 
accomplished—now and forever.

a verbal adjective

Hebrews 9:22 (NASB95)
22 And according to the Law, one may almost say, all 
things are cleansed with blood, and without shedding 
of blood there is no forgiveness.

Example:

Psalm 44:6 (NKJV)
6 For I will not trust in my bow, Nor shall my sword save me.

Metonym

Bow and sword are metonyms for 
weaponry. He’s saying he doesn’t trust 
in any of his weaponry. 

The weapons are metonyms for his 
own resources.

“shedding of blood” is a theologically 

nuanced metonym for Christ’s 
violent death on the cross

God was going to teach men authority orientation through Adam’s failure.

“It” refers to Jesus Christ’s 
redemptive work

Before Jesus ever makes the 
statement “it is finished”;

it was because He knew it 
was finished, that he made 
the statement “I thirst”

In addition to the already completed work, Jesus said I 
thirst; in order to fulfill prophecy.

Psalm 69:21 (NASB95)
21 They also gave me gall for my food And for my thirst 
they gave me vinegar to drink.
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
