Revelation 3:7–13 (NKJV)

7 “And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write, 

‘These things says He who is holy, He who is true,  

The Trinity: 

“He who has the key of David,
He who opens and no one shuts, and shuts and no one opens”: 

8 “I know your works. See, I have set before you an open door, and no one can shut it; for you have a little strength, have 
kept My word, and have not denied My name. 
9 Indeed I will make those of the synagogue of Satan, who say they are Jews and are not, but lie—indeed I will make them 
come and worship before your feet, and to know that I have loved you. 
10 Because you have kept My command to persevere, I also will keep you from the hour of trial which shall come upon the 
whole world, to test those who dwell on the earth. 
11 Behold, I am coming quickly! Hold fast what you have, that no one may take your crown. 
12 He who overcomes, I will make him a pillar in the temple of My God, and he shall go out no more. I will write on him the 
name of My God and the name of the city of My God, the New Jerusalem, which comes down out of heaven from My God. 
And I will write on him My new name. 
13 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.” ’

10 especially concerning the day you stood before the Lord your God in Horeb, when the Lord said to me, ‘Gather the people 
to Me, and I will let them hear My words, that they may learn to fear Me all the days they live on the earth, and that they may 
teach their children.’

12 Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved.”

26 And he said: “Blessed be the Lord, The God of Shem, And may Canaan be his servant. 
27 May God enlarge Japheth, And may he dwell in the tents of Shem; And may Canaan be his servant.”

Genesis 12:3 (NKJV)
3 I will bless those who bless you, And I will curse him who curses you; And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.”

Genesis 49:10 (NKJV)
10 The scepter shall not depart from Judah, Nor a lawgiver from between his feet, Until Shiloh comes; And to Him shall be the obedience of the 
people.

Deuteronomy 18:15–19 (NKJV)
15 “The Lord your God will raise up for you a Prophet like me from your midst, from your brethren. Him you shall hear, 
16 according to all you desired of the Lord your God in Horeb in the day of the assembly, saying, ‘Let me not hear again the voice of the Lord my 
God, nor let me see this great fire anymore, lest I die.’

That phrase "I am" to the Jews was a claim of God. 

When Jesus said this they picked up ricks to stone Him. They understood He was claiming to be God. To 
them that was blasphemy because they had bought into the Pharisees' lie of a singular or Unitarian 
monotheism.

The key phrase is "her seed." The savior is going to be human, the seed of the woman. The savior has got 
to be a human being, full humanity; God cannot die for us.

The God of Shem is the God of the Bible. The Jews are descended from Shem. So there is this prophecy 
related to Shem. So from the whole human race it has narrowed down. Now it is going to be a descendant 
od Shem, not Japheth or Ham.

Narrowing yet again; it is going to be through Abraham.

And again it narrows to Abraham’s great-grandson Judah

And now it not only narrows it down again to David, but the indication is not that he is only human, but also 
divine (he is going to rule forever) 
Only god lives forever, and though it is subtle we have the introduction of deity and humanity

What virgin? It has a definite article here, the virgin. It goes back to the seed of the woman. It is the 
virgin, not just any woman. 

He is human because He is born from the virgin, but He is divine because His name means 'God is with 
us.'

We have to know these things because we are in a battle. It is not only a 
battle for the mind, 

it's not only a battle of spiritual warfare, 

but as a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ it is a battle for the definition of 
reality.

It’s attributed to the Holy Spirit:

The Servant, Israel’s Hope:
Isaiah 50:4 (NKJV)
4 “The Lord God has given Me The tongue of the learned, That I should know how to speak A word in 
season to him who is weary. He awakens Me morning by morning, He awakens My ear To hear as the 
learned.

Indicating a plurality of persons

The Lord is speaking and says, 

Isaiah 48:12–16 (NKJV)
12 “Listen to Me, O Jacob, And Israel, My called: I am He, I am the First, I am also the Last. 
13 Indeed My hand has laid the foundation of the earth, And My right hand has stretched out the heavens; 
When I call to them, They stand up together. 
14 “All of you, assemble yourselves, and hear! Who among them has declared these things? The Lord 
loves him; He shall do His pleasure on Babylon, And His arm shall be against the Chaldeans. 
15 I, even I, have spoken; Yes, I have called him, I have brought him, and his way will prosper. 
16 “Come near to Me, hear this: I have not spoken in secret from the beginning; From the time that it was, I 
was there. And now the Lord God and His Spirit Have sent Me.”

That phrase indicates deity, and this title, 'the first and the last,' is applied to 
the Lord Jesus Christ in the book of Revelation.

Revelation 22:13 (NKJV)
13 I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End, the First and the Last.”

Revelation 1:8 (NKJV)
8 “I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End,” says the Lord, “who is and who was and 
who is to come, the Almighty.”

Isaiah 48:16 (NKJV)

16 “Come near to Me, hear this: I have not spoken in secret from the beginning; From the time 
that it was, 

1. I was there. And now the 
2. Lord God and 
3. His Spirit 

Have sent Me.”

In that last phrase are three persons: the Lord who is speaking, the Lord 
God, and the Spirit.
