Deuteronomy 6:1–18 (NASB95)
1 “Now this is the commandment, the statutes and the judgments which the Lord your God has commanded me to teach you, 

that you might do them in the land where you are going over to possess it, 

2 so that you and your son and your grandson might fear the Lord your God, to keep all His statutes and His commandments which I command 
you, all the days of your life, and that your days may be prolonged. 
3 “O Israel, you should listen and be careful to do it, that it may be well with you and that you may multiply greatly, just as the Lord, the God of 
your fathers, has promised you, in a land flowing with milk and honey. 
4 “Hear, O Israel! The Lord is our God, the Lord is one! 
5 “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your might. 
6 “These words, which I am commanding you today, shall be on your heart. 
7 “You shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when you sit in your house and when 

you walk by the way and when you lie down and when you rise up. 
8 “You shall bind them as a sign on your hand and they shall be as frontals on your forehead. 
9 “You shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates. 
10 “Then it shall come about when the Lord your God brings you into the land which He swore to your fathers, Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, to 
give you, great and splendid cities which you did not build, 
11 and houses full of all good things which you did not fill, and hewn cisterns which you did not dig, vineyards and olive trees which you did not 
plant, and you eat and are satisfied, 
12 then watch yourself, that you do not forget the Lord who brought you from the land of Egypt, out of the house of slavery. 
13 “You shall fear only the Lord your God; and you shall worship Him and swear by His name. 
14 “You shall not follow other gods, any of the gods of the peoples who surround you, 
15 for the Lord your God in the midst of you is a jealous God; otherwise the anger of the Lord your God will be kindled against you, and He will 
wipe you off the face of the earth. 
16 “You shall not put the Lord your God to the test, as you tested Him at Massah. 
17 “You should diligently keep the commandments of the Lord your God, and His testimonies and His statutes which He has commanded you. 
18 “You shall do what is right and good in the sight of the Lord, that it may be well with you and that you may go in and possess the good land 
which the Lord swore to give your fathers,

Function under the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus:

Romans 7:19–25 (NKJV)
19 For the good that I will to do, I do not do; but the evil I will not to do, that I practice. 

20 Now if I do what I will not to do, it is no longer I who do it, but sin that dwells in me. 
21 I find then a law, that evil is present with me, the one who wills to do good. 
22 For I delight in the law of God according to the inward man. 

23 But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin 

which is in my members. 

So how do we make that choice to obey scripture, or ( known doctrine ) on a daily bases?

24 O wretched man that I am! Who will deliver me from this body of death? 

25 I thank God—through Jesus Christ our Lord! 

So then, with the mind I myself serve the law of God, 

but with the flesh the law of sin.

Romans 8:1–8 (NKJV)
1 There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus, 

who do not walk according to the flesh, 

but  according to the Spirit. 

2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free 

from the law of sin and death. 

3 For what the law could not do in that it was weak through the flesh, God did by sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, on 

account of sin: He condemned sin in the flesh, 

4 that the righteous requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. 

5 For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit, the 

things of the Spirit. 

6 For to be carnally minded is death, 
but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. 

7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor indeed can be. 

8 So then, those who are in the flesh cannot please God.

9 But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not have the 

Spirit of Christ, he is not His. 

10 And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of sin, but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. 

11 But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your 

mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you. 

12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors—not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh. 

13 For if you live according to the flesh you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live. 

14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God. 

15 For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you received the Spirit of adoption by whom we cry out, “Abba, Father.” 

16 The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, 

17 and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we may also be glorified together.

2 Timothy 3:16–4:8 (NKJV)

16 All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable: 
for doctrine, 
for reproof, 
for correction, 
for instruction in righteousness,

17 that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work. 

1 I charge you therefore before God and the Lord Jesus Christ, who will judge the living and the dead at His 
appearing and His kingdom: 
2 Preach the word! Be ready in season and out of season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuffering and 
teaching. 

3 For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their 
own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers; 

4 and they will turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to 
fables. 

5 But you be watchful in all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, fulfill your ministry. 
6 For I am already being poured out as a drink offering, and the time of my departure is at hand. 
7 I have fought the good fight, I have finished the race, I have kept the faith. 
8 Finally, there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will give to me on 
that Day, and not to me only but also to all who have loved His appearing.
