Jesus the Mercy Seat:

The term "blood of Christ" is a figure of speech to 
describe death, just as in:

Genesis 9:6 (NASB95)
6 “Whoever sheds man’s blood, By man his 
blood shall be shed, For in the image of God He made man.

The shedding of blood is an idiom, for causing death, and 
it indicates a violent death. 

In the Noahic Covenant, it is murder.
Leviticus 24:17 (NASB95)
17 ‘If a man takes the life of any human 
being, he shall surely be put to death.

Deuteronomy 12:23 (NASB95)
23 “Only be sure not to eat the blood, for 
the blood is the life, and you shall not 
eat the life with the flesh.

By his death

The legal penalty for sin had to be paid; without compromise !
So God gave His son Jesus, to satisfy His righteousness through His 
death

Hebrews 9:1–5 (NASB95)
1 Now even the first covenant had regulations of divine worship and the earthly sanctuary. 
2 For there was a tabernacle prepared, the outer one, in which were the lampstand and the table and the sacred 
bread; this is called the holy place. 

3 Behind the second veil there was a tabernacle which is called the Holy of Holies, 
4 having a golden altar of incense and 

the ark of the covenant covered on all sides with gold,
 in which was a golden jar holding the manna, and Aaron’s rod which budded, and the tables of the covenant; 

5 and above it were the cherubim of glory overshadowing the mercy seat; but of these things we 
cannot now speak in detail.

acacia wood  was a verry dens hard wood used to 
construct the Tabernacle and Ark of Covenant because it 
was virtually indestructible.

Exodus 25:10–11 (NASB95)
10 “They shall construct an ark of  acacia wood two and a half cubits long, 
and one and a half cubits wide, and one and a half cubits high. 
11 “You shall overlay it with pure gold, inside and out you 
shall overlay it, and you shall make a gold molding around it.

the purpose of propitiation is directed to the justice and righteousness of God

the mercy seat is the 
place where ritual 
atonement took place 
annually for the nation 
where they are cleansed.

It depicts the humanity of Jesus Christ that 
was sinless. 

And being covered with pure gold pictures His deity. 

So there's a combination of pure gold and acacia wood depicting 
the hypostatic union: 

the undiminished deity and true humanity of 
the Lord Jesus Christ.

Exodus 25:17–21 (NASB95)
17 “You shall make a mercy seat of pure gold, two and a half cubits long 
and one and a half cubits wide. 
18 “You shall make two cherubim of gold, make them of hammered work at the two 

ends of the mercy seat. 
19 “Make one cherub at one end and one cherub at the other end; you shall make the 

cherubim of one piece with the mercy seat at its two ends. 

20 “The cherubim shall have their wings spread upward, covering the mercy 
seat with their wings and facing one another; the faces of the cherubim 
are to be turned toward the mercy seat. 

21 “You shall put the mercy seat on top of the ark, and in the ark you shall 
put the testimony which I will give to you.

That is really important 
because something is going 
to happen on that mercy 
seat once a year. That is 
where the cleansing, the 
atonement takes place for 
the nation.

Exodus 25:22 (NASB95)
22 “There I will meet with you; and from above the mercy 
seat, from between the two cherubim which are upon the 
ark of the testimony, I will speak to you about all that I will 
give you in commandment for the sons of Israel.

the high priest

The wings were to be 
touching; they were to be 
one-piece covering Mercy 
seat.

This is where the action 
occurs; it is where the 
righteousness and justice 
of God is satisfied

The high priest would bring the blood from the sacrificed goats. 

There were two goats taken - one is killed, and the other one who has the sins 
identified with it is taken out into the wilderness. 

He is taken far, far away so that he cannot wander back, picturing the fact that 
our sins are completely removed from us. 

Then the blood from the sacrificed animal is placed on the mercy seat as a 
picture of our sins being atoned for, being cleansed.

Jesus

Jesus Christ is pictured as the mercy seat; 

He is the one who makes atonement. 

At the cross, God solved the problem of His righteousness and justice, so it is 
Jesus who is the propitiation with God

The sins that were committed in the Old Testament are passed over by God. The 
payment was not actually paid yet; it wasn’t paid until the cross. 

All the sins committed from the time of Adam until the cross, God passed over  
according to his plan, at the cross, they would be paid for. 

Old Testament saints did not have access to heaven.

That is why Jesus between His death and resurrection goes to Sheol and Abraham's 
bosom and announces His victory, makes the victorious proclamation that He has paid 
the penalty for sin (the defeat of Satan). 

Then he takes Paradise, Abraham's bosom, to heaven. Once the sin is actually paid for on 
the cross, then the Old Testament saints have direct access to heaven.

14 Righteousness and justice 
are the foundation of Your throne; 

Mercy and truth go before Your 
face.

God's legal court room in heaven

The world is all of the concepts we've been taught, the things related to reality believed to be true.

1 John 2:15–17 (NASB95)

15 Do not love the world nor the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of 

the Father is not in him. 
16 For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh and the lust of the eyes and the boastful pride of life, is not from 
the Father, but is from the world. 

17 The world is passing away, and also its lusts; but the one who does the will of God lives forever.

World / man's natural mode of operation

1 Corinthians 3:5–15 (NASB95)
5 What then is Apollos? And what is Paul? Servants through whom you believed, even as the Lord gave 
opportunity to each one. 
6 I planted, Apollos watered, but God was causing the growth. 

7 So then neither the one who plants nor the one who waters is anything, but God who causes 
the growth. 

8 Now he who plants and he who waters are one; but each will receive his own reward 
according to his own labor. 

9 For we are God’s fellow workers; you are God’s field, God’s building. 
10 According to the grace of God which was given to me, like a wise master builder I laid a foundation, and 

another is building on it. But each man must be careful how he builds on it. 
11 For no man can lay a foundation other than the one which is laid, which is Jesus Christ. 
12 Now if any man builds on the foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw,

There's a biblical pattern where God requires a godly 
mental framework, in order for good works to be 
acceptable:
Matthew 5:21–22 (NASB95)

21 “You have heard that the ancients were told, ‘You shall not commit murder’ and ‘Whoever commits murder shall be liable to the court.’ 

22 “But I say to you that everyone who is angry with his brother shall be guilty before the court; 

Matthew 5:27–28 (NASB95)
27 “You have heard that it was said, ‘You shall not commit adultery’; 
28 But I say to you that everyone who looks at a woman with lust for her has already committed adultery with her in his heart.

Matthew 5:31–32 (NASB95)
31 “It was said, ‘Whoever sends his wife away, let him give her a certificate of divorce’; 
32 But I say to you that everyone who divorces his wife, except for the reason of unchastity, makes her commit adultery; and whoever marries a divorced woman 
commits adultery.

Matthew 12:35–36 (NASB95)
35 “The good man brings out of his good treasure what is good; and the evil man brings out of his evil treasure what is evil. 
36 “But I say to you that every careless word that people speak, they shall give an accounting for it in the day of judgment.
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
