that God will accept ?

Continuing or walking in truth:

John 13:10 (NKJV)

10 Jesus said to him, “He who is bathed needs only to wash his feet, but is completely clean; and    you are clean,    but 
not all of you.”

Christ's way is exclusive; it is His methods alone:
John 14:5–6 (NKJV)

5 Thomas said to Him, “Lord, we do not know where You are going, and how can we know the way?” 

6 Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.

Jesus excludes any other method of production!!!

John 15:1–11 (NKJV)
1 “I am the true vine, and My Father is the vinedresser. 

2 Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit He takes away; and every branch that bear fruit He 

prunes, that it may bear more fruit. 

3      You are already clean             because of the word which I have spoken to you. 

4 Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in 
the vine, neither 

can you, unless you abide in Me. 

5 “I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me 
you can do nothing. 

6 If anyone does not abide in Me, he is cast out as a branch and is withered; and they gather them and throw 
them into the fire, and they are burned.

Romans 8:12–13 (NASB95)
12 So then, brethren, we are under obligation, not to 
the flesh, to live according to the flesh— 
13 for if you are living according to the flesh, you 
must die; but if by the Spirit you are putting to death 
the deeds of the body, you will live.
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
