Inspired by God to equip:

2 Timothy 3:16–17 (NKJV)
16 All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in

Revelation is necessary to adequately equip the believer:

Revelation 1:10–11 (NKJV)
10 I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s Day, and I heard behind me a loud voice, as of a trumpet, 

11 saying, “I am the Alpha and the Omega, the First and the Last,” and, “What you see, write in a book and 
send it to the seven churches which are in Asia: to Ephesus, to Smyrna, to Pergamos, to Thyatira, to Sardis, to 
Philadelphia, and to Laodicea.”

!e church / ekklēsia  in Revelation:

This verse stands between chs. 2-3 the letters to the churches, and the 
future events of ch.4

Revelation 4:1 (NKJV)

1 After these things I looked, and behold, a door standing open  in heaven. 

And the first voice which I heard was like a 
trumpet speaking with me, saying, “Come up here, 
and I will show you things which must take place 
after this.”

Church: Greek ekklēsia

There’s not even an allusion to the Church between chapters 4 and 22, other than this 
reference:

Revelation 19:7–8 (NKJV)

7 Let us be glad and rejoice and give Him glory, for the marriage of the Lamb has come, and His wife has 
made herself ready.” 

8 And to her it was granted to be arrayed in fine linen, clean and bright, for the fine linen is the 
righteous acts of the saints.

7 of the occurrences out of of the 20 times that the church is mentioned, it's used in the phrase: 
"He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches." 

Interesting we have the phrase one more time in: 

Revelation 13:8–10 (NKJV)
8 All who dwell on the earth will worship him, whose names have not been written in the Book of Life of the Lamb slain 
from the foundation of the world. 

9 If anyone has an ear, let him hear.                                               ?

10 He who leads into captivity shall go into captivity; he who kills with the sword must be killed with the sword. Here is 
the patience and the faith of the saints.

D#c$ptions of God:

The more predominant words and symbols used to describe God in ch. 4 - 19 are more 
common to the Old Testament, and less so in the New Testament, such as: 

God
Lord God
Lord God Almighty

The word "Father" is not used of God's relationship to believers after Rev. ch. 3, 

which is similar to the Old Testament where the relationship of God 
as a personal Father is not part of the Old Testament imagery. 

The title Father is emphasized because of the relationship that God has to the church. 

We also see throughout the church age that Jesus is seated on the Father’s throne.

Wra" of % Lamb & Wra" of God:

1st. The seven-year period is portrayed as the wrath of the Lamb.

2nd. The wrath of God.

Wrath is a figure of speech for the outworking of God's justice, and we see this all the way 
through the Bible from Genesis to revelation. 

Wrath and anger related to man, is usually the reaction to an emotional response to 
something that has happened or to something that we learn. 

But God is omniscient, He has always known everything. 

When wrath or anger is used in relation to God or the Lamb of God:
It is God’s perfect timing for the outworking of His justice; that in His omniscients, He has 
already determined from eternity past.

After Revelation chapter 3/ the church age, God begins to bring to 
justice all the sin and evil in human history.

A b$ef look at several commonly used Figur# of 'eech "r&gh&t Sc$pture:

Human characteristics attributed to God:

Anthropopathism: 
Non-material characteristics of man such as emotions, feelings attributed to God.
Anthropomorphism:
Physical characteristics of man such as hands, feet, walk, eyes, and ears, outstretched arm 
attributed to God.
Zoomorphism:
Animal characteristics such as wings, attributed to God.

The human characteristics attributed to God are not intended to communicate a precise 
description, but rather a similarity.

The infinite God packages His character in the finite characteristics of His creature in order to 
make Himself understandable to mankind and the angelic realm alike.

When God created man, he created him in his own image: 

God is neither male nor female; God is in reality Spirit. 
But there are things we learn about the character of God through the revelation 
that we were created in His image.

So in scripture when God refers to Himself in the masculine gender [He, Him, Father, Son, Son 
of God ] He’s revealing something about Himself to mankind:  in particular He’s revealing His 
position of authority. 

It’s all about humility and authority orientation, under the absolute pristine 
perfection in the authority structure of the Godhead.

