We were saved/ justified, so that we might walk in life::

1 Peter 2:18–25 (NKJV)
18 Servants, be submissive to your masters with all fear, not only to the good and gentle, but also to the harsh. 
19 For this is commendable, if because of conscience toward God one endures grief, suffering wrongfully. 
20 For what credit is it if, when you are beaten for your faults, you take it patiently? But when you do good and suffer, if you 
take it patiently, this is commendable before God. 
21 For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow His steps: 
22 “Who committed no sin, Nor was deceit found in His mouth”; 
23 who, when He was reviled, did not revile in return; when He suffered, He did not threaten, but committed Himself to Him 
who judges righteously;

the Hebrew word for “borne” is nasa. It is 
translated in verse four in the Septuagint by the 

Greek word, PHERO.nasa

Bearing and Carrying are used in synonymous 
parallelism. 

Griefs and sorrows are the effects of sin. 

The effects are put for the cause; it’s poetry.

Prophecy was fulfilled on Golgotha 
with thief on either side of Him, He’s

It’s the idea of originally lifting or carrying something to the altar where it 
was sacrificed. This is seen in how this word is used in passages in 
Leviticus.

5 you also, as living stones, are being built up a spiritual house, a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices 
acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.

anapherō

ANAPHEROed our sins is speaking of a sacrifice that 
was made. 

He carried, as a sacrifice, our sins, in His own body. He 
physically died.

anapherō

24 who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, 
might live for righteousness—by whose stripes you were healed. 

1 Peter 2:24 (NKJV)

The physical death isn’t what paid the penalty for sin, 
but it was part of the package. 

He couldn’t just die spiritually, because there is a 
consequence of spiritual death, and that is physical 
death.

Ephesians 2:1 (NKJV)
1 And you He made alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins,

24 who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, 

that we, having died to sins, 

might live for righteousness—by whose stripes you were healed. 

1 Peter 2:24 (NKJV)

When did we die to sin? 

When we trusted Christ as our Savior. 

We are identified in His death, burial, and resurrection.

The purpose that God identified us with Christ in His 
death, burial, and resurrection, is so that we would live 
differently!!!

So that we would not live according to our sin nature,

Death is the production of the spiritually

Mark 8:33 (NKJV)
33 But when He had turned around and looked at 

His disciples, He rebuked Peter, saying, “Get 
behind Me, Satan! For you are not 
mindful of the things of God, but 
the things of men.”

Isaiah 53:5 (NKJV)
5 But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; The chastisement for our peace was 

upon Him, And by His stripes we are healed.

not from physical illness, it’s not a miraculous 

healing. 

But it’s solving the sin problem. 

The word iaomai is sometimes translated, 
healing, to deliver from illness. In this case, it’s 
talking about sin.

Romans 6:3–4 (NKJV)
3 Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? 

4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, 

that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also 
should walk in newness of life.

5 For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness 
of His resurrection, 

6 knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, 

that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin. 

7 For he who has died has been freed from sin.

In order

refers to everything that we were before we were saved

This occurred, so that this might occur through sanctification

From the inescapable tyrannical bondage

sin nature

Ephesians 4:22 (NKJV)
22 that you put off, concerning your 

former conduct, the old man which 
grows corrupt according to the deceitful 
lusts,

Similar terminology is not necessarily parallel meaning

The old man is dead, but it takes a while for 
the sin nature to be processed into death.

Colossians 3:1–2 (NKJV)
1 If then you were raised with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of 
God. 

2 Set your mind on things above, not on things on the earth.

1 John 2:15–16 (NKJV)

15 Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the 
Father is not in him. 

16 For all that is in the world—the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life—is not of the Father 
but is of the world.
