The Gifts

Verse 9 to another faith:

The gift of faith is logically subsequent to salvation!
Though it is simultaneous with salvation.

Salvation is not the subject here

9 to another faith   by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healings  by the same Spirit, 

This was a temporary gift that was utilized in the early church due to a lack of having a complete 
canon of Scripture, as we have seen from chapter 13. 

It was a special ability to trust God in relation to the sign gifts; though different from, yet being 
linked to, the gift of miracles, all of which are supernatural operations.

This is not the kind of faith that is found at saving faith. 

Neither is this faith that which is found in the process of spiritual growth. 

This was a supernatural kind of faith related to miracles, healing, and other supernatural gifts 
that were temporary and restricted to the early church age.

Verse 9 to another gifts of healings:

Credentials to establish the early church:

9 to 2.another faith    by the same Spirit,             to another gifts of healings    by the same Spirit

There were different kinds of healings that were designed as   credentials 

to give accreditation to the Messiah, as well as to His apostles. 

Their function was to call attention to the prophet / to the apostle, so that they might gain a 
hearing for the gospel. 

The sign gifts validated what they were saying, and they were temporary gift. 

The healing gifts were something that a person gifted with healing could go some place and heal 
somebody. 

The mission of Jesus Christ wasn't to heal everybody; the mission of the apostles wasn't to heal 
people. In terms of all the people they could have healed in Judea they healed very few. 

Their purpose wasn't to heal people, it wasn't a function of compassion, it was to 

establish credentials. 

Apostles not only had the gift of being an apostle but they also had other gifts associated with 
that. 

Miracles were at the discretion of the individual performing them. 

He is going to perform the miracle, it is not something that just happens apart from his decision 
making process.

The second things we notice with healing is that in some cases there was the mention that the 
person who was healed had faith to be healed, but in many cases the person that was healed, 
was healed without any mention of their faith. 

In fact, in some cases there was no indication that they were saved.

 

The purpose of healing wasn’t: 

because they believed that they could be healed or 

because they were saved 

it was to establish the credentials of the one who did the healing. 

It was up to the person who had the gift who they would heal and when, and it was not 
something that just came on them mystically at some times and, not others.

Don't confuse yourself with every wind of doctrine:

Verse 10 to another prophecy to another discerning of spirits:

Many in our day want to make discerning of spirits into something it is not:

1 Corinthians 14:29 (NKJV)

29 Let two or three prophets speak, and let the others judge.

1 John 4:1–6 (NKJV)

1 Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits, whether they are of God; because many false prophets have 
gone out into the world. 
2 By this you know the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesses that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is of God, 
3 and every spirit that does not confess that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is not of God. And this is the spirit of the 
Antichrist, which you have heard was coming, and is now already in the world. 
4 You are of God, little children, and have overcome them, because He who is in you is greater than he who is in the world. 

5 They are of the world. Therefore they speak as of the world, and the 
world hears them. 

6 We are of God. He who knows God hears us; he 

who is not of God does not hear us. By this we know the spirit of truth and the 
spirit of error.

One body united by the Holy Spirit working for the edifying of itself: 

The operation of the Holy Spirit:

1 Corinthians 12:1–31 (NKJV)
1 Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I do not want you to be ignorant: 
2 You know that you were Gentiles, carried away to these dumb idols, however you were led. 
3 Therefore I make known to you that no one speaking by the Spirit of God calls Jesus accursed, and no one can say that Jesus is Lord except by 
the Holy Spirit. 

4 There are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit. 

5 There are differences of ministries, but the same Lord. 

6 And there are diversities of activities, but it is the same God who works all in all. 
7 But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for the profit of all: 

8 for to one is given the 1.word of wisdom    through the Spirit,    to another the word of knowledge    through the same    Spirit, 

9 to 2.another faith    by the same Spirit,             to another gifts of healings    by the same Spirit, 

10 to another the working of miracles, to another prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to 3.another different kinds of tongues, to 
another the interpretation of tongues. 

11 But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to each one individually as He 
wills. 

12 For as the body is one and has many members, but all the members of that one body, being 
many, are one body, so also is Christ. 

13 For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body—whether Jews or 
Greeks, whether slaves or free—and have all been made to drink into one Spirit. 

