What is written is the adhesive that unites believers:

Jude 3–4 (NKJV)
3 Beloved, while I was very diligent to write to you concerning our common salvation, I found it necessary to write to you 

exhorting you to contend earnestly for           the faith           which was once for all delivered to the saints. 

4 For certain men have crept in unnoticed, who long ago were marked out for this condemnation, ungodly men, who turn 
the grace of our God into lewdness and deny the only Lord God and our Lord Jesus Christ.

Paul shifts the focus from detailing justification and the spiritual life; to how 
God deals with Israel:

Romans 9: 
Speaks to the righteousness of God in His rejection of national Israel. 

Romans 10: 
Speaks to that rejection that it is based on Israel’s corporate neglect of the revelation given to 
them. 

Romans 11: 

answers the question, “has God cast away His people?” That's a resounding NO, He still has 

a plan for national, ethnic Israel.

Paul's use of the word sōtēria  in the book of Romans:

Beginning in Romans 9, Paul turns his focus to Israel through showing both; 

1.how God's plan relates to Israel and 

2.how that plan demonstrates God's righteousness. 

The point is that God is righteous in His dealings with Israel, and He eventually will fulfill all His promises to 
Israel as stated in the first part of Romans 9:

Romans 10 (NKJV)

1 Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God for Israel is that they may be saved. 
2 For I bear them witness that they have a zeal for God, but not according to knowledge. 
3 For they being ignorant of God’s righteousness, and seeking to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted to the 
righteousness of God. 
4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who believes. 
5 For Moses writes about the righteousness which is of the law, “The man who does those things shall live by them.” 
6 But the righteousness of faith speaks in this way, “Do not say in your heart, ‘Who will ascend into heaven?’ ” (that is, to 
bring Christ down from above) 
7 or, “ ‘Who will descend into the abyss?’ ” (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead). 
8 But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart” (that is, the word of faith which we preach): 

9 that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from 

the dead, you will be saved. 

10 1.For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and 2.with the mouth confession is made unto 

salvation. 
11 For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame.” 
12 For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek, for the same Lord over all is rich to all who call upon Him. 

13 For “whoever calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.” 

14 How then shall they 2.call on Him in whom they have not 1.believed? And how shall they believe in Him of 
whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher? 
15 And how shall they preach unless they are sent? As it is written: “How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the 
gospel of peace, Who bring glad tidings of good things!” 
16 But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah says, “Lord, who has believed our report?” 
17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 
18 But I say, have they not heard? Yes indeed: “Their sound has gone out to all the earth, And their words to the ends of the 
world.” 
19 But I say, did Israel not know? First Moses says: “I will provoke you to jealousy by those who are not a nation, I will move 
you to anger by a foolish nation.” 
20 But Isaiah is very bold and says: “I was found by those who did not seek Me; I was made manifest to those who did not 
ask for Me.” 
21 But to Israel he says: “All day long I have stretched out My hands To a disobedient and contrary people.”

Why has God withheld His blessings on Israel ?

And what was the cause of God’s Ultimate judgment on Israel ?

25 And I will bring a sword against you that will execute the vengeance of the covenant; when you are gathered together 
within your cities I will send pestilence among you; and you shall be delivered into the hand of the enemy. 
26 When I have cut off your supply of bread, ten women shall bake your bread in one oven, and they shall bring back your 
bread by weight, and you shall eat and not be satisfied. 

27 ‘And after all this, if you do not obey Me, but walk contrary to Me,
28 then I also will walk contrary to you in fury; and I, even I, will chastise you seven times for your sins. 
29 You shall eat the flesh of your sons, and you shall eat the flesh of your daughters. 
30 I will destroy your high places, cut down your incense altars, and cast your carcasses on the lifeless forms of your idols; 
and My soul shall abhor you. 
31 I will lay your cities waste and bring your sanctuaries to desolation, and I will not smell the fragrance of your sweet 
aromas. 

32 I will bring the land to desolation, and your 
enemies who dwell in it shall be astonished at it. 

33 I will scatter you among the nations and draw out a sword after you; your land shall be desolate and your cities waste. 
34 Then the land shall enjoy its sabbaths as long as it lies desolate and you are in your enemies’ land; then the land shall rest 
and enjoy its sabbaths.

Getting saved and going to heaven is not the core meaning of sōtēria

The core meaning of the Greek word SOZO as well as its Hebrew term, yasha, means 

to deliver from a predicament.
Paul does not use the term salvation as a synonym for justification, he's being very 
specific and precise in his communication. 

He uses the term salvation primarily to talk about: 

phase 2 salvation, which is the spiritual life, and 

then deliverance/ phase 3, saved from the presence of sin. 

However in one sense this is the whole complete package of phases 1, 2, and 3 
together. 

You can’t get to phase 2 or phase 3 if you’re not justified but it’s not used as a 
synonym where you can just do a word substitution. 

It’s really talking about the results or consequences of justification; where we now  
(after having been justified) have opportunity to be saved from the power of sin/  
phase 2
