We've been talking about the action of our faith:
1st. of faith toward God at the instant of salvation, as we put our trust in the gospel; we believe 
that Jesus Christ died on the cross as a substitute for us and paid the penalty for our sins. 

2nd. Following salvation there's to be an on-going faith and trust in Christ, and the 

Word of God, and the promises of God, as the basic way in which the Christian grows. 
This is foundational.

Faith is accepting something as true. It is trusting. 

It’s expressing a confidence in that which is true, and that should have its result and 

on-going expression of confidence through desire to understand those truths which are 
yet to be understood. 

When we look at it in terms of on-going truth in the Christian life, it is the 
foundational spiritual skill relating to everything in the Christian life. 
Those skills are developed because we believed, we trusted those spiritual truths; so we took 
them into our soul and acted upon them.

Galatians 5:16 (NKJV)
16 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.
Galatians 5:25 (NKJV)
25 If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.

The Christian way of life is a spiritually empowered way of life. It is a supernatural way of life. 

It is not in any way dependent upon our own efforts or own skills. 

The Christian way of life is not simply a life of morality. 

It is a life of spiritual dependence, it's an on-going trust in the promises of God. 

It is energized by God the Holy Spirit. 

There are many people who can live moral lives, but that’s not the same thing as living a 

Christian life, which is a walk by the Holy Spirit.  

How do we energize that? 

We understand the principles of

 We believe that that is true. 

We are looking at that passage of Scripture and we believe that it is true with the result that we 
confess our sin believing that this is the reality that God immediately forgives us and cleanses 
us.

Processing the deep riches of God's knowledge and promises:

How we receive God's word:

Although it's impossible for the natural man to understand the depths of God's riches, yet for 
the spiritual man…….

Isn't it our goal to be cleansed through the washing of water by the word

In a Christian family where you have children from one years old to 18, parents, and 
grandparents; everyone's at a different level of understanding and knowledge.

The grandparents parents and the parents are at a far greater level of knowledge than the 
children.

The 18 year old is at a different level of knowledge than the 12-year-old, and the 12 than 
the 6 year old, and the 6 than the 3 year old, and the 3 than the 1 year old.

And although the parents and the grandparents speak to each child, to their level of 
comprehension; they also [while the younger generation listens on], talk with each other at a 
higher level of knowledge, knowing that each child is picking up valuable bits of 
information that's going to shape their character over time.

 
Additionally: 
The level of Biblical knowledge will differ dramatically by way of occupation.

To illustrate this:
If you are a professional commercial construction contractor, your level of knowledge 
will far exceed the Weekend Handyman, who's occupation is a chef (even though he 
may be very committed).

The professional chef who can do quite well framing in a door in his house, may have a 
level of comprehension in his conversation with a contractor; but it's naturally going to 
be limited, because he works like a dog as a chef, and he just doesn't have time to be 
educated in the other field. And he knows he may not have the aptitude anyway. So he 
willingly receives his friends advice to make improvements on his home.

Then on the other hand some may have areas of Biblical knowledge where you may not.
