So why does Paul make it a strong point for the Jews to declare Jesus is lord, and calling upon the Lord ?

It’s the action in Scripture throughout the Old, New Testament, it’s what believers do in order to be delivered 
from their present circumstances of adversity;  calling on God to come and rescue them from whatever dire 
straits they’re in. 

Daniel and Nehemiah confess for the nation of Israel:

Matthew 23:37–39 (NKJV)
37 “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the one who kills the prophets and stones those who are sent to 
her! How often I wanted to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her chicks under her 
wings, but you were not willing! 

38 See! Your house is left to you desolate; 

39 for I say to you, you shall see Me no more till you say, 
‘Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord!’ ”

Leviticus 26:40–42 (NKJV)

40 ‘But if they confess their iniquity and the iniquity of their fathers, with their

The question is how are these words used by the author in the context of his writing? In this 
manner we get the intended meaning out of the passage, and not by reading into it !!!
