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This setting in Daniel informs us of God's plan and purpose for the nation 
Israel, in human history.   

Daniel’s 70 Weeks

Once again in the book of Daniel the main focus is corporate Israel:

Daniel 9:20–27 (NKJV)

20 Now while I was speaking, praying, and confessing my sin and the sin of my people Israel, 
and presenting my supplication before the Lord my God for the holy mountain of my God, 

21 yes, while I was speaking in prayer, the man Gabriel, whom I had seen in the vision at the beginning, being caused to 
fly swiftly, reached me about the time of the evening offering. 

22 And he informed me, and talked with me, and said, “O Daniel, I have now come forth to give you skill to 
understand. 
23 At the beginning of your supplications the command went out, and I have come to tell you, for you are greatly beloved; 

therefore consider the matter, and understand the vision: 

God’s six purposes for the nation Israel;

24 “Seventy weeks are determined For your people and for your holy city, 

1.To finish the transgression, 2.To make an end of sins, 3.To make reconciliation for iniquity, 4.To bring in everlasting 

righteousness, 5.To seal up vision and prophecy, and 6.To anoint the Most Holy place. 

Daniel is very clear about which decree he’s referring to:

Daniel 9:25–27 (NASB95)

25 “So you are to know and discern that from 1.the issuing of a decree to restore and rebuild 
Jerusalem Until 2.Messiah the Prince, 

There shall be seven weeks and sixty-two weeks; it will be built again, 

with plaza and moat, even in times of distress. 

26 “Then after the sixty-two weeks the Messiah shall be cut off and have nothing, and the people of the 
prince who is to come will destroy the city and the sanctuary. 

And its end will come with a flood; even to the end there will be war; desolations are determined. 

27 “And he will make a firm covenant with the many for one week, but in the middle of the week 

he will put a stop to sacrifice and grain offering; and on the wing of abomination will come one who 

makes desolate, even until a complete destruction, one that is decreed, is poured out on the one who makes 
desolate.”

We saw that Nehemiah fulfilled the decree, in 7 weeks of years which = 
49 years:

Then we looked at the Biblical context for understanding Daniels use of 
the term week

Paul having turned his focus to corporate Israel in chapter 9 of Romans with 
his opening comments starting in:
Romans 9:1–5 (NKJV)
1 I tell the truth in Christ, I am not lying, my conscience also bearing me witness in the Holy Spirit, 
2 that I have great sorrow and continual grief in my heart. 
3 For I could wish that I myself were accursed from Christ for my brethren, my countrymen according to the flesh, 
4 who are Israelites, to whom pertain the adoption, the glory, the covenants, the giving of the law, the service of God, and the 
promises; 
5 of whom are the fathers and from whom, according to the flesh, Christ came, who is over all, the eternally blessed God. Amen.

He’s leading us to God’s ultimate conclusion for corporate Israel in 
Rom. 11:25-33……

Corporate Israel and corporate Gentiles:
Paul is treating Israel and the Gentiles as 2 corporate entities in this chapter

Romans 11:1–24 (NKJV)
1 I say then, has God cast away His people? Certainly not! For I also am an Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, of the tribe of 
Benjamin. 
2 God has not cast away His people whom He foreknew. Or do you not know what the Scripture says of Elijah, how he 
pleads with God against Israel, saying, 
3 “Lord, they have killed Your prophets and torn down Your altars, and I alone am left, and they seek my life”? 
4 But what does the divine response say to him? “I have reserved for Myself seven thousand men who have not bowed the 
knee to Baal.” 

5 Even so then, at this present time there is a remnant according to the election of grace. 
6 And if by grace, then it is no longer of works; otherwise grace is no longer grace. 

But if it is of works, it is no longer grace; otherwise work is no longer work. 

7 What then? Israel has not obtained what it seeks; but the elect have obtained it, and the rest were blinded. 

8 Just as it is written: “God has given them a spirit of stupor, Eyes that they should not see 
And ears that they should not hear, To this very day.” 
9 And David says: “Let their table become a snare and a trap, A stumbling block and a recompense to them. 
10 Let their eyes be darkened, so that they do not see, And bow down their back always.” 

11 I say then, have they?
 stumbled that they should fall? Certainly not! But through their fall, 

to provoke them to jealousy, salvation has come to the Gentiles. 

12 Now if their fall is RICHES for the world, and their failure RICHES for the Gentiles, how much more their              ! 

13 For I speak to you Gentiles; inasmuch as I am an apostle to the Gentiles, I 

magnify my ministry, 

14 if by any means I may provoke to jealousy those who are my flesh and save some of them. 

