Isaiah 65:1–25 (NKJV)
1 “I was sought by those who did not ask for Me; I was found by those who did not seek Me. I said, ‘Here I am, here I am,’ To a nation that was not 
called by My name. 

2 I have stretched out My hands all day long to a rebellious people, Who walk in a way that is not good, 
According to their own thoughts; 

3 A people who provoke Me to anger continually to My face; Who sacrifice in gardens, And burn incense on altars of brick; 

4 Who sit among the graves, And spend the night in the tombs; Who eat swine’s flesh, And the broth of abominable things is in their 
vessels; 

5 Who say, ‘Keep to yourself, Do not come near me, For I am holier than you!’ These are smoke in My nostrils, A fire that burns all the day. 
6 “Behold, it is written before Me: I will not keep silence, but will repay— Even repay into their bosom— 
7 Your iniquities and the iniquities of your fathers together,” Says the Lord, “Who have burned incense on the mountains And blasphemed Me on 
the hills; Therefore I will measure their former work into their bosom.” 
8 Thus says the Lord: “As the new wine is found in the cluster, And one says, ‘Do not destroy it, For a blessing is in it,’ So will I do for My servants’ 
sake, That I may not destroy them all. 
9 I will bring forth descendants from Jacob, And from Judah an heir of My mountains; My elect shall inherit it, And My servants shall dwell there. 
10 Sharon shall be a fold of flocks, And the Valley of Achor a place for herds to lie down, For My people who have sought Me. 

11 “But you are those who forsake the Lord, Who forget My holy mountain, Who prepare a table for Gad, And 
who furnish a drink offering for Meni. 
12 Therefore I will number you for the sword, And you shall all bow down to the slaughter; Because, when I called, you did not answer; When I 
spoke, you did not hear, But did evil before My eyes, And chose that in which I do not delight.” 

The new covenant begins with the millennial reign of Christ:

13 Therefore thus says the Lord God: “Behold, My servants shall eat, But you shall be hungry; Behold, My 

servants shall drink, But you shall be thirsty; Behold, My servants shall rejoice, But you shall be ashamed; 

14 Behold, My servants shall sing for joy of heart, But you shall cry for sorrow of heart, And wail for grief of spirit. 
15 You shall leave your name as a curse to My chosen; 

Israel will be given a different character:

For the Lord God will slay you, And call His servants by another name; 

16 So that he who blesses himself in the earth Shall bless himself in the God of truth; And he who 

swears in the earth Shall swear by the God of truth; Because the former troubles are 
forgotten, And because they are hidden from My eyes. 

17 “For behold, I create new heavens and a new earth; 

And the former shall not be remembered or come to mind. 

The people of this new heavens and the earth are physically temple:

18 But be glad and rejoice forever in what I create; For behold, I create Jerusalem as a rejoicing, And her people a joy. 

19 I will rejoice in Jerusalem, And joy in My people; The voice of weeping shall no longer be heard in her, Nor the voice of crying. 

20 “No more shall an infant from there live but a few days, Nor an old man who has not fulfilled his days; For the child shall die one 

hundred years old, But the sinner being one hundred years old shall be accursed. 

21 They shall build houses and inhabit them; They shall plant vineyards and eat their fruit. 

22 They shall not build and another inhabit; They shall not plant and another eat; For as the days of a tree, so shall be the days of 
My people, And My elect shall long enjoy the work of their hands. 

23 They shall not labor in vain, Nor bring forth children for trouble; 

For they shall be the descendants of the blessed of the Lord, And their offspring with them. 

24 “It shall come to pass That before they call, I will answer; And while they are still speaking, I will hear. 

25 The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, The lion shall eat straw like the ox, And dust shall be the serpent’s food. 
They shall not hurt nor destroy in all My holy mountain,” Says the Lord.

New heavens and new earth, eternal:

Complete destruction of the present heavens and earth:

Psalm 102:25–26 (NKJV)
25 Of old You laid the foundation of the earth, And the heavens are the work of Your hands. 
26 They will perish, but You will endure; Yes, they will all grow old like a garment; Like a 
cloak You will change them, And they will be changed.

Isaiah 34:4 (NKJV)
4 All the host of heaven shall be dissolved, And the heavens shall be rolled up like a scroll; All their host shall 
fall down As the leaf falls from the vine, And as fruit falling from a fig tree.

