God deals with sin on two 
levels

Inheritance 

Ministering the word of God:

1 Corinthians 3:1–4:5 (NKJV)

1 And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual people but as to carnal, as to babes in Christ. 
2 I fed you with milk and not with solid food; for until now you were not able to receive it, and even now you are still not able; 
3 for you are still carnal. For where there are envy, strife, and divisions among you, are you not carnal and behaving like mere 
men? 
4 For when one says, “I am of Paul,” and another, “I am of Apollos,” are you not carnal?

5 Who then is Paul, and who is Apollos, but ministers through whom you believed, as the Lord gave 

to each one? 

6 I planted, Apollos watered, but God gave the increase. 

7 So then neither he who plants is anything, nor he who waters, but God who gives the increase. 

8 Now he who plants and he who waters are one, and each one will receive his own reward according to his 
own labor. 

9 For we are God’s fellow workers; you are God’s field, you are God’s building. 

10 According to the grace of God which was given to me, as a wise master builder 1.I have laid the foundation, and 2.another 
builds on it. But let 3.each one take heed how he builds on it. 
11 For no other foundation can anyone lay than that which is laid, which is Jesus Christ. 
12 Now if anyone builds on this foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw, 

13 each one’s work will become clear; for the Day will declare it, because it will be revealed by fire; and the fire will 

test each one’s work, of what sort it is. 

14 If anyone’s work which he has built on it endures, he will receive a reward. 

15 If anyone’s work is burned, he will suffer loss; but he himself will be saved, yet so as through fire. 

16 Do you not know you carnally minded believers that you are the temple of God  

and that the Spirit of God dwells in you?

17 If anyone defiles the temple of God, God will destroy him. For the temple of God is holy, which temple you are. 

18 Let no one deceive himself. If anyone among you seems to be wise in this age, let him become a fool that he may become 
wise. 

19 For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. For it is written, “He catches the wise in their own craftiness”; 
20 and again, “The Lord knows the thoughts of the wise, that they are futile.” 

21 Therefore let no one boast in men. For all things are yours: 
22 whether Paul or Apollos or Cephas, or the world or life or death, or things present or things to come—all are yours. 
23 And you are Christ’s, and Christ is God’s. 

1 Corinthians 4:1–5 (NKJV)

1 Let a man so consider us, as servants of Christ and stewards of the mysteries of God. 

2 Moreover it is required in stewards that one be found faithful. 
3 But with me it is a very small thing that I should be judged by you or by a human court. In fact, I do not even judge myself. 
4 For I know of nothing against myself, yet I am not justified by this; but He who judges me is the Lord. 

5 Therefore judge nothing before the time, until the Lord comes, who will both bring to light the hidden things of darkness 

and reveal the councils of the hearts. Then each one’s praise will come from God.

Titus 3:4–8 (NKJV)
4 But when the kindness and the love of God our Savior toward man appeared, 

                         works of righteousness which we have done,                   according to His mercy He saved us, 

through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit, 
6 whom He poured out on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Savior, 

7 that having been justified by His grace we 

should become heirs according to the hope of eternal life. 

8 This is a faithful saying, and these things I want you to affirm constantly, that those who have believed in God 

should be careful to maintain good works. These things are good and profitable to men.

The prodigal son practiced unrighteousness, he wasted away his 
inheritance.
But to the son who was faithful the father said “all that I have is yours”

How does God teach us to deal with sin after a person is saved/ justified ?

The church is corrected for practicing sin:

Galatians 5:16–26 (NKJV)

16 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh. 

17 For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, so that you do not do the things that 
you wish. 
18 But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law. 

19 Now the works of the flesh are evident, which are: adultery, fornication, uncleanness, 
lewdness, 
20 idolatry, sorcery, hatred, contentions, jealousies, outbursts of wrath, selfish ambitions, dissensions, heresies, 

21 envy, murders, drunkenness, revelries, and the like; 

of which I tell you beforehand, just as I also told you in time past, that those who 
practice such things will not inherit the kingdom of God. 

Jesus Christ evaluates the seven churches in Asia; to encourage them to 
overcome sin for eternal inheritance:

7 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To him who overcomes I will give to 
eat from the tree of life, which is in the midst of the Paradise of God.” ’

Smyrna 
Revelation 2:11 (NKJV)

11 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. He who overcomes shall not be hurt 
by the second death.” ’

Pergamos 
Revelation 2:17 (NKJV)

17 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To him who overcomes I will give 
some of the hidden manna to eat. And I will give him a white stone, and on the stone a new 
name written which no one knows except him who receives it.” ’

Thyatira 
Revelation 2:26–29 (NKJV)

26 And he who overcomes, and keeps My works until the end, to him I will give power over the nations— 
27 ‘He shall rule them with a rod of iron; They shall be dashed to pieces like the potter’s 
vessels’— as I also have received from My Father; 
28 and I will give him the morning star. 
29 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.” ’

Paul's correction thus far was toward their childish squabbling over who 
had the superior teacher.

And it's in this context that Paul teaches they are in 
danger of losing their inheritance at the judgment seat 
of Christ; because they're building with wood hay and 
straw

God's intent is that every child of God receive inheritance, 
but your portion of that inheritance can be lost.

Good works are something that can only be produced 
buy a child of God in fellowship with the Holy Spirit

The unfaithful son did not cease to be in the family, 
but he did waste away his inheritance.

For the unsaved/ the unjustified Jesus Christ 
removed the problem of sin on the cross; for 
them, sin is no longer the issue!!! The issue 
is do you believe in Jesus:

After a person is justified, the problem of 
sin is dealt with through 
Ephesians 5:18 (NKJV)
18 …… be filled with the Spirit,
and
Colossians 3:16 (NKJV)
16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom, 
teaching and admonishing one another………

Justification is a completed work in 
and of itself by Jesus Christ alone 
without any assistance from man

from God's teachings.

How does God teach us to deal with 

sin after a person is saved ?

Witchcraft, idolatry, sexual immorality

Witchcraft, idolatry, sexual immorality, adultery, tolerating heresy

After the cross, sin is no longer the issue 
related to eternal condemnation.

That includes both for the unbeliever, and the 
believer

For the unbeliever belief in Jesus is the issue.

For the believer eternal condemnation is no 
longer an issue, but positive volition towards 
the Spirit of God and in the word of God for 
eternal inheritance is the issue !!!!
