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The Lamb of God, the Righteous Judge:

Outlining REVELATION 
chronologically

The Lamb of God is the one who is qualified to open the seal, which 

will begin the end time judgments that will culminate in the final 

judgment of sin and evil, and the final resolution of all injustice.

Revelation 5:1–7 (NKJV)

1 And I saw in the right hand of Him who sat on the throne a scroll written inside and on the back, sealed with seven 

seals. 

2 Then I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, “Who is worthy to open the scroll and to loose its seals?” 

3 And no one in heaven or on the earth or under the earth was able to open the scroll, or to look at it. 

4 So I wept much, because no one was found worthy to open and read the scroll, or to look at it. 

5 But one of the elders said to me, “Do not weep. Behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the 
Root of David, has prevailed to open the scroll and to loose its seven seals.” 

6 And I looked, and behold, in the midst of the throne and of the four living creatures, and in the midst of the elders, stood a 

Lamb as though it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent out into all 
the earth. 

7 Then He came and took the scroll out of the right hand of Him who sat on the throne.

Jesus Christ, the Lamb of God, the Righteous Judge:

Revelation 1 (NKJV)

1 The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave Him to show His servants—things which must shortly take 
place. And He sent and signified it by His angel to His servant John, 
2 who bore witness to the word of God, and to the testimony of Jesus Christ, to all things that he saw. 

3 1.Blessed is he who reads and 2.those who hear the words of this prophecy, and 3.keep those things which are written in it; 
for the time is near. 

4 John, to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace to you and peace from Him who is and who was and who is to come, 
and from the seven Spirits who are before His throne, 

5 and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the dead, and the ruler over the kings of the earth. To Him 

who loved us and washed us from our sins in His own blood, 

6 and has made us kings and priests to His God and Father,To Him be glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen. 

7 Behold, He is coming with clouds, and every eye will see Him, even they who pierced Him. And all the tribes of the earth 
will mourn because of Him. Even so, Amen. 
8 “I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End,” says the Lord, “who is and who was and who is to come, the 
Almighty.” 
9 I, John, both your brother and companion in the tribulation and kingdom and patience of Jesus Christ, was on the island 
that is called Patmos for the word of God and for the testimony of Jesus Christ. 
10 I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s Day, and I heard behind me a loud voice, as of a trumpet, 
11 saying, “I am the Alpha and the Omega, the First and the Last,” and, “What you see, write in a book and send it to the 
seven churches which are in Asia: to Ephesus, to Smyrna, to Pergamos, to Thyatira, to Sardis, to Philadelphia, and to 
Laodicea.” 

12 Then I turned to see the voice that spoke with me. And having turned I saw seven golden lampstands, 

13 and in the midst of the seven lampstands One like the Son of Man, 

clothed with a garment down to the feet and girded about the chest with a golden band. 
14 His head and hair were white like wool, as white as snow, and His eyes like a flame of fire; 
15 His feet were like fine brass, as if refined in a furnace, and His voice as the sound of many waters; 

16 He had in His right hand seven stars, out of His mouth went a sharp two-edged sword, and His countenance 
was like the sun shining in its strength. 
17 And when I saw Him, I fell at His feet as dead. But He laid His right hand on me, saying to me, “Do not be afraid; I am the 
First and the Last. 

18 I am He who lives, and was dead, and behold, I am alive forevermore. Amen. And I have the keys of Hades and of Death. 

19 1.Write the things which you have seen, and 
2.the things which are, and 
3.the things which will take place after this. 

20 The mystery of the seven stars which you saw in My right hand, and the seven golden lampstands: The seven stars are the 
angels of the seven churches, and the seven lampstands which you saw are the seven churches.

There is a thread running through chapters 6 to 19 in the Tribulation, 
picturing an altar and under it thousands were killed for the sake of 
Christ :

Thousands upon thousands of believers are murdered during the great 
tribulation, and the question is:

Revelation 6:9–11 (NASB95)

9 When the Lamb broke the fifth seal, I saw underneath the altar the souls of those who had been slain 1.because of 

the word of God, and 2.because of the testimony which they had maintained; 

10 and they cried out with a loud voice, saying, “How long, O Lord, holy and true, will You refrain from judging and 
avenging our blood on those who dwell on the earth?” 

11 And there was given to each of them a white robe; and they were told that they should rest for a little while longer, 
until the number of their fellow servants and their brethren who were to be killed even as they had been, would be 
completed also.

Revelation 15:3–4 (NKJV)
3 They sing the song of Moses, the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying: “Great and marvelous are Your works, 

Lord God Almighty! Just and true are Your ways, O King of the saints! 

4 Who shall not fear You, O Lord, and glorify Your name? For You alone are holy. For all nations shall come and worship 

before You, For Your judgments have been manifested.”

