Revelation:

3 parts to “things which shall take place after these things”:

Three sets of judgments in the tribulation:

Daniel's 70th week:

Versus 26 and 27 presuppose three things about the Antichrist. 
1. that he will be a Roman prince; he will come out of the old Roman empire. 
2. it presupposes the existence of a Jewish nation. 
3. there will be a Jewish temple.  

After the Rapture God will resume His dealing with Israel for this 70th week; the last seven-year period, 
the tribulation. 

The abomination of desolation appears halfway through the 
tribulation:

There will be 2 stages of the abomination of desolation. 
1st.  is the presence of the Antichrist himself in the temple, in the holy of holies, and 
2nd. he will replace his own presence with an idol or image that remains there throughout the rest 

of the Tribulation period.

The 70 weeks complete, with a complete destruction and judgment 
on the anti-Christ and his kingdom:

We are given John's vision of the glorified Christ as the priest-judge who will judge 
human history, and will come to rule and to reign in His kingdom immediately 
following the great tribulation.

Jesus gives John His evaluation of the seven churches in Asia, motivating all church age 
believers with eternal rewards, inheritances and blessings to overcome practiced sin.

The church age ends with the Rapture of the church, which is not specifically 
mentioned but is indicated in 4:1 and following, where John hears a loud voice from 
heaven saying, "Come up here." 

The future eschatological events in 3 parts:

1st: is the Tribulation when God pours out His judgment on rebellious mankind, 
rebellious demons and angels, in Revelation chapter 4-19. 

2nd: the Millennial kingdom is described in Revelation chapter 20 as the time when 
the Lord Jesus Christ rules and reigns from Jerusalem as the Davidic King. 

As Jesus Christ rules on His Davidic throne as promised by God in His covenant to 
David, it is a time of unprecedented peace and prosperity on the planet. 
At the end of the Millennial kingdom Satan will be released to lead those who still reject the grace of God in a 
final revolt called the Gog and Magog revolt, and they are destroyed by God with fire from heaven. 
At this time there is the great white throne judgment, the present heavens and earth are destroyed, 

3rd: we enter into the eternal state immediately following God’s creation of the 
new heavens and new earth, Revelation 21 & 22.

The Royal Psalm, God's covenant with David
Psalm 89:32–37 (NKJV)
32 Then I will punish their transgression with the rod, And their iniquity with stripes. 
33 Nevertheless My lovingkindness I will not utterly take from him, Nor allow My 
faithfulness to fail.

The Romans destroyed the temple in 70 A.D.

It doesn't have to be there before the 
Rapture, but it has to be there at least before 
the mid point of the Tribulation period.

Since the first 69 weeks were fulfilled literally and in detail we should expect the 

final 70th week to be fulfilled literally and in detail.

The leadership of Israel

Daniel 12:11–13 (NASB95)
11 “From the time that the regular sacrifice is abolished and the abomination of desolation is set up, 
there will be 1,290 days. 

12 “How blessed is he who keeps waiting and attains to the 1,335 days! 
13 “But as for you, go your way to the end; then you will enter into rest and rise again for your allotted 
portion at the end of the age.”

Matthew 24:15 (NASB95)
15 “Therefore when you see the abomination of desolation which was spoken of through Daniel the 
prophet, standing in the holy place (let the reader understand),

2 Thessalonians 2:4 (NASB95)
4 who opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his 
seat in the temple of God, displaying himself as being God.

21 And the rest were killed with the sword which came from the mouth of Him who sat on the horse, 
and all the birds were filled with their flesh.

Revelation 20:1–3 (NASB95)

1 Then I saw an angel coming down from heaven, holding the key of the abyss and a 

great chain in his hand. 

2 And he laid hold of the dragon, the serpent of old, who is the devil and Satan, and 

bound him for a thousand years; 

3 and he threw him into the abyss, and shut it and sealed it over him, so that he would not deceive the 
nations any longer, until the thousand years were completed; after these things he must be released for 
a short time.

The angel is just an ordinary angel, he’s not a seraph, he’s not  the archangel. 

Here we have the mightiest of all the angels, the most intelligent, the most power, and the leader of 
this great rebellion, and God is going to humiliate him; he is just arrested by a common, ordinary 
messenger angel.

Daniel 9:20–22 (NASB95)
20 Now while I was speaking and praying, and confessing my sin and the sin of my people 
Israel, and presenting my supplication before the Lord my God in behalf of the holy mountain of 
my God, 
21 while I was still speaking in prayer, then the man Gabriel, whom I had seen in the vision 
previously, came to me in my extreme weariness about the time of the evening offering. 
22 He gave me instruction and talked with me and said, “O Daniel, I have now come forth to 
give you insight with understanding.

The term "Antichrist" is only used one time in the Scriptures to refer to the person 
who opposes Jesus and believers, during the Tribulation period.

In the book of Revelation he is called "the first beast”. 

The prefix "anti" in Greek doesn't have to do with being against, it has to do with 
substitution. 
The Antichrist is a substitute Messiah, a political leader who will offer himself as the 
Messiah.

Daniel had been focused on his prayer and confession of the national sin of Israel prior to 
their being taken out in the final cycle of discipline in 586 BC. 
He has been studying a reading in Jeremiah and has come to understand what the time 
frame would be of their discipline—70 years, and he is seeking information about when God 
would return the people to their land. 

In answer to that God gives him a revelation that is going to outline the future (to him) of 
Israel all the way to the Second Coming of Jesus Christ. 

The subject of this prophecy relates to "your people," the Jews, and "your holy 

city," Jerusalem. It is not about the church or the church age, there is no mention 

of the church in this prophecy. It is all about God's plan and 
purposes for Israel.
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2 Corinthians 5:10 
10 For we must all 
appear before the 

Judgment seat 
of Christ, so that 
each one may be 
recompensed for his 
deeds in the body, 
according to what he 
has done, whether good 
or bad.

1 Thessalonians 4:16–17 
(NKJV)
16 For the Lord Himself 
will descend from 
heaven with a shout, 
with the voice of an 
archangel, and with the 
trumpet of God. And the 
dead in Christ will rise 
first. 
17 Then we who are 
alive and remain shall 
be caught up together 
with them in the clouds 
to meet the Lord in the 
air.

The Tribulation

Revelation 19:11–16 (NKJV)
