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Horns:

The First Seal- 
THE Conqueror

Speaks of power and military force:

Zechariah 1:18–21 (NASB95)

18 Then I lifted up my eyes and looked, and behold, there were four horns. 

19 So I said to the angel who was speaking with me, “What are these?” And he answered me, “These are the horns 
which have scattered Judah, Israel and Jerusalem.” 
20 Then the Lord showed me four craftsmen. 

21 I said, “What are these coming to do?” And he said, “These are the horns which have scattered Judah so that no 

man lifts up his head; but these craftsmen have come to terrify them, to throw down the horns of the nations who have 

lifted up their horns against the land of Judah in order to scatter it.”

The horns of Daniel:

Daniel 7:1–28 (NASB95)
1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon Daniel saw a dream and visions in his mind as he lay on his bed; then he 
wrote the dream down and related the following summary of it. 
2 Daniel said, “I was looking in my vision by night, and behold, the four winds of heaven were stirring up the great sea. 

3 “And four great beasts were coming up from the sea, different from one another. 

4 “1.The first was like a lion and had the wings of an eagle. I kept looking until its wings were plucked, and it was lifted up 

from the ground and made to stand on two feet like a man; a human mind also was given to it. 
5 “And behold, another beast, a 2.second one, resembling a bear. And it was raised up on one side, and three ribs were in 

its mouth between its teeth; and thus they said to it, ‘Arise, devour much meat!’ 
6 “After this I kept looking, and behold, 3.another one, like a leopard, which had on its back four wings of a bird; the beast 

also had four heads, and dominion was given to it. 

7 “After this I kept looking in the night visions, and behold, a 4.fourth beast, dreadful and terrifying and extremely 

strong; and it had large iron teeth. It devoured and crushed and trampled down the remainder with its feet; and it 

was different from all the beasts that were before it,    t

and it had ten horns.

8 “While I was contemplating the horns, behold, another horn, a little one, came up among them, and three of 

the first horns were pulled out by the roots before it; and behold, this horn possessed eyes like the eyes of a man 
and a mouth uttering great boasts. 

9 “I kept looking Until thrones were set up, And the Ancient of Days took His seat; His vesture was like white snow And the 
hair of His head like pure wool. His throne was ablaze with flames, Its wheels were a burning fire. 
10 “A river of fire was flowing And coming out from before Him; Thousands upon thousands were attending Him, And 
myriads upon myriads were standing before Him; The court sat, And the books were opened. 

11 “Then I kept looking because of the sound of the boastful words which the horn was speaking; I kept looking 

until the beast was slain, and its body was destroyed and given to the burning fire. 

12 “As for the rest of the beasts, their dominion was taken away, but an extension of life was 
granted to them for an appointed period of time. 
13 “I kept looking in the night visions, And behold, with the clouds of heaven One like a Son of Man was coming, 
And He came up to the Ancient of Days And was presented before Him. 

14 “And to Him was given dominion, Glory and a kingdom, That all the peoples, nations and men 
of every language Might serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion Which will not pass away; And His kingdom 
is one Which will not be destroyed. 
15 “As for me, Daniel, my spirit was distressed within me, and the visions in my mind kept alarming me. 
16 “I approached one of those who were standing by and began asking him the exact meaning of all this. So he told me 
and made known to me the interpretation of these things: 
17 ‘These great beasts, which are four in number, are four kings who will arise from the earth. 
18 ‘But the saints of the Highest One will receive the kingdom and possess the kingdom forever, for all ages to come.’ 

19 “Then I desired to know the exact meaning of the fourth beast, which was different from all the others, 

exceedingly dreadful, with its teeth of iron and its claws of bronze, and which devoured, crushed and trampled 
down the remainder with its feet, 
20 and the meaning of the ten horns that were on its head and the other horn which came up, and before which three of 
them fell, namely, that horn which had eyes and a mouth uttering great boasts and which was larger in appearance than its 
associates. 
21 “I kept looking, and that horn was waging war with the saints and overpowering them 
22 until the Ancient of Days came and judgment was passed in favor of the saints of the Highest One, and the time arrived 
when the saints took possession of the kingdom. 

23 “Thus he said: ‘The fourth beast will be a fourth kingdom on the earth, which will be different from all the 
other kingdoms and will devour the whole earth and tread it down and crush it. 
24 ‘As for the ten horns, out of this kingdom ten kings will arise; and another will arise after them, and he will be different 
from the previous ones and will subdue three kings. 
25 ‘He will speak out against the Most High and wear down the saints of the Highest One, and he will intend to make 

alterations in times and in law; and they will be given into his hand for a time, times, and 
half a time. 

