The 4 Beasts

The horns of Daniel:

Daniel 7:1–28 (NASB95)
1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon Daniel saw a dream and visions in his mind as he lay on his bed; then he 
wrote the dream down and related the following summary of it. 
2 Daniel said, “I was looking in my vision by night, and behold, the four winds of heaven were stirring up the great sea. 

3 “And four great beasts were coming up from the sea, different from one another. 

4 “1.The first was like a lion and had the wings of an eagle. I kept looking until its wings were plucked, and it was lifted up 

from the ground and made to stand on two feet like a man; a human mind also was given to it. 
5 “And behold, another beast, a 2.second one, resembling a bear. And it was raised up on one side, and three ribs were in 

its mouth between its teeth; and thus they said to it, ‘Arise, devour much meat!’ 
6 “After this I kept looking, and behold, 3.another one, like a leopard, which had on its back four wings of a bird; the beast 

also had four heads, and dominion was given to it. 

7 “After this I kept looking in the night visions, and behold, a 4.fourth beast, dreadful and terrifying and extremely 

strong; and it had large iron teeth. It devoured and crushed and trampled down the remainder with its feet; and it 

was different from all the beasts that were before it,    t

and it had ten horns.

8 “While I was contemplating the horns, behold, another horn, a little one, came up among them, and three of 

the first horns were pulled out by the roots before it; and behold, this horn possessed eyes like the eyes of a man 
and a mouth uttering great boasts. 

9 “I kept looking Until thrones were set up, And the Ancient of Days took His seat; His vesture was like white snow And the 
hair of His head like pure wool. His throne was ablaze with flames, Its wheels were a burning fire. 
10 “A river of fire was flowing And coming out from before Him; Thousands upon thousands were attending Him, And 
myriads upon myriads were standing before Him; The court sat, And the books were opened. 

11 “Then I kept looking because of the sound of the boastful words which the horn was speaking; I kept looking 

until the beast was slain, and its body was destroyed and given to the burning fire. 

12 “As for the rest of the beasts, their dominion was taken away, but an extension of life was 
granted to them for an appointed period of time. 
13 “I kept looking in the night visions, And behold, with the clouds of heaven One like a Son of Man was coming, 
And He came up to the Ancient of Days And was presented before Him. 

14 “And to Him was given dominion, Glory and a kingdom, That all the peoples, nations and men 
of every language Might serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion Which will not pass away; And His kingdom 
is one Which will not be destroyed. 
15 “As for me, Daniel, my spirit was distressed within me, and the visions in my mind kept alarming me. 
16 “I approached one of those who were standing by and began asking him the exact meaning of all this. So he told me 
and made known to me the interpretation of these things: 
17 ‘These great beasts, which are four in number, are four kings who will arise from the earth. 
18 ‘But the saints of the Highest One will receive the kingdom and possess the kingdom forever, for all ages to come.’ 

19 “Then I desired to know the exact meaning of the fourth beast, which was different from all the others, 

exceedingly dreadful, with its teeth of iron and its claws of bronze, and which devoured, crushed and trampled 
down the remainder with its feet, 
20 and the meaning of the ten horns that were on its head and the other horn which came up, and before which three of 
them fell, namely, that horn which had eyes and a mouth uttering great boasts and which was larger in appearance than its 
associates. 
21 “I kept looking, and that horn was waging war with the saints and overpowering them 
22 until the Ancient of Days came and judgment was passed in favor of the saints of the Highest One, and the time arrived 
when the saints took possession of the kingdom. 

23 “Thus he said: ‘The fourth beast will be a fourth kingdom on the earth, which will be different from all the 
other kingdoms and will devour the whole earth and tread it down and crush it. 
24 ‘As for the ten horns, out of this kingdom ten kings will arise; and another will arise after them, and he will be different 
from the previous ones and will subdue three kings. 
25 ‘He will speak out against the Most High and wear down the saints of the Highest One, and he will intend to make 

alterations in times and in law; and they will be given into his hand for a time, times, and 
half a time. 

