Because we don’t want to be “conformed to this world”!!!!
But we do want to “be transformed or changed by the renewing of our minded”.

9 For we are God’s fellow workers; you are God’s field, you are God’s building. 
10 According to the grace of God which was given to me, as a wise master builder I have laid the foundation, and another 
builds on it.

context gives us the meaning, that He 
is first in rank, not first in time;

But it's not uncommon for Christians to darken the 
counsel of God, by saying this isn't practical for 
my life today, I don't want to know that, I just 

want something that I can use today!

What if you had been one of the apostles or prophets to 
whom God gave some new vision or dream, and through 
whom God's word was inscripturated;

Do you think you would have said “how is this relevant to 
my life, I want something practical that I can use today” 

Do you think John the revelator would say something like 
that? When Jesus said to him:

What does it mean to “Walk in the Spirit”?

First we have to want to, 1.then we confess known sin.
This places a believer back in fellowship with the Holy Spirit

Being back in fellowship with the Holy Spirit, 2.we then put forth the effort to learn 

truth.

Once we have an academic knowledge of sound biblical truth  3.we then begin to 
comprehend its value and meaning as we meditate on it. 
As we continue to think about specific doctrine while in fellowship with the Holy Spirit, 
our thinking transforms; 

But it's only when we put these doctrines into daily practice as we already had determined 
1.to confess, 2.to learn, 3.to meditate and understand; we must finally 4.put those Bible 
teachings into practice today.

When this step-by-step process is repeated each day, we fulfill Jesus words:

Because it's by God's authority, His knowledge and power, that all things are held together in perfect order.

It is by Him all things are held together

 (ḥōšek). Dark, darkness, obscurity, night, dusk. The noun 
ḥōšek is the common word for “darkness,” and in about half of its 
eighty occurrences it means literally the opposite of light.

The basic idea is that a Job doesn't have the knowledge to answer 
the counsel of God
