The fear of the Lord:

Proverbs 8:13 (NKJV)
13 The fear of the Lord is to hate evil; Pride and arrogance and the evil 
way And the perverse mouth I hate.

The Exodus generation; although THEY WERE BELIEVERS, they lost 
Temporal Inheritance:

Exodus 4:22–23 (NKJV)

22 Then you shall say to Pharaoh, ‘Thus says the Lord: “Israel is My son, My firstborn. 

23 So I say to you, let My son go that he may serve Me. 

But if you refuse to let him go, indeed I will kill your son, your firstborn.” ’ ”

Exodus 4:28–31 (NKJV)

28 So Moses told Aaron all the words of the Lord who had sent him, and all the signs 
which He had commanded him. 

29 Then Moses and Aaron went and gathered together all the elders of the children 
of Israel. 

30 And Aaron spoke all the words which the Lord had spoken to Moses. Then he did 

the signs in the sight of the people. 

31 So the people believed; and when they heard that the Lord had visited the children 
of Israel and that He had looked on their affliction, then they bowed their heads and 
worshiped.

Exodus 12:7–8 (NKJV)
7 And they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and on the lintel of the houses where they eat it. 
8 Then they shall eat the flesh on that night; roasted in fire, with unleavened bread and with bitter herbs they shall eat it.

Exodus 12:27–28 (NKJV)
27 that you shall say, ‘It is the Passover sacrifice of the Lord, who passed over the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt 

when He struck the Egyptians and delivered our households.’ ” So the people bowed their heads and 
worshiped. 

28 Then the children of Israel went away and did so; just as the Lord had commanded Moses 
and Aaron, so they did.

Exodus 14:31 (NKJV)

31 Thus Israel saw the great work which the Lord had done in Egypt; so the people feared the Lord, and 
believed the Lord and His servant Moses.

Exodus 19:3–8 (NKJV)

3 And Moses went up to God, and the Lord called to him from the mountain, saying, “Thus you shall say to the house 
of Jacob, and tell the children of Israel: 
4 ‘You have seen what I did to the Egyptians, and how I bore you on eagles’ wings and brought you to Myself. 

5 Now therefore, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be a special 
treasure to Me above all people; for all the earth is Mine. 

6 And you shall be to Me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation.’ These are the words which you shall speak to the 
children of Israel.” 

7 So Moses came and called for the elders of the people, and laid before them all these words which the Lord 
commanded him. 

8 Then all the people answered together and said, “All that the Lord has spoken we will do.” So 
Moses brought back the words of the people to the Lord.

According to New Testament teachings they are Saved/ Justified:

1 Corinthians 10:1–4 (NKJV)

1 Moreover, brethren, I do not want you to be unaware that ALL our fathers were under the cloud,

 ALL passed through the sea, 

2 ALL were baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea, 

3 ALL ate the same spiritual food, 

4 and ALL drank the same spiritual drink. For they drank of that spiritual 

Rock that followed them, and that Rock was 
Christ.

The hall of faith chapter in Hebrews speaks of the exodus generation as 
justified:

Hebrews 11:24–30 (NKJV)

24 By faith Moses, when he became of age, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter, 

25 choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God than to enjoy the passing pleasures of sin, 

26 esteeming the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures in Egypt; for he looked to the 
reward. 
27 By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king; for he endured as seeing Him who is invisible. 

28 By faith he kept the Passover and the sprinkling of blood, lest he who destroyed the firstborn should touch them. 

29 By faith they passed through the Red Sea as by dry land, whereas the Egyptians, attempting to do so, were 
drowned. 

30 By faith the walls of Jericho fell down after they were encircled for seven days.

The Exodus generation of believers lose their inheritance:

Numbers 32:9–13 (NKJV)

9 For when they went up to the Valley of Eshcol and saw the land, they discouraged the heart of the children 
of Israel, so that they did not go into the land which the Lord had given them. 
10 So the Lord’s anger was aroused on that day, and He swore an oath, saying, 

11 ‘Surely none of the men who came up from Egypt, from twenty years old and above, shall see the land of which I 
swore to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, because they have not wholly followed Me, 

12 except Caleb the son of Jephunneh, the Kenizzite, and Joshua the son of Nun, for 
they have wholly followed the Lord.’ 

