Inheritance of the Son

The result of  Jesus Christ’s spiritual growth, in His humanity was 
inheritance:

It was necessary for Jesus Christ in His humanity, to fulfill all the will of 
God

Hebrews 1:1–14 (NKJV)
1 God, who at various times and in various ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the prophets, 

2 has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, whom He has appointed heir of ALL THINGS, through whom also He 
made the worlds; 

3 who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by the word of His 

power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high, 

4 having become so much better than the angels, as 

5 For to which of the angels did He ever say: “You are My Son, Today I have begotten You”? And again: “I will 

be to Him a Father, And He shall be to Me a Son”? 

Jesus Christ is deity therefore angels worship Him:
6 But when He again brings the firstborn into the world, He says: “Let all the angels of God worship Him.” 

Jesus Christ is the creator of Angels:
7 And of the angels He says: “Who makes His angels spirits And His ministers a flame of 
fire.” 

Jesus Christ is the future Davidic king,  who will reign for 1000 years over the earth:

8 But to the Son He says: “Your throne, O God, is forever and ever; A scepter of righteousness is the 

scepter of Your kingdom. 
9 You have loved righteousness and hated lawlessness; Therefore God, Your God, has anointed You With the oil of gladness 
more than Your companions.” 
10 And: “You, Lord, in the beginning laid the foundation of the earth, And the heavens are the work of Your hands. 
11 They will perish, but You remain; And they will all grow old like a garment; 
12 Like a cloak You will fold them up, And they will be changed. But You are the same, And Your years will not fail.” 

13 But to which of the angels has He ever said: “Sit at My right hand, Till I make Your enemies Your footstool”? 

Angels are commissioned to serve Church age believers:

14 Are they not all ministering spirits sent forth to minister for those who will inherit salvation?

The obedient son inherits ALL THINGS, whereas the disobedient son has 
already spent his inheritance:

Obedience is humility:

Luke 15:11–32 (NKJV)

11 Then He said: “A certain man had two sons. 

12 And the younger of them said to his father, ‘Father, give me the portion of goods that falls to me.’ So he divided to 
them his livelihood. 

13 And not many days after, the younger son gathered all together, journeyed to a far country, and there wasted his 
possessions with prodigal living. 
14 But when he had spent all, there arose a severe famine in that land, and he began to be in want. 
15 Then he went and joined himself to a citizen of that country, and he sent him into his fields to feed swine. 
16 And he would gladly have filled his stomach with the pods that the swine ate, and no one gave him anything. 
17 “But when he came to himself, he said, ‘How many of my father’s hired servants have bread enough and to spare, and 
I perish with hunger! 
18 I will arise and go to my father, and will say to him, “Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you, 

19 and I am no longer worthy to be called your son. Make me like one of your hired servants.” ’ 
20 “And he arose and came to his father. But when he was still a great way off, his father saw him and had compassion, and 
ran and fell on his neck and kissed him. 

21 And the son said to him, ‘Father, I have sinned against heaven and in your sight, and am no longer worthy to be called 

your son.’ 
22 “But the father said to his servants, ‘Bring out the best robe and put it on him, and put a ring on his hand and sandals on 
his feet. 
23 And bring the fatted calf here and kill it, and let us eat and be merry; 

24 for this my son was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found.’ And they began to be merry. 

25 “Now his older son was in the field. And as he came and drew near to the house, he heard music and dancing. 
26 So he called one of the servants and asked what these things meant. 
27 And he said to him, ‘Your brother has come, and because he has received him safe and sound, your father has killed the 
fatted calf.’ 
28 “But he was angry and would not go in. Therefore his father came out and pleaded with him. 

29 So he answered and said to his father, ‘Lo, these many years I have been serving you; I never 
transgressed your commandment at any time; and yet you never gave me a young goat, that I might make 
merry with my friends. 

30 But as soon as this son of yours came, who has devoured your livelihood with harlots, you killed the fatted calf for him.’ 

31 “And he said to him, ‘Son, you are always with me, and all that I have is yours. 

32 It was right that we should make merry and be glad, for your brother was dead and is alive again, and was 
lost and is found.’ ”

Jesus was born into a sinful corrupt environment, with the mission to 
fulfill the will of God:

Hebrews 10:5–7 (NKJV)
5 Therefore, when He came into the world, He said: “Sacrifice and offering You did not desire, But a body You have prepared 
for Me. 
6 In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin You had no pleasure. 

7 Then I said, ‘Behold, I have come— In the volume of the book it is written of Me— To do Your will, O God.’ ”

Isaiah 53:6 (NKJV)

6 All we like sheep have gone astray; We have turned, every one, to his own way; And the Lord has laid on 
Him the iniquity of us all.
Romans 4:25 (NKJV)

25 who was delivered up because of our offenses, and was raised because 
of our justification.
1 Peter 3:18 (NKJV)

18 For Christ also suffered once for sins, the just for the unjust, that He 
might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive by 
the Spirit,

It’s a lesson in HUMILITY, because as Jeremiah the prophet said:

Jeremiah 10:23 (NKJV)
23 O Lord, I know the way of man is not in himself; It is not in man who walks to direct his own 
steps.

It was never God’s purpose that all those Old Testament sacrifices could 
ever satisfy God's perfect righteous requirement.

But rather the entire law and sacrificial system given to corporate Israel by 
God, was pointing to a savior that God himself would provide, who would 
be born into the human race as a man, and fulfill all the law and the 
prophets to the T, He would crosse every T and dott every i. 

And having accomplished everything with absolute perfection, He became 
that perfect spotless lame that could be sacrificed for sins, past, present, 
and future, of all mankind.

this savior would be 
the only begotten son 

of God

Adam in perfect environment, not yet having the nature to sin, and with the 
temptation of the serpent alone; he disobeyed God 

Jesus, like Adam, was born without a sin nature, but in contrast to Adam, Jesus was born 
into a fallen world. And yet he fulfilled all of God's will with perfection. As a result, in His 
humanity he will inherit what Adam failed to accomplish. 

He will subdue the earth and rule as King on the throne of his father David, 
over all things.

The inheritance

The Biblical concept of 
inheritance has to do with 
possession or ownership.

There is a process 
necessary before 
inheritance

Presently, the Lord Jesus Christ, 
because of His spiritual growth, 

He has inherited a more 
excellent name than the 
angels. 

But in the future, after the great 

tribulation, Jesus Christ will 
inherit all things.

He has by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.

Everything the writer has said thus far, has been leading to this particular point.

vv. 5 through the end of the chapter, give the bases for this final statement in vv. 4

Jesus. As it is also written in the second Psalm: ‘You are My 
Son, Today I have begotten You.’

Psalm 2:7–8 (NKJV)

In relation to Jesus humanity this 
occurred following the resurrection

He did not lose that when He became incarnate.  He always upheld everything in His deity.
