Under inspiration of the Holy Spirit the father is now forewarning his 
son to watch out for these sinners, his peer group who have 
rejected the Word of God, whose intention is to entice him and 

distract him from the truth—wisdom, the truth of God's 
Word.

The hope is that the son will reject the enticements of his sinful, arrogant, 
rebellious peer group.

The following three versus by inspiration of the Holy Spirit, stress the importance of 
getting the Word of God into our soul now—not tomorrow or next week, it's not something you're 
going to be able to pull off once you’ve “stabilized your life.” 

But wisdom is in fact what stabilizes our life !!!

So you’d better get wisdom now because when crisis and calamity comes tomorrow it’s too late. 

One of the human religious practices of pastors in the modern church is the idea of pastoral counseling. 

Although there may be a place to receive a pastors counsel to gain insight and direction for a particular situation, 

However the idea of all this human wisdom over long periods of time, or any time at all, to solve the issues of life, only 
result in death; the death like experience that is always the result of human methods. 

But godly counsel on the other hand is what should be taking place over the pulpit three times a week: Sunday morning, 
Sunday evening and Thursday evening. 

It is teaching us and training us how to think, how to have discernment and wisdom and skilled living so that when tough 
times come and the crisis hits and the calamity occurs we have already prepared ourselves.

These are Characterizations of the son’s peer group

there is a sermon from wisdom, yes, She rebukes 3 categories of 

fools: 

the simple, the scoffer and the fool.

Council of God

To reverse course, to shift from focusing on self-absorption and 
arrogance to humility.  

In other words, to become a disciple of the word of God, then 

wisdom will be poured out upon them. 

God makes truth available to all at no cost:

Revelation 21:6 (NKJV)
6 And He said to me, “It is done! I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and 

the End. I will give of the fountain of the water of life freely to him 
who thirsts.

There is a cost for refusing or rejecting God.

For the same reason people reject salvation through our Savior Jesus Christ, the 
justified one will often reject wisdom/the council of God; they make the choice 
that they can live life on their own terms, but there's a very high price to pay, 

that price is a death like 
experience of an unbeliever:

The issue is 
always 
volitional

He's using extreme language to emphasize that His response 
will be the exact opposite to their cry for help if they choose 
to reject His counselor

Because they hated knowledge they will suffer the 
consequences of their own bad decisions

In the Hebrew as this word is used in other passages, it's used to describe a very fervent 
emotional pleading, indicating deep distress and profound emotions.

So this isn't just an academic invitation. 

But it shows the extreme ways in which wisdom is offered. 

People say they don't really know if God exists. Why doesn't He make Himself known? 

In fact He couldn't make Himself known any more clearly, the Bible 
says: 

The same is true for wisdom  for the justified believer. wisdom is available to all. 
It is in the Word of God and more than any other time in history we have the truth of 
God's Word available to us.

Romans 1:18–27 (NKJV)

18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who 
suppress the truth in unrighteousness, 

19 because what may be known of God is manifest in them, for God has shown it to them. 

20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood 
by the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without 
excuse, 

21 because, although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile 
in their thoughts, and their foolish hearts were darkened. 
22 Professing to be wise, they became fools, 
23 and changed the glory of the incorruptible God into an image made like corruptible man—and birds and four-footed 
animals and creeping things.

knowledge applied in a skilful and beautiful way.

1853a  ( יִתֶ!  (petî)) simple.

The verb pātâ appears twenty-seven times, 
primarily in the Piel and Pual stems. The basic verb 
idea is “be open, spacious, wide,” and might relate 
to the immature or simple one who is open 
to all kinds of enticement, not having 
developed a discriminating judgment 
as to what is right or wrong.

This is the simplest of the fools, so to 
speak, the mildest; they are the 
ones who are still at a place 
where they can change. 

They can still shift their volition and 
respond to the invitation of 

wisdom. They are the young and 
naive. 

They are intellectually flawed, yet they 
are changeable. 

They haven't really locked things down 
into the stubborn arrogance of negative 
volition yet. 

They are immature. 

They are gullible and susceptible to any 
religious lie that comes their way, so 
they need to be taught and they need to 

understand wisdom. 

Proverbs 7:7 (NKJV)
7 And saw among the simple, I perceived among the youths, A young man 
devoid of understanding,

The Hebrew word (letz) "scoffer" , simply means someone who looks back, 
ridicules, scoffs and makes light of someone else. 

It occurs 14 times in Proverbs and only twice outside of Proverbs

They have gone beyond the point of no return.

This explains why sometimes we get into such polarized arguments with some people. 

They are so committed to a human religious view of life and God that no matter what you 
say all you will accomplish will be to increase the antagonism and intensify the argument 
and the hostility. 

They are never going to listen no matter what you say.

These proverbs that start with the father addressing his son "My son" are 
intended to demonstrate the responsibility of the parent to prepare the child 
to face the realities of this present world, with the intent that the child will be well 
equipped with sound doctrine; before they're old enough to start making their own 
choices and so that they will become mature, doctrinally knowledgeable, spiritually 
strong believers.

In our time the influence of peers, of video and media, of television 

and film and human religion, bring more influence to bear on children that 

often times, the great majority of the time, is not ever discerned by the parent. 

But it is the job of the parent as a disciple, to counter that, and that can't be 
countered just by bringing them to Bible study 3 times a week. 

A parent must be fully engaged. 
We are all constantly under bombardment from the world system that seeks to distract 
us, entice us, tempt us away from the absolutes of God's Word.

And it is for this very reason that we with absolute determination practice:

God’s purpose in the revelation of doctrine, for the disciple is to minimize self-induced destruction, 
and to give joy and peace in the midst of crisis or disasters; both for us and our children

The idea is that the bird cannot comprehend the 
connection between the net, and the seed that is placed in 
it, so he goes for the seed and is trapped, and loses his life

they're not associating their present action, with future death and destruction

Often times sinners who have chosen a path of evil can be very intelligent, and at the 
same time exceptionally stupid

This is simply a sample path that leads to destruction.

Any path that leads away from the straight and narrow, leads to death.

So it could read “if for example they say” come with us, let us lie wait ………

So the trap has been laid 
out, it's been identified 
and it's been exposed by 
wisdom, in order to 
warn the son so that he is 
ready when his peers try 
to entice him down an 
the evil path.

and it’s important to note that though destruction is always the result of a path walked 
in rebellion to God; 

and though people we know presently, who have walked in rebellion to God and 
may be suffering due to choices they've made; we need to be compassionate and do 
our best to help them through their difficulty, presenting Christ as the solution

We can't see the future, so we can't see the end result of their life.

So let's endeavor to persuade them toward faith in Christ. 

If perhaps they may gain Biblical knowledge and be delivered from the destruction 
and darkness of bad choices made without knowledge, from which we ourselves 
were delivered
