The word SAVED, or SALVATION:

 

Romans

Reconciliation & the Spread of sin

We must always understand these words within their scriptural context:

Example:
Paul is speaking to those who are already believers who are secure in their eternal position:

Philippians 2:12–16 (NKJV)

12 Therefore, my beloved, as you have always obeyed, not as in my presence only, but now much more in my absence, 

work out your own SALVATION with fear and trembling; 

13 for it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good pleasure. 

14 Do all things without complaining and disputing, 
15 that you may become blameless and harmless, children of God without fault in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation, among whom 

you shine as lights in the world, 

16 holding fast the word message of Life, so that I may rejoice in the day of Christ that I have not run in 

vain or labored in vain.

The problem was sin, but the solution was reconciliation:

Having already taught on the subject of justification Paul now begins to focus on the 
implications of that justification:

Romans 5:1–21 (NKJV)

1 Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, 

2 through whom also we have access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and rejoice in HOPE of the glory of 
God. 
3 And not only that, but we also glory in tribulations, knowing that tribulation produces perseverance; 
4 and perseverance, character; and character, HOPE. 
5 Now HOPE does not disappoint, because the love of God has been poured out in our hearts by the Holy Spirit who was given to us. 
6 For when we were still without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. 
7 For scarcely for a righteous man will one die; yet perhaps for a good man someone would even dare to die. 
8 But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 

9 Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be saved from wrath through Him. 

10 part 1. For if when we were enemies we were reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, part 2. having been 

reconciled, we shall be saved by His life. 

11 And not only that, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received the 

reconciliation. 

Paul wants us to be very clear on how sin is transmitted:

The origin of sin and condemnation:

12 Therefore, just as through one man thesin entered the world, and death through thesin, and thus death spread to all men, because all 
sinned—

The relation between sin and death:

13 (For until the law sin was in the world, but sin is not 

imputed when there is no law. 

14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, 

even over those who had not sinned according to the likeness of the transgression of Adam, who is a type of Him who 
was to come. 

Paul is going to contrast Adam’s sin with grace through Jesus Christ:

15 But the free gift is not like the offense. For if by the one man’s offense many died, much more the grace of God and 

the gift by the grace of the one Man, Jesus Christ, abounded to many. 

16 And the gift is not like that which came through the one who sinned. For the judgment which came from one offense 

resulted in condemnation, but the free gift which came from many offenses resulted in 
justification. 

17 For if by the one man’s offense death reigned through the one, much more those who 

receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign in Life through the One, 

Jesus Christ.) 

Paul picks up his analogy again, he’s going to connect Adam’s sin and condemnation, with Christ’s obedience 
and justification: 

18 Therefore, as through one man’s offense judgment came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so through one Man’s 

righteous act the free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of Life. 

19 For as by one man’s disobedience many were made sinners, so also by one Man’s obedience 

many will be made righteous. 
20 Moreover the law entered that the offense might abound. But where sin abounded, grace abounded much more, 

21 so that as sin reigned in death, even so grace might reign through righteousness to eternal Life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Solving the problem of sins transmission in the human 

race:

The problem is in three parts:

1. The legal problem: God assigned a legal penalty to the human race of spiritual death, and that legal 
penalty needs to be paid

2. the experience of being spiritually dead for every human being

3. because we are spiritually dead we can only produce unrighteousness
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the implications of 
justification, in 
terms of our 
hope and our 
faith and our 
spiritual life and 
growth
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2 Corinthians 5:19–21 (NKJV)

19 that is, that God was in Christ RECONCILING the world to Himself, not 

imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of 

RECONCILIATION. 

20 Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we 

implore you on Christ’s behalf, be RECONCILED to God. 

21 For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness 
of God in Him.

The Transmission of Sin

How do we do this?

an idiom stressing the importance of how we are to value truth

Paul is instructing what mental attitude is necessary in order to engage our 
will, to understand and then obey truth; thus pleasing God

Answer:
It’s the information of revealed truth, the Holy Spirit helps us 
process that information which becomes knowledge, and the 
result of that knowledge will result in the wise application of it

What is this working?

The goal
The age that we live in

LOGOS

Once again, how do we function as lights in the world? 

By holding on to the Word of God, by learning it and applying it daily. 

But we have to learn it; and that's why we make the highest priority in our life 
assembling ourselves together to learn God's WORD, in order to amend obey it

John 8:12 (NKJV)

12 Then Jesus spoke to them again, saying, “I am the light of the world. He 

who follows Me shall not walk in darkness, but have the light of Life.”

Conclusion: context determines the meaning of the word SALVATION, whether it is referring to: 
justification, 
deliverance from adversity, 
or the rapture, or ………… It doesn't always mean saved in the sense 

of becoming justified and gaining and 
eternal place in heaven

always connected with the concept of peace

Paul is not drawing a logical conclusion based on 
previous information with the use of this word, 

but he is bringing something new to what he has 
been saying in the previous 11 verses. 

It’s like weaving a rope where you lay down one 
thread and then lay another thread on top of it, 
and then you begin to twist them together. That’s 
what Paul is doing in this chapter.

“for this reason”

Paul is going to explain how and why the entire human race are declared sinners. 

We have to understand what:

 the sin nature is 

what Sin is, and 

the basis of our condemnation. 

This understanding is woefully lacking behind the pulpit, and therefore in the pew.

