Through physical death Jesus Christ must enter the most holy place:

The consequences of sin

Eating a piece of fruit rot destruction throughout the universe:

Genesis 3:1–24 (NKJV)
1 Now the serpent was more cunning than any beast of the field which the Lord God had made. And he said to the 
woman, “Has God indeed said, ‘You shall not eat of every tree of the garden’?” 
2 And the woman said to the serpent, “We may eat the fruit of the trees of the garden; 
3 but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God has said, ‘You shall not eat it, nor shall you touch it, 
lest you die.’ ” 
4 Then the serpent said to the woman, “You will not surely die. 
5 For God knows that in the day you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” 
6 So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree desirable to make 
one wise, she took of its fruit and ate.

THE CURSE: is the articulation by God of the consequences for 
sin

15 And I will put enmity Between you and the woman, And between your seed and her Seed; He shall bruise your 
head, And you shall bruise His heel.”

In pain you shall bring forth children; Your desire shall be for your husband, And he shall rule 
over you.” 

17 Then to Adam He said, “Because you have heeded the voice of your wife, and have eaten from the 

tree of which I commanded you, saying, ‘You shall   

not eat of it’: “Cursed is the ground for your sake; In toil you shall eat of it All the days 

of your life. 
18 Both thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you, And you shall eat the herb of the field. 
19 In the sweat of your face you shall eat bread Till you return to the ground, For out of it you were taken; For dust you 
are, And to dust you shall return.” 
20 And Adam called his wife’s name Eve, because she was the mother of all living. 
21 Also for Adam and his wife the Lord God made tunics of skin, and clothed them.

1. Spiritual death/ three hours of SPIRITUAL SEPARATION from God

The sacrifice for spiritual death is now accomplished

6 All we like sheep have gone astray; We have turned, every one, to his own way; And the 
Lord has laid on Him the iniquity of us all.

When did this happen?

Matthew 27:45–46 (NKJV)

Blood

Animal sacrifice in the Old Testament was a physical representation of the physical 
human death of Jesus Christ on the cross. 

Physical human death itself, is a tangible, concrete expression of the spiritual death that 
has already taken place on the cross as payment for our sins. 

Christ's death on the cross involved two categories of death: 1. Spiritual death 2. Physical 
death

Hebrews 9:12–14 (NKJV)

Holy Place once for all, having obtained eternal redemption.

Not the pain would already have been there, but there would now be a 
strong pain associated with child bearing. 

The word translated "sorrow" is the Hebrew word itztzebon, 

this noun is only used three times in the Hebrew Old Testament. 

It can be translated as sorrow, toil, labor, hardship, difficulty. 
it’s physical or emotional sorrow and toil. 
It can refer to mental or physical discomfort. 
It can refer to anguish, and sometimes to sorrow or even anger. 

So the main idea in this word group is of something that is difficult, 
painful, unpleasant, either physical and or mental, but it is definitely 
indicating something that was not there before because they were in 
perfect environment. 

So now the woman is told that there is going to be a curse as a 

consequence related to the process of childbearing.

itztzebon

So there is clearly a theme running through here that sin not only brought 
the spiritual death, but it also brought the consequences of misery and toil 
and pain into human existence. 

The Bible clearly explains that God did not create the world this way, He 
created the world perfect but He gave man volition. 

Man abused his responsibility and used his volition in a wrong way, 
and because of man's wrong choices he brought misery and toil and pain 
and hardship into existence. 

So, "in pain you shall give birth to children." 

This is not indicating that she is just now being able to have children. 

That would suggest that children are a part of the curse, and throughout 
the Bible the theme is that children are a blessing from God. 

The psalmist says: Psalm 127:3–5 (NKJV)
3 Behold, children are a heritage from the Lord, The fruit of the womb is a 
reward. 
4 Like arrows in the hand of a warrior, So are the children of one’s youth. 
5 Happy is the man who has his quiver full of them; They shall not be 
ashamed, But shall speak with their enemies in the gate.

So now there is negative consequences associated with fulfilling that 
original mandate when God said to them:

The woman is going to really have 3 problems as a consequence related 
to her part in the sin.

1. there is going to be pain and toil associated with giving birth. 
2. she is going to enter into an authority conflict with the male. 

This is the beginning of the war of the sexes. It says that her desire shall 
be for her husband. 

In contrast the man is going to want to rule over her. 

This is the Hebrew word mashal means to rule and to dominate,  in many 
passages it’s a tyrannical use of authority. 

So there we see that man and woman in their raw sin nature state are in a 
condition of warfare. The woman wants to run the house, the man wants to 
dominate her. 

There is only one thing that turns that around and that is the gospel of 
Jesus Christ, regeneration followed by spiritual growth under the 
following 2 directives: 
(Ephesians 5:18 ”walk by means of the Spirit” and Colossians 3:16 “let the 
word of Christ dwell in you richly”). 

This is where consequences from the fall begins to get rolled back, and the 

spiritual life/ the abundant life begins.

The consequence of Eve’s sin becomes the natural orientation of the sin 
nature.

Genesis 1:28 (NKJV)
