Humility is the focus of the Son God's entrance into 

human history :

Luke 2:1–7 (ESV)
1 In those days a decree went out from Caesar Augustus that all the world should be registered. 
2 This was the first registration when Quirinius was governor of Syria. 

3 And all went to be registered, each to his own town. 

4 And Joseph also went up from Galilee, from the town of Nazareth, to Judea, to the city of 
David, which is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and lineage of David, 

5 to be registered with Mary, his betrothed, who was with child. 

6 And while they were there, the time came for her to give birth. 

7 And she gave birth to her firstborn son and wrapped him in swaddling cloths and laid him in a 

manger a trough, 

because there was no place for them in the inn.

King David's humility:

The sins of King David:

King David conspires with Joab to murder Uriah the Hittite in order 
to cover the sin of adultery with Uriah’s wife Bathsheba:

The prophet Nathan is sent to king David to tell him a parable:

2 Samuel 12:1–23 (NKJV)
1 Then the Lord sent Nathan to David. And he came to him, and said to him: “There were two men in one city, one rich and 
the other poor. 
2 The rich man had exceedingly many flocks and herds. 
3 But the poor man had nothing, except one little ewe lamb which he had bought and nourished; and it grew up together with 
him and with his children. It ate of his own food and drank from his own cup and lay in his bosom; and it was like a daughter 
to him. 
4 And a traveler came to the rich man, who refused to take from his own flock and from his own herd to prepare one for the 
wayfaring man who had come to him; but he took the poor man’s lamb and prepared it for the man who had come to him.” 

5 So David’s anger was greatly aroused against the man, and he said to Nathan, “As the 
Lord lives, the man who has done this shall surely die! 
6 And he shall restore fourfold for the lamb, because he did this thing and because he had no pity.” 

7 Then Nathan said to David, “You are the man! Thus says the Lord God of Israel: ‘I anointed you king 
over Israel, and I delivered you from the hand of Saul. 
8 I gave you your master’s house and your master’s wives into your keeping, and gave you the house of Israel and Judah. And if 
that had been too little, I also would have given you much more! 

9 Why have you despised the commandment of the Lord, to do evil in His sight? You have 
killed Uriah the Hittite with the sword; you have taken his wife to be your wife, and have 
killed him with the sword of the people of Ammon. 
10 Now therefore, the sword shall never depart from your house, because you have despised Me, and have taken the wife of 
Uriah the Hittite to be your wife.’ 
11 Thus says the Lord: ‘Behold, I will raise up adversity against you from your own house; and I will take your wives before 
your eyes and give them to your neighbor, and he shall lie with your wives in the sight of this sun. 
12 For you did it secretly, but I will do this thing before all Israel, before the sun.’ ” 

David's confession:

13 So David said to Nathan, “I have sinned against 
the Lord.” And Nathan said to David, “The Lord 
also has put away your sin; you shall not die. 
14 However, because by this deed you have given great occasion to the enemies of the Lord to blaspheme, the child also who 
is born to you shall surely die.” 
15 Then Nathan departed to his house. And the Lord struck the child that Uriah’s wife bore to David, and it became ill. 

16 David therefore pleaded with God for the child, and David fasted and went in and lay all 

night on the ground
?

. 

17 So the elders of his house arose and went to him, to raise him up from the ground. But he would not, nor did he 
eat food with them. 
18 Then on the seventh day it came to pass that the child died. And the servants of David 
were afraid to tell him that the child was dead. For they said, “Indeed, while the child was alive, we spoke to him, and he 
would not heed our voice. How can we tell him that the child is dead? He may do some harm!” 

19 When David saw that his servants were whispering, David perceived that the child was dead. Therefore David said to his 
servants, “Is the child dead?” And they said, “He is dead.” 

20 So David arose from the ground, washed and anointed himself, and 
changed his clothes; and he went into the house of the Lord and 
worshiped. Then he went to his own house; and when he requested, they set food before him, and he ate. 
21 Then his servants said to him, “What is this that you have done? You fasted and wept for the child while he was alive, but 
when the child died, you arose and ate food.” 
22 And he said, “While the child was alive, I fasted and wept; for I said, ‘Who can tell whether the Lord will be gracious to me, 
that the child may live?’ 
23 But now he is dead; why should I fast? Can I bring him back again? I shall go to him, but he shall not return to me.”

A Psalm of David, when Nathan the 
prophet went to him, after he had gone in to Bathsheba.

God refers to David as “my servant David”:

11 Moreover the word of the Lord came to me, saying,

18 “You defiled your sanctuaries By the multitude of your iniquities, By the iniquity of your trading; Therefore I brought fire 
from your midst; It devoured you, And I turned you to ashes upon the earth In the sight of all who saw you. 
19 All who knew you among the peoples are astonished at you; You have become a horror, And shall be no more forever.” ’ ”

The Davidic covenant and the eternal King:

7 “And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write, ‘These things says He who is holy, He who is true, “He who 
has the key of David, He who opens and no one shuts, and shuts and no one opens”:

Revelation 5:5 (NKJV)

5 But one of the elders said to me, “Do not weep. Behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the 
Root of David, has prevailed to open the scroll and to loose its seven seals.”

