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On the day of the judgment seat of Christ, we will be compared to the 
written word.

And the question will be: did you care enough to know the word of God 
precisely? 
And did you do the word of God precisely, the way God said to do it?

Romans 12

The Word of God will be the only thing that will abide 

1 John 2:15–17 (NKJV)
15 Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. 

16 For all that is in the world—the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life—is not of the Father 
but is of the world. 

17 And the world is passing away, and the lust of it; but he who does 
the will of God abides forever.

Matthew 24:35 (NKJV)

35 Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will by no means pass away.

1 Peter 1:22–25 (NKJV)
22 Since you have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit in sincere love of the brethren, love one 
another fervently with a pure heart, 
23 having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides 
forever, 

24 because “All flesh is as grass, And all the glory of man as the flower of 
the grass. The grass withers, And its flower falls away, 

25 But the word of the Lord endures forever.” Now this is the word which by the gospel was 
preached to you.

A believer can blindly serve God::
1 Corinthians 2:11–14 (NKJV)
11 For what man knows the things of a man except the spirit of the man which is in him? Even so no one 
knows the things of God except the Spirit of God. 
12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know 
the things that have been freely given to us by God. 
13 These things we also speak, not in words which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit 
teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 
14 But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; 

nor can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

The only way we know if something will remain at the judgment seat 
of Christ when our works are tested by fire, is if we know what the 
word of God says, and how it says to do it; and that's precisely what we 
are doing!!!

1 Corinthians 3:1–15 (NKJV)
1 And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual people but as to carnal, as to babes in Christ. 
2 I fed you with milk and not with solid food; for until now you were not able to receive it, and even now you are still not 
able; 

3 for you are still carnal. For where there are envy, strife, and divisions among you, are 

you not carnal and behaving like mere men? 

4 For when one says, “I am of Paul,” and another, “I am of Apollos,” are you not carnal? 
5 Who then is Paul, and who is Apollos, but ministers through whom you believed, as the Lord gave to each one? 
6 I planted, Apollos watered, but God gave the increase. 
7 So then neither he who plants is anything, nor he who waters, but God who gives the increase. 
8 Now he who plants and he who waters are one, and each one will receive his own reward according to his own labor. 
9 For we are God’s fellow workers; you are God’s field, you are God’s building. 

The real issue at the judgment seat of Christ is going to be; did I 
carefully build with the materials God gave me?

10 According to the grace of God which was given to me, as a wise master builder I have laid the foundation, and another 
builds on it. But let each one take heed how he builds on it. 

11 For no other foundation can anyone lay than that which is laid, which is Jesus 
Christ. 

The rest of the building must be built with brick and mortar, which is 
the text and the context of scripture:
12 Now if anyone builds on this foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw, 

13 each one’s work will become clear; for the Day will declare it, because it will 

be revealed by fire; and the fire will test each one’s work, of what sort it is. 

14 If anyone’s work which he has built on it endures, he will receive a 
reward. 

15 If anyone’s work is burned, he will suffer loss; but he himself will be saved, yet so as through fire.

The refined gold of verse 18:

It's receiving the word of God just as it is:

Revelation 3:14–22 (NKJV)
14 “And to the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write, ‘These things says the Amen, the Faithful and True Witness, the 
Beginning of the creation of God: 

15 “I know your works, that you are neither cold nor hot. I could wish you were cold or hot. 

16 So then, because you are lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will vomit you out of My mouth. 
17 Because you say, ‘I am rich, have become wealthy, and have need of nothing’—and do not know that you are wretched, 
miserable, poor, blind, and naked—

18 I counsel you to buy from Me 1. gold refined in the fire, that you may be rich; and 2. white garments, 
that you may be clothed, 

that the shame of your nakedness may not be revealed; and anoint your eyes with 
eye salve, that you may see. 

19 As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten. Therefore be zealous and repent. 
20 Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and dine 
with him, and he with Me. 
21 To him who overcomes I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His 
throne. 
22 “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.” ’ ”

The exodus generation of believers didn't pay attention doctrine:

Due to arrogance rebellion and self will the children of Israel forfeited 
there inheritance in time:

Numbers 13:1–33 (NKJV)

1 And the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, 

2 “Send men to spy out the land of Canaan, which I am giving 
to the children of Israel; from each tribe of their fathers you shall send a man, every 

one a leader among them.” 

