Angelic Rebellion 

Sons of God:

We are studying sons of God:

Job 1:6–7 (NKJV)

6 Now there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the Lord, 

and Satan also came among them. 

7 And the Lord said to Satan, “From where do you come?” So Satan answered the Lord and said, 

“From going to and fro on the earth, and from walking back and forth on it.”

Job 2:1–6 (NKJV)

1 Again there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the Lord, and Satan came also 

among them to present himself before the Lord. 
2 And the Lord said to Satan, “From where do you come?” Satan answered the Lord and said, “From going to and fro on the 
earth, and from walking back and forth on it.” 
3 Then the Lord said to Satan, “Have you considered My servant Job, that there is none like him on the earth, a blameless and 
upright man, one who fears God and shuns evil? And still he holds fast to his integrity, although you incited Me against him, 
to destroy him without cause.” 
4 So Satan answered the Lord and said, “Skin for skin! Yes, all that a man has he will give for his life. 

5 But stretch out Your hand now, and touch his bone and his flesh, and he will surely curse You to Your face!” 
6 And the Lord said to Satan, “Behold, he is in your hand, but spare his life.”

“I said you are gods”:

Context is always the key to unlock biblical understanding:

Deuteronomy 32:8–9 (ESV)

8 When the Most High gave to the nations their inheritance, when he divided mankind, he fixed the borders 

of the peoples according to the number of the sons of God. 

When Jesus quotes Psalm 82:6 He is claiming to be God; that's the issue 
in the following passage:

John 10:22–39 (NKJV)
22 Now it was the Feast of Dedication in Jerusalem, and it was winter. 
23 And Jesus walked in the temple, in Solomon’s porch. 

24 Then the Jews surrounded Him and said to Him, “How long do You keep us in doubt? If You 

are the Christ, tell us plainly.” 

25 Jesus answered them, “I told you, and you do not believe. The works that I do in My Father’s 
name, they bear witness of Me. 

26 But you do not believe, because you are not of My sheep, as I said to you. 
27 My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me. 

28 And I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; neither shall anyone snatch them out of My hand. 
29 My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; and no one is able to snatch them out of My Father’s hand. 

30 I and My Father are one.” 

31 Then the Jews took up stones again to stone Him. 

32 Jesus answered them, “Many good works I have shown you from My Father. For which of those 
works do you stone Me?” 
33 The Jews answered Him, saying, “For a good work we do not stone You, but for blasphemy, and 
because You, being a Man, make Yourself God.” 

34 Jesus answered them, “Is it not written in your law, ‘I said, “You are gods” ’? 
35 If He called them gods, to whom the word of God came (and the Scripture cannot be broken), 

36 do you say of Him whom the Father sanctified and sent into the world, ‘You are blaspheming,’ because

I said, ‘I am the Son of God’? 
37 If I do not do the works of My Father, do not believe Me; 

38 but if I do, though you do not believe Me, believe the works, that you may know and believe that the Father 
is in Me, and I in Him.” 

39 Therefore they sought again to seize Him, but He escaped out of their hand.

Obtain the meaning of Elohiym from the scripture:

Elohiym is used thousands of times in the old testament for God, and that's the primary 
meaning.

This is not a title or description of deity; not a name.

As a title for Yahweh God: 
Genesis 1:1–2 (NKJV)

1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 

2 The earth was without form, and void; and darkness was on the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering over 
the face of the waters.

Genesis 1:26–27 (NKJV)

26 Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; let them have dominion over the fish of the 

sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” 

27 So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them.

Exodus 20:1–3 (NKJV)

1 And God spoke all these words, saying: 

2 “I am the Lord your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. 

3 “You shall have no other gods before Me.

As a title meaning Angels:
Psalm 8:4–5 (NKJV)
4 What is man that You are mindful of him, And the son of man that You visit him? 

5 For You have made him a little lower than the angels, And You have crowned 
him with glory and honor.

As a title for false gods behind the idols/ Demons:
Deuteronomy 32:16–17 (NKJV)

16 They provoked Him to jealousy with foreign gods; With abominations they provoked Him to anger. 

17 They sacrificed to demons, not to God, To gods they did not know, To new gods, new arrivals That your fathers did not 
fear.

