14 “You were the anointed cherub who covers; I established you; You were 
on the holy mountain of God; You walked back and forth 

in the midst of fiery stones. 

15 You were perfect in your ways from the day you were created,

 Till iniquity was found in you. 

16 “By the abundance of your trading You became filled with violence within, 

And you sinned; Therefore I cast you as a profane thing Out of the mountain of God; And I destroyed you, O 
covering cherub, From the midst of the fiery stones.

Become familiar with the word of God through daily reading:
Better to read the Bible and have questions, then not to read and have no sense of 
familiarity

When the older generation in your family (who have been faithfully obeying God's 
word for many years)  occasionally steps in and respectfully offers words of guidance 
for you as a parent, or occasionally demonstrates a good parenting method with your 
child; then you be wise in the sight of your child and don't correct or reject or shun that 

wisdom. Because that senior is doing it in the fear of God!!!

It's out of love for you and your child, not to override or usurp your position as a 

parent, but rather to strengthen your position as 
a parent, and your child's respect for you.
It's this kind of interaction in the family that is rewardable at the judgment seat of Christ

It's certainly true that after being justified, until we have a good footing in Bible 
doctrine, we've all been deceived at times.

But our standard for belief is God's Word, not the word of man

His punishment is carried out at the end of the tribulation

This picture is a judgment of God on this anointed cherub just doesn't fit into Genesis chapter 
2 before the serpent tempts Eve. 

This is what happens with Satan. He’s fallen, and then we know from Revelation that he is 

going to at a particular point in the future, he's going to take a third of the 
angels with him. 

Revelation 12:4 (NKJV)

4 His tail drew a third of the stars of heaven and threw 
them to the earth. 

And the dragon stood before the woman who was ready to give birth, to devour her Child as 
soon as it was born.

It's important to note that revelation does not always 
read in chronological order/in sequence of events. 

It looks forward and then it looks back and then forward 
again

But this judgment described in Ezekiel 
occurs at the end of the great tribulation, as 
part of the cleansing of the heavens and 
earth on the day of the lord

Revelation 20:1–3 (NKJV)
1 Then I saw an angel coming down from heaven, having the key to the bottomless pit and a great chain in his 
hand. 

2 He laid hold of the dragon, that serpent of old, who is the Devil and 
Satan, and bound him for a thousand years; 
3 and he cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal on him, so that he should deceive 
the nations no more till the thousand years were finished. But after these things he must be released for a little 
while.

This is the focal point. 

He wants to destroy the child that she is going to bring to the earth because that 
is the birth of the savior of the world, the Lord Jesus Christ.
