Remember that any time there is that concept of a perfect tense in 
Greek it indicates completed action in the past. 

This holds true for the perfect tense of hayah and it is translated 
that way in a couple of different passages.

There are many other passages that gives us an exegetical basis for 

translating “was” as “the earth had become,” indicating that a 
transformation had taken place. 

The best translation for this verse would be “But the earth 
had become (what the following 3 circumstantial 

clauses indicate) “a disordered waste, and empty”;

That piece of puzzle from Job’s account: where all angelic beings were 
united singing together and shouting for joy at the moment of Earths 
creation; that is the same exact moment here in Genesis 1:1

Moses was inscripturating the book of Genesis in 1446 BC. 

So the Jews on the plains of Moab already have a history of revelatory terminology, 
they would clearly interpret words on the basis of their prior knowledge of their use. 

Three circumstantial clauses:
How does the earth 
become:

3. why is it necessary for 
the Spirit of God to 
generate a flutter over the 
face of the deep?

Immediately following this event due 
to its magnificence, all angelic beings 
shouted for joy, according to 
Job:
