Psalm 82:1–8 (NKJV)

1 God stands in the congregation of the mighty; He judges among the gods. 
2 How long will you judge unjustly, And show partiality to the wicked? Selah 
3 Defend the poor and fatherless; Do justice to the afflicted and needy. 
4 Deliver the poor and needy; Free them from the hand of the wicked. 
5 They do not know, nor do they understand; They walk about in darkness; All the foundations of the earth are unstable. 

6 I said, “You are gods, And all of you are children of the Most High. 

7 But you shall die like men, And fall like one of the humanprinces that you're influencing.”

God's judgment has been revealed in Genesis 6 against the wickedness of man:

Romans 1:18–32 (NKJV)

18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who 
suppress the truth in unrighteousness, 
19 because what may be known of God is manifest in them, for God has shown it to them. 

20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are 
made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse, 
21 because, although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile in their thoughts, and their foolish 
hearts were darkened. 
22 Professing to be wise, they became fools, 
23 and changed the glory of the incorruptible God into an image made like corruptible man—and birds and four-footed animals and creeping 
things. 

24 Therefore God also gave them up to uncleanness, in the lusts of their hearts, to dishonor their bodies among 
themselves, 
25 who exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and worshiped and served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed forever. Amen. 
26 For this reason God gave them up to vile passions. For even their women exchanged the natural use for what is against nature. 
27 Likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust for one another, men with men committing what is shameful, 
and receiving in themselves the penalty of their error which was due. 
28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a debased mind, to do those things which are not fitting; 
29 being filled with all unrighteousness, sexual immorality, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, strife, deceit, evil-
mindedness; they are whisperers, 
30 backbiters, haters of God, violent, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents, 
31 undiscerning, untrustworthy, unloving, unforgiving, unmerciful; 

32 who, knowing the righteous judgment of God, that those who practice such things are deserving of death, not 
only do the same but also approve of those who practice them.

We want to be careful not to miss handle the word of God; and certainly these 
passages concerning angelic involvement in human affairs have been grocery miss-
handled. 

Many so-called Bible teachers are grossly mystical, and exaggerate, teaching things that 
are nowhere found in God's word
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The primary purpose of God's word is to deliver to the 
faithful believer the eternal perspective, 

teaching him how to identify sin, 

in order to transform how we view the entire world 
around us.

But until we can identify sin; we'll think like the world, in 
those areas not identified

The Pentateuch from the Qumran scrolls. 
Deuteronomy 32:8 

(ESV) & (LEB)
(NRSV)
says “according to the Number of the sons of God”

(NET) translates it “according to the number of the heavenly assembly.”

The difference is that this text is saying that God divides up the nations according to the number of 
the heavenly beings, “according to the sons of God”. 

The traditional translation takes it as “according to the number of Israel”. But that doesn’t make 
sense, in light of the greater context of scripture.

The Tower of Babel is back around 2800 BC. 

Take 2800 and subtract 1400 when Moses is writing, and you come out with a 1400-year 
difference.

When does Abraham get called in Genesis 12? 

When is he given the Abrahamic Covenant and he’s called out to form a new people? 

Answer: in 2000 BC, 800 years after the Tower of Babel.

At the Tower of Babel why would God say He was going to 
divide up the nations according to the sons of Israel, when Israel 
doesn’t even exist yet? 

The Pentateuch at Qumran was older than the Masoretic Text, because it had fewer 
vowel points in it. In Hebrew it’s all consonants. 

The Masoretes developed this system of putting in vowels that are points and dashes and several marks, 

which indicate where the vowels should be. The Masoretes invented that.

If you go back to a copy that has very few vowel points in it, then it’s older than what the 

Masoretes developed.

They're translated from the newer manuscripts, the Masoretic Text.

Many of these charismatic Pentecostal churches very much like this phony charismatic “pastor“ so cold, Her 
name is Paula White, she is one of the evangelicals who counsel and gave advice to President Trump, she’s a 
flaky deceiver.

But they get these mystical “revelations”  all the time, and they think all the revelatory gifts continue, 
because they don't care to pay attention to context. 

Out of their own imagination they get “words of wisdom” and “words of knowledge.” 

1 Corinthians 13 tells us that knowledge and prophecy were given for a limited period of time, and that when 

the perfect comes than that which is in part or temporary will be done away with.

We can say with the utmost confidence that those revelatory gifts are no longer in 
operation by our close examination of the context of the passage.

So what happens today in the charismatic Pentecostal movement, which is often dominated by people who 

believe in dominion theology … Which is another completely false doctrine, that says “we need to 
take dominion over this earth in the name of Jesus.” 

And that includes taking dominion over Boise or any city,  taking dominion over 
Satan, and taking dominion over the demons,  or over these “territorial 
spirits.” 

But the real question is whether or not you believe the word of God to be 
sufficient. 

1. Are we going to judge our culture, our experience, our history on the basis of the Word of God? 
2. Or are we going to let history, culture, experience, and the baseless unsubstantiated opinions and 

teachings of carnally minded “pastors” determine how we interpret the Word of God? 

Those are really the important questions!

Does the Bible tell us how to interpret our experience, and how to interpret our culture? 

Or does the culture dominate the Scripture? 

That’s what’s happening today, once you’ve denied that the Bible is the objective, revealed Word 
of God, then it’s just like any other book.

Charismatic Christianity is a major compromise with mysticism and paganism! 

They are interpreting the Bible on the basis of pagan ideas. If you study the pagan religions, they had gods and 

goddesses that were limited to specific geographical areas. You have river gods, valley 
gods, and so on.

But where is Daniel? 

Is he in the territory of Israel? No. 

He’s in Babylon. 

Look at the prince of Greece and the prince of Persia; 
they are over those people, those nations in their empires.

From the interaction here there are what we could call “national angels.” 

These are either elect angels, or they are fallen angels, who are assigned to these National 
leaders. That’s an important thing to point out here, that they are assigned to the kneaders 

and they are not assigned to a specific territory.
