Something motivates the way you’r thinking! 
It’s compelling your decisions and choices you make:
1. It's either the word of God to which you have been transformed. 
or
2. It's this world’s death generated moral ethical human standards.

The spiritual walk is utterly impossible for the believer; 
without that we submit to God's construction

An unregenerated or carnally minded 
man can not produce anything that 

results in life:
