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We are to understand TERMS according to their SCRIPTURAL USAGE:

Life in the commandment 
of God

Grace, Forgiveness, Sin, Love, Love for God, Love for mankind, 
Salvation, Inheritance, Judgment Seat of Christ, the Rapture, and the 
second coming of Christ, Repentance, Faith, Remorse, Sorrow, Regret, 
Eternal Life in the here and now………… 

Most believers have little to no understanding of these terms as they are 

defined by the word of God through context! Because the pastor has a shallow 

perspective of God's word and doesn't understand them.

When you don't understand the intended meaning of the term, and 
you're reading into that term meaning from a religious human 
perspective, that wasn't intended;  you have a faulty understanding of 
doctrine!!! 
You've polluted the word of God; it's no longer Biblical, but earthly.

It's only the eternal life producing word of God 
that will be presented to God the Father by the Son, at the judgment seat 
of Christ:

Colossians 1:15–23 (NKJV)
15 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. 
16 For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or 
dominions or principalities or powers. All things were created through Him and for Him. 
17 And He is before all things, and in Him all things consist. 
18 And He is the head of the body, the church, who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in all things He may 
have the preeminence. 

19 For it pleased the Father that in Him all the fullness should dwell, 

20 and by Him to reconcile all things to Himself, by Him, whether things on earth or things in heaven, having 
made peace through the blood of His cross. 

21 And you, who once were alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, yet now He has reconciled 

22 in the body of His flesh through death, to present you holy, and blameless, and 

above reproach in His sight—

23 if indeed you continue in the faith, grounded and steadfast, and are not moved away from the hope of the gospel which 

you heard, which was preached to every creature under heaven, of which I, Paul, became a minister.

John 8:31–32 (NKJV)

31 Then Jesus said to those Jews who believed Him, “If you abide in My 

word, you are My disciples indeed. 

32 And you shall know the truth,

 and the truth shall make you free.”

We must be careful not to confuse personality characteristics, with doctrine generated character 
qualities:

Peace and happiness are the benefits of knowing doctoring:

The following verses are under the context of verse 34:

John 13:31–38 (NKJV)
31 So, when he had gone out, Jesus said, “Now the Son of Man is glorified, and God is glorified in Him. 
32 If God is glorified in Him, God will also glorify Him in Himself, and glorify Him immediately. 
33 Little children, I shall be with you a little while longer. You will seek Me; and as I said to the Jews, ‘Where I am going, you 
cannot come,’ so now I say to you. 

34 A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another; as I 
have loved you, that you also love one another. 

35 By this all will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one another.”

36 Simon Peter said to Him, “Lord, where are You going?” Jesus answered him, “Where I am going you 

cannot follow Me now, but you shall follow Me afterward.” 

37 Peter said to Him, “Lord, why can I not follow You now?

I will lay down my life for Your sake.” 

Jesus correction to Peter is very sharp:

38 Jesus answered him, “Will you lay down your life for My sake? 

Most assuredly, I say to you, the rooster shall not crow till you have denied Me three times. 

John 14:1-4 (NKJV)

1 “Let not your heart be troubled; you believe in God, believe also in Me. 

2 In My Father’s house are many mansions; if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to 
prepare a place for you. 

3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive 
you to Myself; that where I am, there you may be also. 

4 And where I go you know, and the way you know.”
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For this reason it's not uncommon for a carnally minded individuals to be 
easily drawn by ministers over the pulpit, as they magnify some personality, 

often times they will magnify the personality of John, Peter or Paul, or 

one of the prophets; and their tendency is to emulate that personality, and 
develop their own personality to a dynamic presentation 
of show, in order to draw people's attention to themselves.

And like the scribes and Pharisees:

Those who are so easily captivated by a personality, scripture says that you 
are still a child:

When the word of God has been polluted 
by men; it no longer produces Life, but 
death

No matter how sincere you are 
about practicing it from that 

perspective, 
the only thing it can produce is 

death

Remember! God's word is always 

teaching us how to identify 

sin

No matter how sincere

The reason many believers lives are never transformed; 
is that they have a shallow view of sin, they view 
themselves as morally good, and they equate that with 
spirituality. 

So they don't recognize themselves as having any need; 
they naturally view so much of scripture as applying to 
the evil person being corrected in scripture, whether it's 
rebellious Israel, the scribes and Pharisees/ for the most 
part it's referencing the other person; not them.

So because they have a carnal perspective, 
and not the divine perspective, they don't 
see sin in themselves. From  their moral 

perspective they’re unable to identify sin in 
themselves

Ephesians 4:7–11 (NKJV)
11 And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some 
pastors and teachers, 
12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ, 

13 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of 

God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the 
fullness of Christ; 
14 that we should no longer be children, tossed to and fro 
and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the 
trickery of men, in the cunning craftiness of deceitful 
plotting, 

15 but, speaking the truth in love,

Where I go you cannot come.”

At this point the apostles are still 
expecting the Messianic kingdom.

They do not yet distinguish 
between the first and second 
coming of Christ; from their Old 
Testament perspective it's all one event.

So Peter is going to do for Christ, what Christ has come 
to do for all of humanity.
Peter is saying that he will die as Christ's substitute

The arrogance of human religious viewpoint thinking

You might say “well Peter didn't know!”

But that's the point, carnally minded man is ignorant of God's 
ways

This is the preposition of substitution and 
emphasises the substitutionary aspect of the 
death of Christ, that He did in our place on 
the cross.

Most church age believers today, like Peter, who before the day of 
Pentecost he didn't really understand what love was, yet because he is 
going to deny Jesus when he is asked if he is one of His disciples. 

In spite of the fact that Peter will deny Jesus, Jesus will not deny Peter. 

 The Lord is the one who keeps us secure. Not 
the other way around

pay attention

Remember, this is all under the context of the new commandment vv.34, that they are to 

love one another as Christ loves them.

And how is Christ going to love them?
Answer: He's going to lay down his life as a substitute for all humanity

The apostles are not 
going to understand what 
Jesus is teaching them for 
the most part, until after 
Pentecost, which is after 
the death burial and 
resurrection of Jesus 
Christ

2 Timothy 2:13 (NKJV)

13 If we are faithless, He remains 
faithful; He cannot deny Himself.

Jesus by making this statement in vv.14:1, He is emphasizing the solution 
to mental confusion. 

When we are disoriented to the life that is in doctrine, when we are going 
through emotional distress, when anxiety dominates our thinking, when 

we become unstable because of emotion, the solution 
is always doctrine. 

It is the Word of God, the promise of God, the principles of God's Word 
and the precepts of God's Word that give stability to our soul.