The primary thrust of divine revelation is authority orientation; 

God in the masculine gender communicates His Authority over his creation

And what God is making available to us through the divine revelation of scripture [His 
methods], is the abundant life. 

The abundant life is only available to those who through their free will receive His 
methods under His authority.

Through the revelation of His word, our thinking is to be transformed from man’s destructive 
methods of feminism, and “fair and balanced”. 

God's essential order to Revelation:

The word "throne" in reference to God's throne is used 15 times in chapters four 
and five. The focal point of these chapters is the throne of God.

Revelation wasn't written from the human perspective, so that we can find out what is going to 
happen in the future, though that’s how many approach it. 

Revelation 4:2–3 (NASB95)

2 Immediately I was in the Spirit; and behold, 1.a throne was standing in heaven, and 2.One sitting on the 

throne. 

3 And He who was sitting was like a jasper stone and a sardius in appearance; and there was a rainbow around the 

throne, like an emerald in appearance.

Revelation 4:4 (NKJV)

4 Around the throne were twenty-four thrones, and on the thrones I saw twenty-f&r elders 

sitting, clothed in white robes; and they had crowns of gold on their heads.

Who are these 24 elders?

Some say they are angels; others they are men, twelve representing the twelve tribes of Israel, 
twelve representing the twelve apostles of the church.

What does the scripture say?

elders? 
Revelation 4:4 (NASB95)

4 Around the throne were twenty-four thrones; and upon the thrones I saw twenty-f&r elders  

sitting, clothed in white garments; and golden crowns on their heads.

OT teaching demonstrating God's order for priestly representation in 
His presence:

1 Chronicles 24:3–19 (NKJV)
3 Then David with Zadok of the sons of Eleazar, and Ahimelech of the sons of Ithamar, divided them according to the 
schedule of their service. 
4 There were more leaders found of the sons of Eleazar than of the sons of Ithamar, and thus they were divided. Among the 
sons of Eleazar were sixteen heads of their fathers’ houses, and eight heads of their fathers’ houses among the sons of 
Ithamar.

Clearly the incentives to the seven churches were intended to impact 
their daily thinking, and thus their activities; 

but also the rest of the prophetic future occurrences, 
⁃ such as the future appearing of the beast and the antichrist, 
⁃ the seven year tribulation and the judgments of God on mankind, 
⁃ the second coming and the thousand year reign of Christ. 

Everything, the entire book was intended to impact their world view, 
and how they would plan their days and their eternal goals

This prophetic book was intended to have necessary application for that 
generation of believers, at that particular time.

And by implication the same necessary application is for all church age 
believers.

!e "rone room

Most Christians are so poorly taught, that they’re ill prepared for 

their eternal existence; they're hardly aware that there's any 

inheritance to be obtained whatsoever. 

Much less that there is any equipping to be done, to develop their 

capacity to appreciate an eternal ability to comprehend, the 

glories of all eternity, too a far greater degree.

Some commentators apply this phrase to the rapture of the 
church.

And though it doesn't specifically speak of the rapture; it is 

interesting to note that the future event of the rapture has 
already taken place for John's prophetic revelation.

So the events of chapters 4 and 5 have taken place, the Church is already in 
heaven, rewarded, and worshiping God 

What we can now see beginning in chapters 4 & 5 is that the church is conspicuously absent in 
the narrative of future things !

Revelation 1:4 (NKJV)

4 John, to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace to you and peace from Him who 
is and who was and who is to come, and from the seven Spirits who are before His throne,

Of the 20 occurrences of this word in the book a Revelation, 19 of them 
occur in the first three chapters. 

Revelation 22:12–21 (NKJV)

12 “And behold, I am coming quickly, and My reward is with Me, to give to every one 
according to his work.

ekklēsia doesn't appear again until Jesus addresses the

It is at this point that the Lord Jesus Christ takes the church as His bride and 
prepares to return  to earth from heaven.

However once again the church is conspicuously left out.

And that's due to the fact that the church has already been 
ruptured, and He's talking to tribulation believers

because now we begin to see the outworking of the judgment from Jesus Christ, 
from His justice and righteousness, on the earth. 