Just because Give/didōmi, Gifts/charisma, Spirit/pneuma, wisdom/sophia 
knowledge/epignōsis appear in the same verse or range of two or three verses; does not 
necessarily equate to "gifts of the Spirit"

Conclusion to the paragraph

With three distinct prepositional phrases, 
Paul makes it crystal clear that all of these 
gifts have their source and function in the

Acts 3:1–16 (NKJV)
1 Now Peter and John went up together to the temple at the hour of prayer, the ninth hour. 
2 And a certain man lame from his mother’s womb was carried, whom they laid daily at the gate of the temple which 
is called Beautiful, to ask alms from those who entered the temple; 
3 who, seeing Peter and John about to go into the temple, asked for alms. 
4 And fixing his eyes on him, with John, Peter said, “Look at us.” 
5 So he gave them his attention, expecting to receive something from them. 
6 Then Peter said, “Silver and gold I do not have, but what I do have I give you: In the name of Jesus Christ of 
Nazareth, rise up and walk.” 
7 And he took him by the right hand and lifted him up, and immediately his feet and ankle bones received strength. 
8 So he, leaping up, stood and walked and entered the temple with them—walking, leaping, and praising God. 
9 And all the people saw him walking and praising God. 
10 Then they knew that it was he who sat begging alms at the Beautiful Gate of the temple; and they were filled with 
wonder and amazement at what had happened to him. 
11 Now as the lame man who was healed held on to Peter and John, all the people ran together to them in the porch 
which is called Solomon’s, greatly amazed. 

12 So when Peter saw it, he responded to the people: “Men of Israel, 
why do you marvel at this? Or why look so intently at us, as though 
by our own power or godliness we had made this man walk? 
13 The God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, the God of our fathers, glorified His Servant Jesus, whom you delivered up 
and denied in the presence of Pilate, when he was determined to let Him go. 
14 But you denied the Holy One and the Just, and asked for a murderer to be granted to you, 
15 and killed the Prince of life, whom God raised from the dead, of which we are witnesses. 
16 And His name, through faith in His name, has made this man strong, whom you see and know. Yes, the faith which 
comes through Him has given him this perfect soundness in the presence of you all.

1 Corinthians 2:4–14 (NKJV)
4 And my speech and my preaching were not with persuasive words of human wisdom, but in demonstration of the 
Spirit and of power, 

5 that your faith should not be in the wisdom of men but in the power of God. 
6 However, we speak wisdom among those who are mature, yet not the wisdom of this age, nor of the rulers of this 
age, who are coming to nothing. 
7 But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, the hidden wisdom which God ordained before the ages for our 
glory, 
8 which none of the rulers of this age knew; for had they known, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 
9 But as it is written: “Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, Nor have entered into the heart of man The things which God 
has prepared for those who love Him.” 
10 But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God. 

11 For what man knows the things of a man except the spirit of the man which is in him? Even so no one knows 
the things of God except the Spirit of God. 

12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the 
Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that 
have been freely given to us by God. 
13 These things we also speak, not in words which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit teaches, 
comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 
14 But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; nor can he 
know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

Ephesians 4:7–16 (NKJV)
7 But to each one of us grace was given according to the measure of Christ’s gift. 
8 Therefore He says: “When He ascended on high, He led captivity captive, And gave gifts to men.” 
9 (Now this, “He ascended”—what does it mean but that He also first descended into the lower parts of the earth? 
10 He who descended is also the One who ascended far above all the heavens, that He might fill all things.) 

11 And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and 
teachers, 
12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ, 
13 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to 
the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ; 
14 that we should no longer be children, tossed to and fro and carried about with every wind of 
doctrine, by the trickery of men, in the cunning craftiness of deceitful plotting, 
15 but, speaking the truth in love, may grow up in all things into Him who is the head—Christ—
16 from whom the whole body, joined and knit together by what every joint supplies, according to the effective working by which every 
part does its share, causes growth of the body for the edifying of itself in love.

Why did they make this great error?
Answer: because I did not know scripture/
the revealed word

Reading all the religious writing of the 
ages always confuses your 

understanding of God's word, you 
can't mix all the wisdom of man and 
the word of God and not be confused

Ephesians 1:16–18 (NKJV)

Paul is speaking of everything God has given us in Jesus Christ. That is 

always the starting point. The starting point is not our 
circumstances. Paul is not focusing here in the first chapter of 1 
Corinthians on circumstances when he gives thanks in relation to the 

Corinthian church. He is focusing on what 
they have in Christ. Circumstances are 
secondary.

Paul is speaking of positional reality
Because it is the reality of positional truth that underlies everything Paul 
is going to say to the Corinthians. 

That’s why he emphasizes it in this introduction.

The intent of their positional reality
hope

CONTEXT IS ALWAYS THE KEY

These were supernatural giftings

Whatever the gift of wisdom was, it was not 
that which was gained through the 
acquisition of revealed knowledge/ 
sanctification

Wisdom, knowledge & faith;
1. These are the only mention of these gifts
2. They're linked to revelatory gifts

1 Corinthians 13:1–3 (NKJV)

1 Though I speak with the 3.tongues of men 
and of angels, but have not love, I have 
become sounding brass or a clanging cymbal. 
2 And though I have the gift of prophecy, and 
1.understand all mysteries and all knowledge, 

and though I have all 2.faith, so that I could 
remove mountains, but have not love, I am 
nothing. 
3 And though I bestow all my goods to feed 
the poor, and though I give my body to be 
burned, but have not love, it profits me 
nothing.