15 For if their being cast away is the reconciling of the world, what will their acceptance be but life from the dead? 

16 For if the firstfruit is holy, the lump is also holy; and if the root is holy, so are the branches. 

17 And if some of the branches were broken off, and you, being a wild olive tree, were grafted in among them, and with 

them became a partaker of the root and fatness of the olive tree, 

18 do not boast against the branches. But if you do boast, remember that you do not support the root, but the root supports 
you. 
19 You will say then, “Branches were broken off that I might be grafted in.” 

20 Well said. Because of unbelief they were broken off, and you stand by faith. Do not be haughty, but 
fear. 
21 For if God did not spare the natural branches, He may not spare you either. 
22 Therefore consider the goodness and severity of God: on those who fell, severity; but toward you, goodness, if you 
continue in His goodness. Otherwise you also will be cut off. 
23 And they also, if they do not continue in unbelief, will be grafted in, for God is able to graft them in again. 

24 For if you were cut out of the olive tree which is wild by nature, and were grafted contrary to nature into a cultivated olive 
tree, how much more will these, who are natural branches, be grafted into their own olive tree?

Romans 11:25–27 (NASB95)
25 For I do not want you, brethren, to be uninformed of this mystery—

so that you will not be wise in your own estimation—

that a partial hardening has happened to Israel until the        fullness       of the Gentiles has come in; 

26 and so all Israel will be saved; 

just as it is written, “The Deliverer will come from Zion, He will remove 
ungodliness from Jacob.” 

27 “This is My covenant with them, When I take away their sins.”

God's plan is that since corporate Israel has rejected 
His plan for them, to put them in a place of blessing

He’s going to use the Gentiles whom they despise,

this is going to ultimately make them so jealous that 
corporate Israel will ultimately return back to God. 

However that’s going to be through a path of Great 
difficulty

It’s the mountain that is sometimes referred to as Mount Zion, it is the temple mount. 

The temple mount is the location in Jerusalem where Solomon's temple was built.  

When Solomon's temple was destroyed in 586 BC it was the site where Zerubbabel rebuilt the temple in 516 BC.  

And we know exactly where that is, it's still located in Jerusalem and it is now controlled by the Arabs and it is the site 
of the Dome of the Rock and the Al-Aqsa mosque.

His purposes are by design contained within the Seventy Week period revealed in the following verse

We haven't seen them yet, Israel has not turned to God as their leader, or to the Lord Jesus 
Christ as their king and ruler of the kingdom, they have not ended personal sins nationally, 
they have not accepted the atonement for their iniquity.  

That does not happen until the Second Coming, so none of the six purposes have been 
fulfilled.

Gabriel’s revelation to Daniel was given to be 
considered and understood; therefore it is 
knowable, it is understandable

Mountain tops

There are 4 temples in history; 
1st. Solomon's temple, 
2nd. Zerubbabel's temple which was 
the temple they rebuilt after they 
returned from Babylon, 
3rd. Tribulation temple, it is an apostate 
temple, it is not a divinely authorized 
temple but it is one that has to be built 
during the Tribulation period. 
4th. Millennial temple.

It is the people of the prince who is to come, "the prince who is to come is a reference to the 
antichrist; it is his people who destroy the city and the sanctuary.  

Since the city and the sanctuary were destroyed in 70 AD by the Romans under Titus we know that the prince who 
is to come, has his ethnic origin in the people that made up the old Roman Empire. 

 Therefore the antichrist is not an Arab, or Islamic, he's not going to be Asian, he's not going to be African; he doesn't come 

from any of those backgrounds; he will be western European.

In the parallelism of the imagery of the lump and the olive tree, Paul is saying that the root and the 
firstfruit is the Abrahamic covenant. 

It's the Abrahamic covenant that establishes God's plan for blessings through Israel. 

The patriarchs and their descendants were set apart to God as a chosen nation, and that it was through them that 
the blessings of God, would be channeled to all mankind. 

So what happens in Divine judgment is that because of Israel's negative volition, some of the branches, the natural, ethnic 
descendants of Israel are broken off; in other words, they're removed from that special place of being a blessing to the world.

Another example of the Corporate Gentile Church being removed for God to 
complete His work for the nation Israel to be a blessing to the rest of the world

What is Paul talking about?
He's talking about what's going to happen to this 
entity/ corporate Israel, who because of their 
negative volition has been removed from being 
the primary source of blessing to the world. 

He's not talking about how they're going to get to 
heaven. 

But about corporate Israel's role within God's 

plan as the means of blessing to the 
world.