Isaiah 51:6 (NKJV)
6 Lift up your eyes to the heavens, And look on the earth beneath. For the heavens will vanish away like smoke, The earth will 

grow old like a garment, And those who dwell in it will die in like manner; but My salvation will be forever, And My 
righteousness will not be abolished.

Matthew 24:35 (NKJV)

35 Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will by no means pass away.

2 Peter 3:7–13 (NKJV)

7 But the heavens and the earth which are now preserved by the same word, are reserved for fire until the day 
of judgment and perdition of ungodly men. 

8 But, beloved, do not forget this one thing, that with the Lord one day is as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one 
day. 
9 The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any 
should perish but that all should come to repentance. 

10 But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens will pass away with a great 

noise, and the elements will melt with fervent heat; both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up. 

11 Therefore, since all these things will be dissolved, what manner of persons ought you to be in holy conduct and godliness, 

12 looking for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because of which the heavens will be dissolved, being on 
fire, and the elements will melt with fervent heat? 

13 Nevertheless we, according to His promise, 
look for new heavens and a new earth in which 

righteousness dwells.

Revelation 21:1–2 (NKJV)

1 Now I saw a new heavens and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first 

earth had passed away. Also there was no more sea. 

2 Then I, John, saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her 
husband.

Other passages that relate to New heavens and new earth, temporal:

Romans 8:19–21 (NKJV)
19 For the earnest expectation of the creation eagerly waits for the revealing of the sons of God. 
20 For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of Him who subjected it in hope; 

21 because the creation itself also will be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious 
liberty of the children of God.

Isaiah sees the mountain peaks, but we have the vantage point of the 
valleys also:

Isaiah 11:1–10 (NKJV)
1 There shall come forth a Rod from the stem of Jesse, And a Branch shall grow out of his roots. 
2 The Spirit of the Lord shall rest upon Him, The Spirit of wisdom and understanding, The Spirit of counsel and might, The 
Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord. 
3 His delight is in the fear of the Lord, And He shall not judge by the sight of His eyes, Nor decide by the hearing of His ears; 
4 But with righteousness He shall judge the poor, And decide with equity for the meek of the earth; He shall strike the earth 
with the rod of His mouth, And with the breath of His lips He shall slay the wicked. 

Elements of Isiah’s 56th chapter New you Heavens and New Earth:
5 Righteousness shall be the belt of His loins, And faithfulness the belt of His waist. 
6 “The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, The leopard shall lie down with the young goat, The calf and the young lion and 
the fatling together; And a little child shall lead them. 
7 The cow and the bear shall graze; Their young ones shall lie down together; And the lion shall eat straw like the ox. 
8 The nursing child shall play by the cobra’s hole, And the weaned child shall put his hand in the viper’s den. 
9 They shall not hurt nor destroy in all My holy mountain, For the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the Lord As the 
waters cover the sea. 

10 “And in that day there shall be a Root of Jesse, Who shall stand as a banner to the people; For 
the Gentiles shall seek Him, And His resting place shall be glorious.”

Acts 3:20–26 (NKJV)

20 and that He may send Jesus Christ, who was preached to you before, 

21 whom heaven must receive until the times of restoration of all things, which God 
has spoken by the mouth of all His holy prophets since the world began. 
22 For Moses truly said to the fathers, ‘The Lord your God will raise up for you a Prophet like me from your brethren. Him 
you shall hear in all things, whatever He says to you. 
23 And it shall be that every soul who will not hear that Prophet shall be utterly destroyed from among the people.’ 

24 Yes, and all the prophets, from Samuel and those who follow, as many as have spoken, have also foretold these days. 

25 You are sons of the prophets, and of the covenant which God made with our fathers, saying to Abraham, 
‘And in your seed all the families of the earth shall be blessed.’ 
26 To you first, God, having raised up His Servant Jesus, sent Him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from your 
iniquities.”

Matthew 19:28–30 (NKJV)

28 So Jesus said to them, “Assuredly I say to you, that in the regeneration, when the Son of 
Man sits on the throne of His glory, you who have followed Me will also sit on twelve thrones, 
judging the twelve tribes of Israel. 

29 And everyone who has left houses or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or children or lands, for My name’s 

sake, shall receive a hundredfold, and inherit eternal life. 
30 But many who are first will be last, and the last first.