The thread continues into chapter 16:
Revelation 16:5–7 (NKJV)
5 And I heard the angel of the waters saying: “You are righteous, O Lord, The One who is and who was and who is to be, 
Because You have judged these things. 
6 For they have shed the blood of saints and prophets, And You have given them blood to drink. For it is their just due.” 

7 And I heard another from the altar saying, “Even so, Lord God Almighty, true and 
righteous are Your judgments.”

Revelation 4:1-11 (NKJV)

1 After these things I looked, and behold, a door standing open  in heaven. 

And the first voice which I heard was like a 
trumpet speaking with me, saying, “Come up here, 
and I will show you things which must take place 
after this.”

2 Immediately I was in the Spirit; and behold, a throne set in heaven, and One sat on the throne. 
3 And He who sat there was like a jasper and a sardius stone in appearance; and there was a rainbow around the throne, in 
appearance like an emerald. 
4 Around the throne were twenty-four thrones, and on the thrones I saw twenty-four elders sitting, clothed in white robes; 
and they had crowns of gold on their heads. 

5 And from the throne proceeded lightnings, thunderings, and voices. 
Seven lamps of fire were burning before the throne, which are the seven Spirits of God. 
6 Before the throne there was a sea of glass, like crystal. And in the midst of the throne, 
and around the throne, were four living creatures full of eyes in front and in back. 
7 The first living creature was like a lion, the second living creature like a calf, the third 
living creature had a face like a man, and the fourth living creature was like a flying eagle. 
8 The four living creatures, each having six wings, were full of eyes around and within. 
And they do not rest day or night, saying: “Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, 
Who was and is and is to come!” 
9 Whenever the living creatures give glory and honor and thanks to Him who sits on the 
throne, who lives forever and ever, 
10 the twenty-four elders fall down before Him who sits on the throne and worship Him who lives forever and ever, and cast 
their crowns before the throne, saying: 
11 “You are worthy, O Lord, To receive glory and honor and power; For You created all things, And by Your will they exist and 
were created.”

Ephesians 5:18 (NKJV)
18 …… but be filled with the Spirit,

Colossians 3:16 (NKJV)
16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom, teaching and admonishing one 
another…….

When Jesus appears to John on the isle of Patmos He appears as one who is coming to judge!

When will justice be executed ?

This is after the seventh seal judgment has 
been poured out, and the seventh seal 
includes the seven trumpet judgments. 

Six of the seven trumpet judgments have 
been enacted, and the angels are saying 
that this is righteous and true.

Here, we can see justice is being executed; it is in these final 
judgments in history that evil is judged. 

Contrary to all other systems of thought, all other philosophies, it is only within 
biblical Christianity that sin and evil and injustice is ultimately dealt with, 

judged, restricted and its impact removed from creation.

In other words, they deserve it; this is the answer to the prayer of the tribulation martyrs from chapter 6

We are given John's vision of the glorified Christ as the priest-judge who will judge 
human history, and will come to rule and to reign in His kingdom immediately 
following the great tribulation.

Jesus gives John His evaluation of the seven churches in Asia, motivating all churches 
believers with eternal rewards, inheritances and blessings to overcome practiced sin.

The church age ends with the Rapture of the church, which is not specifically 
mentioned but is indicated in 4:1 and following, where John hears a loud voice from 
heaven saying, "Come up here." 

The future eschatological events in 3 parts:

1st: is the Tribulation when God pours out His judgment on rebellious mankind, 
rebellious demons and angels. 

2nd: the Millennial kingdom is described in Revelation chapter 20 as the time when 
the Lord Jesus Christ rules and reigns from Jerusalem as the Davidic King. 

As Jesus Christ rules on His Davidic throne as promised by God in His covenant to 
David, it is a time of unprecedented peace and prosperity on the planet. 
At the end of the Millennial kingdom Satan will be released to lead those who still reject the grace of God in a 
final revolt called the Gog and Magog revolt, and they are destroyed by God with fire from heaven. 
At this time there is the great white throne judgment, the present heavens and earth are destroyed, 

3rd: we enter into the eternal state immediately following God’s creation of the 
new heavens and new earth, Revelation 21 & 22.

The Royal Psalm, God's covenant with David
Psalm 89:32–37 (NKJV)
32 Then I will punish their transgression with the rod, And their iniquity with stripes. 
33 Nevertheless My lovingkindness I will not utterly take from him, Nor allow My 
faithfulness to fail. 
34 My covenant I will not break, Nor alter the word that has gone out of My lips. 

35 Once I have sworn by My holiness; I will not lie to David: 
36 His seed shall endure forever, And his throne as the sun before Me; 
37 It shall be established forever like the moon, Even like the faithful witness in the 
sky.”

From the very outset of the revelation of future things there is clear indication the rapture has 
already occurred:

perfect — The verb tense used by the writer to describe a completed 
verbal action that occurred in the past but which produced a state of 
being or a result that exists in the present (in relation to the writer). 
The emphasis of the perfect is not the past action so much as it is as 
such but the present “state of affairs” resulting from the past 
action.