26 ‘But the court will sit for judgment, and his dominion will be taken away, annihilated and destroyed forever. 
27 ‘Then the sovereignty, the dominion and the greatness of all the kingdoms under the whole heaven will be given to the 
people of the saints of the Highest One; His kingdom will be an everlasting kingdom, and all the dominions will serve and 
obey Him.’ 
28 “At this point the revelation ended. As for me, Daniel, my thoughts were greatly alarming me and my face grew pale, 
but I kept the matter to myself.”

Although church age believers will not enter into the tyrannous time of the 
Antichrist; there is a clear principle teaching us how to avoid being 
deceived:

These four Horseman are illustrative representations only:  
They are not actual individuals on horses!

Opening the first seal initiates the Ruthless Deceiver’s pre-
appointed time:

Revelation 6:1–2 (NKJV)

1 Now I saw when the Lamb opened one of the seals; and I heard one of the four living creatures 
saying with a voice like thunder, “Come and see.” 

2 And I looked, and behold, a white horse. He who sat on it had a bow; and a crown was given to him, and 
he went out conquering and to conquer.

Revelation 6:3–8 (NKJV)
3 When He opened the second seal, I heard the second living creature saying, “Come and see.” 

4 Another horse, fiery red, went out. And it was granted to the one who sat on it to take peace from the 
earth, and that people should kill one another; and there was given to him a great sword. 
5 When He opened the third seal, I heard the third living creature say, “Come and see.” So I looked, and behold, 

a black horse, and he who sat on it had a pair of scales in his hand. 
6 And I heard a voice in the midst of the four living creatures saying, “A quart of wheat for a denarius, and three quarts of 
barley for a denarius; and do not harm the oil and the wine.” 
7 When He opened the fourth seal, I heard the voice of the fourth living creature saying, “Come and see.” 

8 So I looked, and behold, a pale horse. And the name of him who sat on it was Death, and Hades followed 
with him. And power was given to them over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword, with hunger, with death, and by the 
beasts of the earth.

The first seal:

The little horn:
Daniel 7:8 (NKJV)

8 I was considering the horns, and there was another horn, a little one, coming up among them, before whom 
three of the first horns were plucked out by the roots. And there, in this horn, were eyes like the eyes of a man, and a 
mouth speaking pompous words.
Daniel 8:9 (NKJV)

9 And out of one of them came a little horn which grew exceedingly great toward the south, toward the east, and 
toward the Glorious Land.

The insolent/ defiant King:
Daniel 8:23 (NKJV)

23 “And in the latter time of their kingdom, When the transgressors have reached their fullness, A king shall arise, 
Having fierce features, Who understands sinister schemes.

The prince who is to come:
Daniel 9:26 (NKJV)

26 “And after the sixty-two weeks Messiah shall be cut off, but not for Himself; And the people of the prince who 
is to come Shall destroy the city and the sanctuary. The end of it shall be with a flood, And till the end of the war 
desolations are determined.

The one who makes desolate:
Daniel 9:27 (NKJV)
27 Then he shall confirm a covenant with many for one week; But in the middle of the week He shall bring an end to 

sacrifice and offering. And on the wing of abominations shall be one who makes desolate, Even until the 
consummation, which is determined, Is poured out on the desolate.”
Matthew 24:15 (NKJV)
15 “Therefore when you see the ‘abomination of desolation,’ spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy 
place” (whoever reads, let him understand),
Daniel 11:31 (NKJV)
31 And forces shall be mustered by him, and they shall defile the sanctuary fortress; then they shall take away the daily 
sacrifices, and place there the abomination of desolation.

The son of destruction:
2 Thessalonians 2:3 (NKJV)
3 Let no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come unless the falling away comes first, and the man of sin 

is revealed, the son of perditionor destruction,

The man of lawlessness: 
2 Thessalonians 2:8 (NKJV)

8 And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord will consume with the breath of His mouth and 
destroy with the brightness of His coming.

9 The coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power, signs, and lying wonders,

The vile person:
Daniel 11:21 (NKJV)

21 And in his place shall arise a vile person, to whom they will not give the honor of royalty; but he shall come in 
peaceably, and seize the kingdom by intrigue.

The strong-willed King:
Daniel 11:36 (NKJV)

36 “Then the king shall do according to his own will: he shall exalt and magnify himself above every 
god, shall speak blasphemies against the God of gods, and shall prosper till the wrath has been accomplished; for what has 
been determined shall be done.