26 ‘But the court will sit for judgment, and his dominion will be taken away, annihilated and destroyed forever. 
27 ‘Then the sovereignty, the dominion and the greatness of all the kingdoms under the whole heaven will be given to the 
people of the saints of the Highest One; His kingdom will be an everlasting kingdom, and all the dominions will serve and 
obey Him.’ 
28 “At this point the revelation ended. As for me, Daniel, my thoughts were greatly alarming me and my face grew pale, 
but I kept the matter to myself.”

These four Horseman are illustrative representations only:  
They are not actual individuals on horses!

Opening the first seal initiates the Ruthless Deceiver’s pre-
appointed time:

Revelation 6:1–2 (NKJV)

1 Now I saw when the Lamb opened one of the seals; and I heard one of the four living creatures 
saying with a voice like thunder, “Come and see.” 

2 And I looked, and behold, a white horse. He who sat on it had a bow; and a crown was given to him, and 
he went out conquering and to conquer.

Revelation 6:3–8 (NKJV)
3 When He opened the second seal, I heard the second living creature saying, “Come and see.” 

4 Another horse, fiery red, went out. And it was granted to the one who sat on it to take peace from the 
earth, and that people should kill one another; and there was given to him a great sword. 
5 When He opened the third seal, I heard the third living creature say, “Come and see.” So I looked, and behold, 

a black horse, and he who sat on it had a pair of scales in his hand. 
6 And I heard a voice in the midst of the four living creatures saying, “A quart of wheat for a denarius, and three quarts of 
barley for a denarius; and do not harm the oil and the wine.” 
7 When He opened the fourth seal, I heard the voice of the fourth living creature saying, “Come and see.” 

8 So I looked, and behold, a pale horse. And the name of him who sat on it was Death, and Hades followed 
with him. And power was given to them over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword, with hunger, with death, and by the 
beasts of the earth.

Nebuchadnezzar's dream & Daniels dream compared:

The Holy Spirit role in the church age and the age of Israel to come:

The Holy Spirit is removed at the end of the church age, at the moment 
of the rapture:

2 Thessalonians 2:1-9 (NKJV)

1 Now, brethren, concerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our gathering together to Him, we ask you,

 

2 not to be soon shaken in mind or troubled, either by spirit or by word or by letter, as if from us, as though the day of 
Christ had come. 

3 Let no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come unless the falling away comes first, 

andthen the man of sin is revealed, the son of perdition,
4 who opposes and exalts himself above all that is called 
God or that is worshiped, so that he sits as God in the temple 
of God, showing himself that he is God. 
5 Do you not remember that when I was still with you I told you these things? 

6 And now you know what is restraining, that he may be revealed in his own time. 

7 For the mystery of lawlessness is already at work; only He who now restrains will do so until He is taken 

out of the  

8 And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord will consume with the breath of His mouth and destroy 
with the brightness of His coming.

 

9 The coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power, signs, and lying wonders, 
10 and with all unrighteous deception among those who perish, because they did not receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved.

This is also indicated by the tremendous change that will occur at the end of the Tribulation when the 
Lord Jesus Christ returns and establishes His covenant with Israel and God's promises that He will put His 
Spirit in them. 

Jeremiah 31:33–34 (NKJV)

33 But this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the Lord: I will put My 
law in their minds, and write it on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. 
34 No more shall every man teach his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, ‘Know the Lord,’ for they all shall know 
Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them, says the Lord. For I will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will 
remember no more.”

Acts 2:17–21 (NKJV)

17 ‘And it shall come to pass in the last days, says God, That I will pour out of My Spirit on all flesh; 

Your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, 
Your young men shall see visions, 
Your old men shall dream dreams. 

18 And on My menservants and on My maidservants I will pour out My Spirit in those days; 
And they shall prophesy.

It is the human refined qualities that make it terrifying.

It is the beastly self serving arrogant Independence from 
God, those devilish characteristics that man thinks he 
can handle his own personal problems, and solve the 
worlds problems, through his own methods.