13 So the Lord’s anger was aroused against Israel, and He made them wander in the wilderness forty years, until all the 
generation that had done evil in the sight of the Lord was gone.

Intended Inheritance for the seed of Abraham:

Genesis 13:12–18 (NKJV)

12 Abram dwelt in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelt in the cities of the plain and pitched his tent even as far as 
Sodom. 
13 But the men of Sodom were exceedingly wicked and sinful against the Lord. 

14 And the Lord said to Abram, after Lot had separated from him: “Lift your eyes now and look from the place 
where you are—northward, southward, eastward, and westward; 
15 for all the land which you see I give to you and your descendants forever. 
16 And I will make your descendants as the dust of the earth; so that if a man could number the dust of the earth, then your 
descendants also could be numbered. 
17 Arise, walk in the land through its length and its width, for I give it to you.” 
18 Then Abram moved his tent, and went and dwelt by the terebinth trees of Mamre, which are in Hebron, and built an 
altar there to the Lord.

Moses loses Temporal Inheritance while leading the children of Israel 
in the wilderness:

Numbers 20:1–13 (NKJV)
1 Then the children of Israel, the whole congregation, came into the Wilderness of Zin in the first month, and the people 
stayed in Kadesh; and Miriam died there and was buried there. 
2 Now there was no water for the congregation; so they gathered together against Moses and Aaron. 

3 And the people contended with Moses and spoke, saying: “If only we had died when our brethren died before the 
Lord! 
4 Why have you brought up the assembly of the Lord into this wilderness, that we and our animals should die here? 
5 And why have you made us come up out of Egypt, to bring us to this evil place? It is not a place of grain or figs or vines 
or pomegranates; nor is there any water to drink.” 
6 So Moses and Aaron went from the presence of the assembly to the door of the tabernacle of meeting, and they fell on 
their faces. And the glory of the Lord appeared to them. 

7 Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, 

8 “Take the rod; you and your brother Aaron gather the congregation together. Speak to the rock 
before their eyes, and it will yield its water; thus you shall 
bring water for them out of the rock, and give drink to the 
congregation and their animals.” 
9 So Moses took the rod from before the Lord as He commanded him. 
10 And Moses and Aaron gathered the assembly together before the rock; and he said to them, “Hear now, you rebels! 
Must we bring water for you out of this rock?” 

11 Then Moses lifted his hand and struck the rock twice with his rod; 
and water came out abundantly, and the congregation and their animals 
drank. 

12 Then the Lord spoke to Moses and Aaron, “Because you did not believe Me, to hallow Me in the eyes 
of the children of Israel, therefore you shall not bring this assembly into the land which I have 
given them.” 

13 This was the water of Meribah, because the children of Israel contended with the Lord, and He was hallowed among 
them.

Deuteronomy 3:23–27 (NKJV)
23 “Then I pleaded with the Lord at that time, saying: 

24 ‘O Lord God, You have begun to show Your servant Your greatness and Your mighty hand, for what god is there in 
heaven or on earth who can do anything like Your works and Your mighty deeds? 

25 I pray, let me cross over and see the good land beyond the Jordan, 
those pleasant mountains, and Lebanon.’ 
26 “But the Lord was angry with me on your account, and would not listen to me. So the Lord said to me: ‘Enough of that! 
Speak no more to Me of this matter. 

27 Go up to the top of Pisgah, and lift your eyes toward the west, the north, the south, and the east; behold it with 
your eyes, for you shall not cross over this Jordan.
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John 8:31–32 (NASB95)
31 So Jesus was saying to those Jews who had believed Him, 

“If you continue in My word, then you 
are truly disciples of Mine; 

32 and you will know the truth, and the 

truth will make you free.”

John 10:10 (NASB95)
10 “The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I came 
that they may have life, and have it abundantly.

To submit to God's authority, not to rationalize and overestimate your 
importance.

When God says to do something, that is exactly what we are to do, and no

God judged Moses for not doing 
His word, His way, and as a result 
he lost inheritance in time

Corporate Israel is God's first 
born.

God is addressing them in 
terms of the fact that they are 
his first born, not necessarily 
that every individual was 
justified, although the clear 
indication is that most of them 
were justified.

They are believing the promise of God to deliver them temporally 
because these people are already justified. They believed. 

Over and over again throughout Exodus we see how the people 
worshipped. 

They also rebelled, and went into idolatry and had Aaron build a 
golden calf for them. 