Most people who think they are in danger of going to the lake of fire it’s because of their 

sin.

Others think the reason they are going to be judged at the judgment seat of Christ, is 

because of their sin. 

But as we’ve studied many times “once for all”, Jesus Christ paid the penalty for every 

person’s sin.  

Unfortunately the gospel is often taught with conditions like a hypothetical atonement or a 
potential: 
For example statements like “if you truly believed you won’t commit the worst sins”
Or they’ll say “Jesus died for you but if you reject it He didn’t really die for you, you have to 
pay for your sins in eternity.”
Or they’ll “say you have to get saved again because you’ve been living in sin”

What about the places in the Gospels where Jesus says to the Pharisees:

John 8:21–24 (NKJV)

21 Then Jesus said to them again, “I am going away, and you will seek Me, and will die IN your sin. Where 
I go you cannot come.” 
22 So the Jews said, “Will He kill Himself, because He says, ‘Where I go you cannot come’?” 
23 And He said to them, “You are from beneath; I am from above. You are of this world; I am not of this world. 

24 Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins?; for if you do not believe that I am He, you will 

die in your sins?”

Jesus was clearly saying in John 8:21-24 
‘You will die physically still in a state of spiritual death.’ 

He is not saying they will die paying the price for their personal sins, 

He is saying they are going to physically die, being 
in that state of spiritual death.

Ephesians 2:1–3 (NKJV)

1 And you He made alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins, 
2 in which you once walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of 
the air, the spirit who now works in the sons of disobedience, 
3 among whom also we all once conducted ourselves in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the 
flesh and of the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, just as the others.

Colossians 2:13 (NKJV)

13 And you, being dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made 
alive together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses,

Context: spiritual death:

God’s 
judgment

John 3:18 (NKJV)
18 “He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he who does not believe is condemned 
already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.

Positionally Adam, having received legal condemnation, and now being 

spiritually dead, he passed spiritual death to all of his descendants, now all of his 
descendants are born in a state of spiritual death. 

So no matter what happens at the cross in terms of paying the legal 
penalty the reality is every human being is still experientially dead. 

Isaiah 64:6 (NKJV)

6 But we are all like an unclean thing, And all our righteousnesses 
are like filthy rags; We all fade as a leaf, And our iniquities, like the wind, Have taken 
us away.

Psalm 89:14 (NKJV)

14 Righteousness and justice are the foundation of Your throne; Mercy and 
truth go before Your face.

The 2nd and 3rd problems are the consequence of that 
legal penalty that God assigned to Adam.

The very best that man produce in 
terms of what he thinks to be 
acceptable religious service are 
filthy because they come 
from a toxic soil/ a spiritual 
dead nature

Paul is going to begin with a comparison and contrast between 
Adam and Christ: 

between the sin of Adam and the death of Christ on the cross. 

He starts off with the comparison but doesn’t get to the contrast until v. 18

Much of Christianity understand 
scripture through preconceived ideas, 
often times placed there by the pulpit.

Once they've been taught a certain 
doctrine, then whenever they read 
scripture they're always looking for 
that concept that was placed in their 
mind.

In Romans primarily speaks of
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God's judgment in time

Romans 1:18 (NKJV)
18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven 
against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, 
who suppress the truth in unrighteousness,

Ungodliness usually describes the character, lifestyle 
and the thought system of unbelievers. Ungodly is the 
behaviour of an unbeliever, not that of a believer. So 
the behaviour, lifestyle, and unrighteousness of an 
unbeliever and his rejection of God is going to bring 
about divine discipline in time

Paul having established the foundation for understanding justification, he’s 
going to make sure not to move into understanding the spiritual life (which 
will begin in chapter 6), without his readers first clearly comprehending the 
fact that sin isn’t the issue in terms of the person’s relationship with God.

Paul is now going to digress a little bit to make sure that we understand the 
connection between: 

justification and 

the spiritual life. 

Paul is using this chapter to transition from his past discussion on justification to 
the coming discussion on the spiritual life, which begins in chapter 6. 

With this information it is intended that, we are to learn how we as 

believers should think and react in terms of Sin in our 

personal life.

He’s covering the period from Adam to Moses. 

saying those people were not being imputed their sins because there was no law. 

So they are not condemned for their own personal sin. 

His conclusion is going to be they are condemned for Adam’s sin, but they are 
not going to be condemned for their personal sin—just like we are not 
condemned for our personal sin.

Even though they are under condemnation their condemnation is not based on 
their sin. 

The fact that they were spiritually dead shows that they were under 
condemnation. 

But it is not for their sin, it is for the likeness of Adam’s sin that 
resulted in death to entire human race; his progeny

Romans 5:14 (ESV)

14 Yet death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those whose 
sinning was not like the transgression of Adam, who was a 
type of the one who was to come.

Here condemnation is automatic for everybody, 

but we have already been told that justification isn’t automatic for everybody, 
it is qualified by personal faith and trust in Christ. The free gift isn’t automatic to 
everyone.

Romans 5:1 (NKJV)

1 Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our 
Lord Jesus Christ,

Psalm 89:14 (NKJV)

14 Righteousness and justice are the foundation of Your throne; Mercy and 
truth go before Your face.

Paul brought it back to 

reconciliation uniting all 
men back to God Results in peace with God 

spiritual death