Revelation 22:16 (NKJV)

16 “I, Jesus, have sent My angel to testify to you these things in the churches. I am the Root and the 
Offspring of David, the Bright and Morning Star.”

2 Samuel 7:8–17 (NKJV)

This angelic creature is the ultimate in perfection. God 
created other angelic creatures, but none as perfect as 
this creature.

Perfect in this context related to this 
angelic being, means greatest in 

knowledge and beauty!

The word "seal" is the Hebrew word hattam which has the idea of 
something sealed, like an envelope or a scroll, when they would put wax 
on that document and place an impression of a signet ring into it 
that would close it. 

As a created being Lucifer sealed God's Ultimate design of angelic 
creatures; both with 

1. ability to perform his duties to God as His most exalted of all 
angelic beings serving nearest to God, (“Full of wisdom”)

2. and also his appearance was of such exquisite beauty to 
complement his number one position above all angelic beings. 
(“perfect in beauty”)

The glory of this creature was unsurpassed by any other. 

Context indicates that he was the ultimate in God’s create-ability; (not to 
put limitations on God’s omnipotence; but only to say that this creature 
was the height of perfection according to God's description).

And that being the case, human language could not do justice describing 
the beauty of his actual appearance to the eye; 

After all, it’s a word picture provided for our imagination

Instead of humbly submitting to 
the authority of God his creator

An accurate view of oneself is obtained through divine truth

God's word is a mirror into our soul; it's first and primary 
purpose is to humble the reader, by reflecting back at him, 
his own sinful nature, and to instill in him his absolute 
dependence on the standard of God's revelation of actual 
reality.

1. King Soul: when God's word was presented to him, he always saw the 
other person, and pointed the finger.

2. King David: when God's word was presented to him, he saw himself 
and confessed his sin

How did this majestic Son of God enter onto the seen of human history?

We also know that this will 
not ultimately take place until 
after the great tribulation, 

The five I wills of a 
finite creature, Lucifer

We can understand from the Old Testament that for approximately 4000 
years God has worked to bring human history to a point where 

revelation has prepared people, specifically the Jewish people, to be 
able to understand and identify who the Messiah would be, 

and to prepare the world for a particular time when the Messiah would 
come, 

and with His arrival there would be peace throughout a large segment of 
the world that would enable the spread of the gospel.

so Joseph puts Mary on a donkey and off they go 
on about four or five days of travel. 

According to historical writings on the night that they arrived in Bethlehem 
Mary went into labor and gave birth. 

That would mean that when they left Nazareth she was very close to 
having that baby. 

And I don't think it's quite normal to be taking someone that advanced in 
pregnancy and put them on a donkey for the next four days, 

and then arriving in Bethlehem just as she goes into labor that very night. 

They arrive in Bethlehem the city of David, which is Joseph's family town, 
and apparently there is nobody to open their doors to let them come in 
and stay at their home.

The creation of man in the image of God is directly connected to the 
angelic conflict.

Man was created a humble creature without power or knowledge to 
demonstrate his dependence on his creator, and the holiness of authority 
orientation

Jesus demonstrates that holiness by submitting to the authority of his 
Father:

Acts 4:25–30 (NKJV)
25 who by the mouth of Your servant David have said: ‘Why did the nations rage, And the 
people plot vain things? 
26 The kings of the earth took their stand, And the rulers were gathered together Against the 
Lord and against His Christ.’ 

27 “For truly against Your holy Servant Jesus, whom You anointed, both Herod 
and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles and the people of Israel, were gathered together 
28 to do whatever Your hand and Your purpose determined before to be done. 
29 Now, Lord, look on their threats, and grant to Your servants that with all boldness they may 
speak Your word, 
30 by stretching out Your hand to heal, and that signs and wonders may be done through the 

name of Your holy Servant Jesus.”

John 8:29 (NKJV)

29 And He who sent Me is with Me. The Father has not 

left Me alone, for I always do those things that 
please Him.”

David for his sins, saying that he was 
a terrible example.

2 Samuel 11:24–27 (NKJV)
24 The archers shot from the wall at your servants; and some of the king’s servants are dead, and your 
servant Uriah the Hittite is dead also.” 

25 Then David said to the messenger, “Thus you shall say to Joab: ‘Do not let this thing displease you, for 
the sword devours one as well as another. Strengthen your attack against the city, and overthrow it.’ So 
encourage him.” 

26 When the wife of Uriah heard that Uriah her husband was 
dead, she mourned for her husband. 

27 And when her mourning was over, David sent and brought her to his house, and she became his wife 

and bore him a son. But the thing that David had done displeased the 
Lord.

Psalm 51:title–19 (NKJV)
1 Have mercy upon me, O God, According to Your lovingkindness; According to the multitude 
of Your tender mercies, Blot out my transgressions.

3 For I acknowledge my transgressions, And my sin is always before me. 
4 Against You, You only, have I sinned, And done this evil in Your sight— That You may be found 
just when You speak, And blameless when You judge.

when he sinned he confessed his sin