3 So Moses sent them from the Wilderness of Paran          according to the command of the Lord, 

all of them men who were heads of the children of Israel. 
4 Now these were their names: from the tribe of Reuben, Shammua the son of Zaccur; 
5 from the tribe of Simeon, Shaphat the son of Hori; 
6 from the tribe of Judah, Caleb the son of Jephunneh; 
7 from the tribe of Issachar, Igal the son of Joseph; 
8 from the tribe of Ephraim, Hoshea the son of Nun; 
9 from the tribe of Benjamin, Palti the son of Raphu; 
10 from the tribe of Zebulun, Gaddiel the son of Sodi; 
11 from the tribe of Joseph, that is, from the tribe of Manasseh, Gaddi the son of Susi; 
12 from the tribe of Dan, Ammiel the son of Gemalli; 
13 from the tribe of Asher, Sethur the son of Michael; 
14 from the tribe of Naphtali, Nahbi the son of Vophsi; 
15 from the tribe of Gad, Geuel the son of Machi. 
16 These are the names of the men whom Moses sent to spy out the land. And Moses called Hoshea the son of Nun, Joshua. 
17 Then Moses sent them to spy out the land of Canaan, and said to them, “Go up this way into the South, and go up to the mountains, 
18 and see what the land is like: whether the people who dwell in it are strong or weak, few or many; 
19 whether the land they dwell in is good or bad; whether the cities they inhabit are like camps or strongholds; 
20 whether the land is rich or poor; and whether there are forests there or not. Be of good courage. And bring some of the fruit of the land.” Now the time 
was the season of the first ripe grapes. 
21 So they went up and spied out the land from the Wilderness of Zin as far as Rehob, near the entrance of Hamath. 
22 And they went up through the South and came to Hebron; Ahiman, Sheshai, and Talmai, the descendants of Anak, were there. (Now Hebron was built 
seven years before Zoan in Egypt.) 
23 Then they came to the Valley of Eshcol, and there cut down a branch with one cluster of grapes; they carried it between 
two of them on a pole. They also brought some of the pomegranates and figs. 
24 The place was called the Valley of Eshcol, because of the cluster which the men of Israel cut down there. 

25 And they returned from spying out the land after forty days. 
26 Now they departed and came back to Moses and Aaron and all the congregation of the children of Israel in the 
Wilderness of Paran, at Kadesh; they brought back word to them and to all the congregation, and showed them the fruit of 
the land. 

27 Then they told him, and said: “We went to the land where you sent us. It truly flows with milk and 
honey, and this is its fruit. 

28 Nevertheless the people who dwell in the land are strong; the cities are fortified and very large; 

moreover we saw the descendants of Anak there. 
29 The Amalekites dwell in the land of the South; the Hittites, the Jebusites, and the Amorites dwell in the mountains; and 
the Canaanites dwell by the sea and along the banks of the Jordan.” 

30 Then Caleb quieted the people before Moses, and said, “Let us go up at once and take possession, for we are well able 
to overcome it.” 

31 But the men who had gone up with him said, “We are not able to go up against the people, for they are stronger 

than we.” 
32 And they gave the children of Israel a bad report of the land which they had spied out, saying, “The land through which 
we have gone as spies is a land that devours its inhabitants, and all the people whom we saw in it are men of great stature. 
33 There we saw the giants (the descendants of Anak came from the giants); and we were like grasshoppers in our own 
sight, and so we were in their sight.”

Numbers 14:1–11 (NKJV)

1 So all the congregation lifted up their voices and cried, and the people wept that night. 

2 And all the children of Israel complained against Moses and Aaron, and the whole congregation said to them, 

“If only we had died in the land of Egypt! Or if only we had died in this wilderness! 
3 Why has the Lord brought us to this land to fall by the sword, that our wives and children should become victims? Would 
it not be better for us to return to Egypt?” 