Daniel 11:36–38 (NKJV)
36 “Then the king shall do according to his own will: he shall exalt and magnify himself above every god, shall speak 

blasphemies against the God of gods, and shall prosper till the wrath has been accomplished; for what has been 
determined shall be done. 

37 He shall regard neither the God of his fathers nor the desire of women, nor regard any god; for he shall exalt himself 
above them all. 

38 But in their place he shall honor a god of fortresses; and a god which his fathers did not know he shall honor with gold 

and silver, with precious stones and pleasant things.

As a title for a departed human Spirit:

1 Samuel 28:13–15 (NKJV)

13 And the king said to her, “Do not be afraid. What did you see?” And the woman said to Saul, “I saw a spirit ascending 
out of the earth.” 
14 So he said to her, “What is his form?” And she said, “An old man is coming up, and he is covered with a mantle.” And 

Saul perceived that it was Samuel, and he stooped with his face to the ground and bowed down. 

15 Now Samuel said to Saul, “Why have you disturbed me by bringing me up?” And Saul answered, “I am deeply 
distressed; for the Philistines make war against me, and God has departed from me and does not answer me anymore, neither 
by prophets nor by dreams.

What is the common denominator for all of these usages?

It's a title for those who live in the celestial realm, the heavenly realm, and that 
is their abode.

Doesn't mean DIVINE, and it 
doesn't always mean God

Angels are sometimes simply referred to as elohiym (weather fallen or elect/holy angels) 
because of the fact they are those who live in this celestial realm, the heavenly 
realm, and that is their abode.

And sometimes they are referred to as stars for the same reason.

Bene Yahweh is sons of Yahweh and that’s restricted to Israel.

Moses, you will be as if you were God speaking to Aaron:

Exodus 4:10–16 (NASB95)

10 Then Moses said to the Lord, “Please, Lord, I have never been eloquent, neither recently nor in 
time past, nor since You have spoken to Your servant; for I am slow of speech and slow of tongue.” 

11 the Lord said to him, “Who has made man’s mouth? Or who makes him mute or deaf, or seeing or 

blind? Is it not I, the Lord? 
12 “Now then go, and I, even I, will be with your mouth, and teach you what you are to say.” 
13 But he said, “Please, Lord, now send the message by whomever You will.” 

14 Then the anger of the Lord burned against Moses, and He said, “Is there not your brother Aaron 
the Levite? I know that he speaks fluently. And moreover, behold, he is coming out to meet you; when he 
sees you, he will be glad in his heart.

9 “For any kind of trespass, whether it concerns an ox, a donkey, a sheep, or clothing, or for any kind of 
lost thing which another claims to be his, the cause of both parties shall come before the judges; and 
whomever the judges condemn shall pay double to his neighbor.

Most commentaries say that the judges, whom they call “’elohiym” in 
Psalm 82, were human judges in Israel. 

They say, what Jesus is saying here is, “You’re not upset when in the Psalm 
it says that the human judges are “’elohiym.” So why are you stoning Me?” 

But if that’s what Jesus was arguing, what He would be saying is, “I’m like 
those human judges in Psalm 82,” and that would be emphasizing his 
humanity. 

But context is glaringly evident that Jesus is unapologetic to answer their 

question in very plain words saying ”I and My Father 
are one”

Context is clear that He's speaking of all nationsContext clearly indicates 
God is addressing the 
fallen angels/
elohiym who had 
been placed as 
princes over the 

nations

So, it’s just the opposite of what many 
commentaries are claiming, and what so 
many people are taught. 

He is emphasizing that He is divine because 
He’s one with the God Who called that 
assembly of angels.

stars of heaven is a metaphorical term referring to angels, not physical stars. 

It is a metaphorical title for angels. Satan takes a third of the angels of Heaven and threw them 
to the earth. 

This depicts this warfare that has taken place ever since the fall of Satan, this angelic warfare, 

angelic rebellion, demonic influence that shapes and 
influences all of human history.

That is Mary, she is ready to give birth. Satan

Isaiah 6:1–5 (NKJV)
1 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord 
sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, and the train 
of His robe filled the temple.

his feet, and with two he flew.

The inanimate objects in the temple were said to 
be holy, an inanimate object cannot be morally pure