In Rev. ch. 6 we see at the very beginning of these judgments on the earth are 
described as:

This title the lamb is used 30 times in the book of Revelation.

And here from ch. 4 and on, there’s familiar Old Testament Jewish imagery being 
used again after the church age. 

In the old testament the Passover lamb was brought to the sacrifice, and this 
imagery John the Baptist references in the Gospels when he announces

But this imagery all but disappears, it’s not a predominant image in the New 
Testament until after the letters to the seven churches in Revelation. 

At this point there is a return emphasis during the Tribulation period to Israel. 

God's plan for Israel and God's plan for the church are 
distinct. 

There is a return now in Revelation ch, 4 to Israel and the imagery that we 

see is more common to Old Testament passages.

Revelation 6:16 (NKJV)
16 and said to the mountains and rocks, “Fall on us and hide 
us from the face of Him who sits on the throne and from 

the wrath of the lamb!

John 1:29 (NKJV)

29 The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, “Behold! The 

lamb of God who takes away the sin of the 
world!

Wen in Scripture there appears to be a spontaneous response of wrath from 
God, it is do to God's design that man should have free will. But God will 
only allow that free will, until the perfect timing for His righteous justice to 
intervene.

Only God can reign over his creatures with perfect righteousness and justice, 
because only God can order all things with absolute perfection!!!

So as your listening to studies, listening to Bible narration, or reading scripture; you will be able to categorize 
certain important words or phrases; this will allow for more precise knowledge, and clarity of thought.

Romans 12:2 doesn’t happen by chance. It 
happens because you dedicate 
yourself daily in a very specific 
direction.

perfect — The verb tense used by the writer to describe a completed 
verbal action that occurred in the past but which produced a state of 
being or a result that exists in the present (in relation to the writer). 
The emphasis of the perfect is not the past action so much as it is as 
such but the present “state of affairs” resulting from the past action.

Not just opened for John to enter to recieve revelation

For church age believers to understand what's going to take 
place in the future, the revelation of the future things must, 
essentially, begin with God and His throne room of justice.

Because it is God's perfect righteousness that has been violated buy the 
sins of both Angels and mankind.

And it is from the position of His authority over His creatures on the 
throne of justice that He will now bring resolution to this evil.

It is absolutely essential that we understand what is going on in God’s 
throne room of justice

First- there is a description of;

Seraphim and Cherubim are a 
classifications of angels. 

In chapter 10 verse 15 of Ezekiel, he refers 
back to these living creatures and 
identifies them as cherubim

So we see there are seraphim, from Isaiah 
and also cherubim around the 
throne of God as described by 
Ezekiel.

And because it has the idea of aging it 
doesn't fit Angels

So there were always 24 priests serving in the presence of 
God, and not the whole vast mass of priests. 

In the same way, you don't have all of the church age 
priests serving before God. 

We are saved to be priests and kings, and that is what these 
24 elders are doing, and they represent the entire mass of 
church age believers. 

Remember at this particular time only church age believers have been resurrected.

Banking knowledge/ or stored knowledge:

Only through the acquisition of accurate Bible knowledge do we become aware of 
our thoughts and their source.

From the time you were a very young child, when you first started independent 
thought; you began to bank knowledge in your soul. 

As a child and maturing mentally, you became increasingly more independent, 
while simultaneously you developed more and more selective thoughts to store in 
your bank of knowledge.

And so as you were maturing, those associated thoughts that were no longer 
valuable, you readily cast out, and replaced them with the more selective thoughts.
Those selective thoughts, develop into more measured sophisticated systems of 
thought and are banked in your soul, from every subject and of all facets of life 
that’s occupied your time.

Those selective thought systems are measured; being calculated but limited by the 
corrupt quality of resources from which they’ve been developed; In particular the 
world.

Also those selective thought systems are often developed and banked through 
spontaneous absorption of the sinful nature over time and experience; and not so 
much with careful calculated deliberate intent. 

But which ever the case, this volume of knowledge that’s been banked in your soul 
is your world view and how you act out your daily life.

It is this whole corrupt bank of knowledge, that the Spirit of God and the word of 

God intends to completely replace.

Hebrews 4:12 (NKJV)