The beast: is mentioned 33 times in the book of revelation:

Revelation 6:8 (NKJV)
8 So I looked, and behold, a pale horse. And the name of him who sat on it was Death, and Hades followed with him. And 

power was given to them over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword, with hunger, with death, and by the beasts of the 
earth.

Revelation 11:7 (NKJV)

7 When they finish their testimony, the beast that ascends out of the bottomless pit will make war against them, 
overcome them, and kill them.

Revelation 13:15 (NKJV)

15 He was granted power to give breath to the image of the beast, that the image of the beast should both speak and 

cause as many as would not worship the image of the beast to be killed.

The unique and terrifying thing that is different in the fourth 
beast from the other beasts, is that part of this creature 
include something that is manmade; both iron and 
bronze are refined by man. 

He doesn't only have the natural elements like the other beasts.  

It is the human refined qualities that make it terrifying.

It is the beastly self serving arrogant Independence from 
God, those devilish characteristics that man thinks he 
can handle his own personal problems, and solve the 
worlds problems, through his own methods.

The Roman Empire

The arrival of the Antichrist’s kingdom

Each of these horsemen represent the judgment that is coming on the earth.

This judgment is where God is allowing this individual to conquer and establish a 
Global kingdom that will tyrannize the human race during this 7 year period

Matthew 24:24 (NKJV)
24 For false christs and false prophets will rise and show 

great signs and wonders to deceive, 
if possible, even the elect.

These are not the phony signs and wonders of the church age, like leg lengthening and sleight of hand and deceptive words of Benny 
Hinn and the like.

But these are actual signs and wonders that the Antichrist and the False Prophet will in fact perform!

Revelation 13:3 (NKJV)
3 And I saw one of his heads as if it had been mortally wounded, and his deadly wound was healed. And all the world marveled and 
followed the beast.

This is antichrists false resurrection, he's claiming to be the messiah; so this is a counterfeit resurrection, not 
because he is not really raised from the dead, but because God, is not the source of the resurrection.

Example

Deuteronomy 13:1–4 (NKJV)

1 “If there arises among you a prophet or a dreamer of dreams, and he gives you a sign or a wonder, 

2 and the sign or the wonder comes to pass, of which he spoke to you, saying, ‘Let us go after 
other gods’—which you have not known—‘and let us serve them,’ 

3 you shall not listen to the words of that 
prophet or that dreamer of dreams, for the 
Lord your God is testing you to know whether you love the Lord 
your God with all your heart and with all your soul. 
4 You shall walk after the Lord your God and fear Him, and keep His commandments and obey His voice; you shall 
serve Him and hold fast to Him.

The standard for belief is what's written; not signs, 
wonders and trickery of men

John 14:15 
(NKJV)
15 “If you love 
Me, keep My 
commandments.

He's ruthless, he's brutal and 
he's vicious, he is Satan 
incarnate; he is the Antichrist

By comparison, the little horn and the beast are the same person:

This is the first mention of the beast who is mentioned 35 
times. 

It is the Greek word thērion refers to a ravenous, 
violent carnivor. 

The abyss is where the demons have been imprisoned. 

At the end of the tribulation Satan will be chained in the 
abyss.

The picture here is that the Antichrist is empowered 
by the demon from the abyss. He is not Satan but he 
is empowered and possessed by Satan.

Who shall arise from this kingdom.

The little horn:

2 Thessalonians 2:9–15 (NKJV)

9 The coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power, signs, and lying 
wonders, 

10 and with all unrighteous deception among those who perish, because they 
did not receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 
11 And for this reason God will send them strong delusion, that they should believe the lie, 
12 that they all may be condemned who did not believe the truth but had pleasure in unrighteousness. 
13 But we are bound to give thanks to God always for you, brethren beloved by the Lord, because God from the 
beginning chose you for salvation through sanctification by the Spirit and belief in the truth, 
14 to which He called you by our gospel, for the obtaining of the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
15 Therefore, brethren, stand fast and hold the traditions which you were taught, whether by word or our epistle.

What is it that frees us from being deceived by anything? It's a knowledge of THE TRUTH.

Ultimately the thing that protects us from any deception is because we know THE TRUTH.

And when you unite with the church to know the scripture and truly understand its 
implications; that protects us. 

When you truly understand it's implications you also no why you don't believe other 
things.

Those who have a love for the truth, are those who are motivated, they actively engage 
themselves with scripture to know it, they have a hunger to know the word.