This is a revival of the old Roman Empire; these ten nations are elements of the 
ancient Roman Empire.

Daniel 2:27–28 (NKJV)
27 Daniel answered in the presence of the king, and 
said, “The secret which the king has demanded, the 
wise men, the astrologers, the magicians, and the 
soothsayers cannot declare to the king. 
28 But there is a God in heaven who reveals secrets, 
and He has made known to King Nebuchadnezzar 
what will be in the latter days. Your dream, and the 
visions of your head upon your bed, were these:

How the 2 visions compare

Daniel 2:1–3 (NKJV)
1 Now in the second year of Nebuchadnezzar’s reign, 
Nebuchadnezzar had dreams; and his spirit was so 
troubled that his sleep left him. 
2 Then the king gave the command to call the 
magicians, the astrologers, the sorcerers, and the 
Chaldeans to tell the king his dreams. So they came 
and stood before the king. 
3 And the king said to them, “I have had a dream, and 
my spirit is anxious to know the dream.”

Daniel 7:1–3 (NKJV)
1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon, 
Daniel had a dream and visions of his head while 
on his bed. Then he wrote down the dream, 
telling the main facts. 
2 Daniel spoke, saying, “I saw in my vision by 
night, and behold, the four winds of heaven were 
stirring up the Great Sea. 
3 And four great beasts came up from the sea, 
each different from the other.

Departure

The primary presence of the Holy Spirit today is in the 
indwelling of every believer. 

When the Rapture occurs the Holy Spirit and His church age ministry ends. 

The Holy Spirit’s role in the church age is distinct from all previous dispensations. 

When the Rapture occurs the present ministry of the Holy Spirit ends and His 
presence is removed. 

There is this dispensational shift that goes back to a time similar to the Old 
Testament dispensation of Israel. 

Remember that this is the last seven years in God's plan for Israel. 

The First Seal

The terminology makes it clear, they are not in-dwelt 
by the Holy Spirit during this time of great 
tribulation. 

That manifestation of the Spirit in the Millennial 
kingdom is going to be greater than the manifestation 
of the indwelling of the Spirit in the life of the believer 
in the church age. 

The indwelling is still there, it just has 
different characteristics. 

There is no presence of the Holy Spirit in the 
Tribulation period, in terms of sanctification 
roles, or indwelling roles; that aspect of His 
ministry is primarily restraining evil. 

So in the Tribulation God 
removes all restraints and allows man 
and Satan to go as far as they can go, and all their 
activity is motivated by their independent arrogance.

At the end of the great tribulation

from their present circumstances

Peter is 
quoting Joel

Peter is simply drawing out 
this one point of similarity

Nothing on the day of Pentecost occurred in Joel, and nothing in Joel 
occurred on the day of Pentecost. 

The only point of similarity was the outpouring of the Spirit

Joel 2:1–2 (NKJV)
1 Blow the trumpet in Zion, And sound an alarm in My holy mountain! Let all 
the inhabitants of the land tremble; For the day of the Lord is coming, For it is 
at hand: 
2 A day of darkness and gloominess, A day of clouds and thick darkness, Like 
the morning clouds spread over the mountains. A people come, great and 
strong, The like of whom has never been; Nor will there ever be any such after 
them, Even for many successive generations.

Joel 2:28–32 (NASB95)
28 “It will come about after this That I will pour out My Spirit on all

29 “Even on the male and female servants I will pour out My Spirit 
in those days. 
30 “I will display wonders in the sky and on the earth, Blood, fire 
and columns of smoke.

Before the great and awesome day of the Lord comes. 
32 “And it will come about that whoever calls on the name of the 
Lord Will be delivered; For on Mount Zion and in Jerusalem There 
will be those who escape, As the Lord has said, Even among the 
survivors whom the Lord calls.

Acts 1:1–8 (NKJV)

1 The former account I made, O Theophilus, of all that Jesus began both to do and teach, 

2 until the day in which He was taken up, after He through the Holy Spirit had given commandments to the apostles whom He 
had chosen, 

3 to whom He also presented Himself alive after His suffering by many infallible proofs, being seen by them during forty days and 
speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God. 