It was for this reason they did not attain to their Temporal 
Inheritance.

They trust in God's deliverance from death

Over and again people believed; and that is 
the one condition throughout scripture for 

justification

Clearly indicating they are already believers

already believers

a reference to the shekinah glory, the presence of 
God leading the people with a cloud by day and a 
pillar by night.

They departed from Egypt and passed through the 
sea on dry ground

Exodus 12:1–8 (NKJV)

1 Now the Lord spoke to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, saying, 
2 “This month shall be your beginning of months; it shall be the first month of 
the year to you. 

3 Speak to all the congregation of Israel, saying: ‘On the tenth of this 

month every man shall take for himself a lamb, according to the house of his 

father, a lamb for a household. 

4 And if the household is too small for the lamb, let him and his neighbor next 
to his house take it according to the number of the persons; according to each 

man’s need you shall make your count for the lamb. 

5 Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male of the first 
year. You may take it from the sheep or from the goats. 
6 Now you shall keep it until the fourteenth day of the same month. Then the 
whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it at twilight. 
7 And they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and on 

the lintel of the houses WHERE THEY EAT IT. 

8 Then they shall EAT the flesh on that night; roasted in fire, with unleavened 

bread and with bitter herbs they shall EAT it.

This is the biblical pattern for rewardable inheritance 
throughout scripture. 

There's a great multitude of church age believers who are 
justified, but they are not going to realize their inheritance 
at the Judgment Seat of Christ. 

They will lose their inheritance because they do not 
understand things like 1 John1:9 confession of sin, 
Galatians 5:16 walking in the Spirit, and Colossians 3:16 
letting the word of Christ dwell in them richly. 

They live so much of their lives in carnality, so many of 
them live in religious carnality; feeling good about their 
works, but it's not God's word and God's way!

And so they are walking according to the flesh, not walking 
according to the Spirit. 

Because they are carnally minded they do not understand 
the importance of knowing the Word and living the Word. 

They are just glad they are going to go to Heaven and they 
have no concept of the quality of eternal existence that they 
are forfeiting, for the bowl of pottage they can get right 
now. 

Our goal is to glorify God to the maximum, by being 
careful to know God's word and to do it His way. 

Our goal is to be prepared for the Judgment Seat of Christ, 
so we can rule and reign with the Lord Jesus Christ in the 
kingdom and on in to eternity beyond that.

The condition to obtain inheritance for the believer has 
always been, and always will be, obedience. 

To do God's word, God's way

Does not say or indicate that they 
lost eternal life. 

But only that they lost inheritance

12 Then the Lord spoke to Moses and Aaron, “Because you did not believe Me, to hallow Me in the eyes of 
the children of Israel, therefore you shall not bring this assembly into the land which I have given 
them.”

Numbers 14:24 (NKJV)

24 But My servant Caleb, because he 
has a different spirit in him and has followed 
Me fully, I will bring into the land where he 

went, and his descendants shall inherit it.

motivation for life today

Joshua 14:6–13 (NKJV)
6 Then the children of Judah came to Joshua in Gilgal. And Caleb the son of Jephunneh the Kenizzite said to 
him: “You know the word which the Lord said to Moses the man of God concerning you and me in Kadesh 
Barnea. 
7 I was forty years old when Moses the servant of the Lord sent me from Kadesh Barnea to spy out the land, 
and I brought back word to him as it was in my heart.
8 Nevertheless my brethren who went up with me made the heart of the people melt, but I wholly 
followed the Lord my God. 
9 So Moses swore on that day, saying, ‘Surely the land where your foot has trodden shall be your inheritance 
and your children’s forever, because you have wholly followed the Lord my God.’ 
10 And now, behold, the Lord has kept me alive, as He said, these forty-five years, ever since the Lord spoke 
this word to Moses while Israel wandered in the wilderness; and now, here I am this day, eighty-five years 
old. 
11 As yet I am as strong this day as on the day that Moses sent me; just as my strength was then, so now is 
my strength for war, both for going out and for coming in. 
12 Now therefore, give me this mountain of which the Lord spoke in that day; for you heard in that day how 
the Anakim were there, and that the cities were great and fortified. It may be that the Lord will be with me, 
and I shall be able to drive them out as the Lord said.” 
13 And Joshua blessed him, and gave Hebron to Caleb the son of Jephunneh as an inheritance.
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