4 So they said to one another, “Let us select a leader and return to 
Egypt.” 

5 Then Moses and Aaron fell on their faces before all the assembly of 
the congregation of the children of Israel. 

6 But Joshua the son of Nun and Caleb the son of Jephunneh, who were among those who had 
spied out the land, tore their clothes; 
7 and they spoke to all the congregation of the children of Israel, saying: “The land we passed 
through to spy out is an exceedingly good land. 

8 If the Lord delights in us, 

then He will bring us into this land and give it to us, ‘a land which flows with milk and honey.’ 

9 Only do not rebel against the Lord, nor fear the people of the land, for they are our bread; their protection has 

departed from them, and the Lord is with us. Do not fear them.” 

10 And all the congregation said to stone them with stones. Now the glory of the Lord appeared in the 

tabernacle of meeting before all the children of Israel. 

11 Then the Lord said to Moses: “How long 
will these people reject Me? And how long will 
they not believe Me, with all the signs which I 
have performed among them?

Moses intercedes on behalf of the children of Israel:
Numbers 14:20–24 (NKJV)

20 Then the Lord said: “I have pardoned, according to your word; 

21 but truly, as I live, all the earth shall be filled with the glory of the Lord—

22 because all these men who have seen My glory and the signs which I did in Egypt and 
in the wilderness, and have put Me to the test now these ten times, and have not heeded My voice, 
23 they certainly shall not see the land of which I swore to their fathers, nor shall any of those who rejected Me see it. 

24 But My servant Caleb, because he has a different spirit in him and has followed Me fully, I will bring into the 

land where he went, and his descendants shall inherit it.
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Romans is a book written to church age believers, teaching us:

the judgment seat of Christ:
If you know anything about the word of God, and it's message to humanity, 
you know that man is easily deceived!

So your highest priority will be to place your trust in and dependence on what 

God has written; that is what authority orientation is.

Man is as dependent on God's authority over him, as a newborn baby is to the 
nipples of his mother.

the judgment seat of Christ
Is not going to expose all your bad deeds, or you're a human moral 
religious service to God; 

but it will expose your precise obedience to the text of written scripture

God had already given this saved exodus generation of Jews many signs 
and wonders, they clearly had an abundance of empirical evidence to give 
them confidence to rely on God's instruction and guidance

according to the command of the Lord

30 Then Caleb quieted the people before Moses, and said, “Let us go up at once and take 
possession, for we are well able to overcome it.”

Signs were given to begin with, to give them confidence to 
obey His instruction

the clear implication in Joshua and Caleb's 
plea to the children of Israel is that:

 if they will listen and obey

Hebrews 3:14–4:2 (NKJV)
14 For we have become partakers partners of Christ if we hold the beginning of our confidence steadfast to 
the end, 

15 while it is said: “Today, if you will hear His voice, Do not harden your hearts as 
in the rebellion.” 
16 For who, having heard, rebelled? Indeed, was it not all who came out of Egypt, led by Moses? 
17 Now with whom was He angry forty years? Was it not with those who sinned, whose corpses fell in the 
wilderness? 

18 And to whom did He swear that they would not enter His rest, but to those who did not 
obey? 

19 So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief. 

1 Therefore, since a promise remains of entering His rest, let us fear lest any of you seem to 
have come short of it. 
2 For indeed the gospel was preached to us as well as to them; but the word which they heard did not 

profit them, not being mixed with faith in those who heard it.

This is one of those passages that if not paying 
attention to context, or looking at the original 
manuscript, pastors frequently assume a 
meaning that's not there

The sin nature plays off of the lusts that are 
related to our physical pleasure; the material 
part of our nature. 

This would include sexual, and other physical 
pleasure lusts, chemical lusts, alcohol lust, 

lust for having other material things that we 
don't have.

Independent boastful arrogance that makes man 
think that he can make life work apart from 
God. 

All of that has its origin in the cosmic system.

The reason this is wrong is because it is temporal, it is all going to disappear. 

That is why in spiritual adolescence the issue is having an understanding of 
eternity, to gain an eternal perspective.

perfect tense

perfect — The verb tense used by the writer to describe a 
completed verbal action that occurred in the past but which 
produced a state of being or a result that exists in the present (in 
relation to the writer). The emphasis of the perfect is not the past action 
so much as it is as such but the present “state of affairs” resulting from 
the past action.

By acting on the refined word