4 And being assembled together with them, He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the 

Father, “which,” He said, “you have heard from Me; 

5 for John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.” 

6 Therefore, when they had come together, they asked Him, saying, “Lord, will You at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?” 

7 And He said to them, “It is not for you to know times or seasons which the Father has put in His own authority. 

8 But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all 
Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”

9 Now when He had spoken these things, while they watched, He was taken up, and a cloud received Him out of their sight. 

10 And while they looked steadfastly toward heaven as He went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel, 

11 who also said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus, who was taken up from you into 

heaven, will so come in like manner as you saw Him go into heaven.” 

12 Then they returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a Sabbath day’s journey. 

13 And when they had entered, they went up into the upper room where they were staying: Peter, James, John, and Andrew; 
Philip and Thomas; Bartholomew and Matthew; James the son of Alphaeus and Simon the Zealot; and 
Judas the son of James. 
14 These all continued with one accord in prayer and supplication, with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and with His brothers. 
15 And in those days Peter stood up in the midst of the disciples (altogether the number of names was about a hundred and twenty), and 
said, 

16 “Men and brethren, this Scripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy Spirit spoke before by the mouth of David concerning Judas, who 
became a guide to those who arrested Jesus; 

17 for he was numbered with us and obtained a part in this ministry.” 
18 (Now this man purchased a field with the wages of iniquity; and falling headlong, he burst open in the middle and all his entrails gushed 
out. 
19 And it became known to all those dwelling in Jerusalem; so that field is called in their own language, Akel Dama, that is, Field of Blood.) 
20 “For it is written in the Book of Psalms: ‘Let his dwelling place be desolate, And let no one live in it’; and, ‘Let another take his 
office.’ 

21 “Therefore, of these men? who have accompanied us all the time that the Lord Jesus went in and out among us, 

22 beginning from the baptism of John to that day when He was taken up from us, one of these must become a witness with us of 
His resurrection.” 
23 And they proposed two: Joseph called Barsabas, who was surnamed Justus, and Matthias. 
24 And they prayed and said, “You, O Lord, who know the hearts of all, show which of these two You have chosen 
25 to take part in this ministry and apostleship from which Judas by transgression fell, that he might go to his own place.” 

26 And they cast their lots, and the lot fell on Matthias. And he was numbered with the eleven apostles.

Acts 1:26 (NKJV)

26 And they cast their lots, and the lot fell on Matthias. And he was numbered with the eleven apostles. +Matthias
Acts 2:1 (NKJV)

1 When the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one place.

2 And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting. 

3 Then there appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them. 

4 And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as 

the Spirit gave them utterance. 
5 And there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men, from every nation under heaven. 

6 And when this sound occurred, the multitude came together, and were confused, because everyone heard them speak in his own 
language. 

7 Then they were all amazed and marveled, saying to one another, “Look, are not all these who speak Galileans? 
8 And how is it that we hear, each in our own language in which we were born? 
9 Parthians and Medes and Elamites, those dwelling in Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 
10 Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya adjoining Cyrene, visitors from Rome, both Jews and proselytes, 
11 Cretans and Arabs—we hear them speaking in our own tongues the wonderful works of God.” 

12 So they were all amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, “Whatever could this mean?” 

13 Others mocking said, “They are full of new wine.” 

14 But Peter, standing up with the eleven, raised his voice and said to them, “Men of Judea and all who dwell in Jerusalem, let this be 
known to you, and heed my words. 
15 For these are not drunk, as you suppose, since it is only the third hour of the day. 
16 But this is what was spoken by the prophet Joel:

The book of Acts is a historical account of how things did transpire; 
it is not a prescription of how things should be in the church age

Plural noun

This plural pronoun must refer to the nearest antecedent plural noun
Indicating a passage of time from the 
previous verse

This did not occur in Peter’s quote from Joel

They had come and we're staying for the feast days
