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We must not read past the thoughts of God; but we must meditate on them 
so that they will transform our thought system:

Obey the voice of the lord

Eli did not listen to God’s command in Deuteronomy 6 to teach his 
sons: 

1 Samuel 1:1–28 (NKJV)
1 Now there was a certain man of Ramathaim Zophim, of the mountains of Ephraim, and his name was Elkanah the son of 
Jeroham, the son of Elihu, the son of Tohu, the son of Zuph, an Ephraimite. 
2 And he had two wives: the name of one was Hannah, and the name of the other Peninnah. Peninnah had children, 
but Hannah had no children. 

3 This man went up from his city yearly to worship and sacrifice to the Lord of hosts in Shiloh. Also the two sons of 
Eli, Hophni and Phinehas, the priests of the Lord, were there. 
4 And whenever the time came for Elkanah to make an offering, he would give portions to Peninnah his wife and to all 
her sons and daughters. 

5 But to Hannah he would give a double portion, for he loved Hannah, although the Lord had closed her 
womb. 

6 And her rival also provoked her severely, to make her miserable, 
because the Lord had closed her womb. 
7 So it was, year by year, when she went up to the house of the Lord, that she provoked her; therefore she wept and did not 
eat. 
8 Then Elkanah her husband said to her, “Hannah, why do you weep? Why do you not eat? And why is your heart 
grieved? Am I not better to you than ten sons?” 

9 So Hannah arose after they had finished eating and drinking in Shiloh. Now Eli the priest was sitting on the seat by the 
doorpost of the tabernacle of the Lord. 
10 And she was in bitterness of soul, and prayed to the Lord and wept in anguish. 
11 Then she made a vow and said, “O Lord of hosts, if You will indeed look on the affliction of Your maidservant and 
remember me, and not forget Your maidservant, but will give Your maidservant a male child, then I will give him to the Lord 
all the days of his life, and no razor shall come upon his head.” 

12 And it happened, as she continued praying before the Lord, that Eli watched her mouth. 

13 Now Hannah spoke in her heart; only her lips moved, but her voice was not heard. Therefore Eli thought she was 
drunk. 

14 So Eli said to her, “How long will you be drunk? Put your wine away from you!” 
15 But Hannah answered and said, “No, my lord, I am a woman of sorrowful spirit. I have drunk neither wine nor 
intoxicating drink, but have poured out my soul before the Lord. 

16 Do not consider your maidservant a wicked woman, for out of the abundance of 
my complaint and grief I have spoken until now.” 

17 Then Eli answered and said, “Go in peace, and the God of Israel grant your petition which you have asked of Him.” 
18 And she said, “Let your maidservant find favor in your sight.” So the woman went her way and ate, and her face was no 
longer sad. 
19 Then they rose early in the morning and worshiped before the Lord, and returned and came to their house at Ramah. 
And Elkanah knew Hannah his wife, and the Lord remembered her. 

20 So it came to pass in the process of time that Hannah conceived and bore a son, and called his name Samuel, 
saying, “Because I have asked for him from the Lord.” 
21 Now the man Elkanah and all his house went up to offer to the Lord the yearly sacrifice and his vow. 
22 But Hannah did not go up, for she said to her husband, “Not until the child is weaned; then I will take him, that he 
may appear before the Lord and remain there forever.” 
23 So Elkanah her husband said to her, “Do what seems best to you; wait until you have weaned him. Only let the Lord 
establish His word.” Then the woman stayed and nursed her son until she had weaned him. 
24 Now when she had weaned him, she took him up with her, with three bulls, one ephah of flour, and a skin of wine, and 
brought him to the house of the Lord in Shiloh. And the child was young. 

25 Then they slaughtered a bull, and brought the child to Eli. 
26 And she said, “O my lord! As your soul lives, my lord, I am the woman who stood by you here, praying to the Lord. 
27 For this child I prayed, and the Lord has granted me my petition which I asked of Him. 
28 Therefore I also have lent him to the Lord; as long as he lives he shall be lent to the Lord.” So they worshiped the Lord 
there.

1 Samuel 2:1–36 (NKJV)

1 And Hannah prayed and said: “My heart rejoices in the Lord; My horn is exalted in the Lord. I smile at my 
enemies, Because I rejoice in Your salvation. 
……………………

11 Then Elkanah went to his house at Ramah. But the child ministered to the Lord before Eli the priest. 

12 Now the sons of Eli were corrupt; they did not know the Lord. 

13 And the priest’s custom with the people was that when any man offered a sacrifice, the priest’s servant would 
come with a three-pronged fleshhook in his hand while the meat was boiling. 
14 Then he would thrust it into the pan, or kettle, or caldron, or pot; and the priest would take for himself all that the 
fleshhook brought up. So they did in Shiloh to all the Israelites who came there. 

15 Also, before they burned the fat, the priest’s servant would come and say to the man who sacrificed, “Give meat for 
roasting to the priest, for he will not take boiled meat from you, but raw.” 
16 And if the man said to him, “They should really burn the fat first; then you may take as much as 
your heart desires,” he would then answer him, “No, but you must give it now; and if not, I will 
take it by force.” 

17 Therefore the sin of the young men was very great before the Lord, 
for men abhorred the offering of the Lord. 

18 But Samuel ministered before the Lord, even as a child, wearing a linen ephod. 
19 Moreover his mother used to make him a little robe, and bring it to him year by year when she came up with her 
husband to offer the yearly sacrifice. 

20 And Eli would bless Elkanah and his wife, and say, “The Lord give you descendants from this woman for the loan that 
was given to the Lord.” Then they would go to their own home. 
21 And the Lord visited Hannah, so that she conceived and bore three sons and two daughters. Meanwhile the child 

Samuel grew before the Lord. 

Eli's weak correction of his sons:
22 Now Eli was very old; and he heard everything his sons did to all 
Israel, and how they lay with the women who assembled at the door of 
the tabernacle of meeting. 
23 So he said to them, “Why do you do such things? For I hear of your evil dealings from all the people. 

24 No, my sons! For it is not a good report that I hear. You make the Lord’s people transgress. 
25 If one man sins against another, God will judge him. But if a man sins against the Lord, who will intercede for him?” 

Nevertheless they did not heed the voice of their father, because the Lord desired to kill them. 

26 And the child Samuel grew in stature, and in favor both with the Lord and men. 

God holds Eli accountable for the worldly religious service of his sons:

27 Then a man of God came to Eli and said to him, “Thus says the Lord: 

‘Did I not clearly reveal Myself to the house of your father when they were in Egypt in Pharaoh’s house? 
28 Did I not choose him out of all the tribes of Israel to be My priest, to offer upon My altar, to burn incense, and to wear 

an ephod before Me? 

And did I not give to the house of your father all the offerings of the children of Israel made by fire?

29 Why do you kick at My sacrifice and My offering which I have commanded 
in My dwelling place, and honor your sons more than Me, to make 
yourselves fat with the best of all the offerings of Israel My people?’ 

30 Therefore the Lord God of Israel says: ‘I said indeed that your house and the house 

of your father would walk before Me forever.’ But now the Lord says: ‘Far be it from 
Me; for those who honor Me I will honor, and those who despise Me 
shall be lightly esteemed. 
31 Behold, the days are coming that 1.I will cut off your arm and the arm of your father’s house, 2.so 
that there will not be an old man in your house. 

32 And you will see an enemy in My dwelling place, despite all the good which God does for Israel. And there shall not 
be an old man in your house forever. 
33 But any of your men whom I do not cut off from My altar shall consume your eyes and grieve your heart. And all the 
descendants of your house shall die in the flower of their age. 

34 Now this shall be a sign to you that will come upon your two sons, on Hophni and Phinehas: in one day 
they shall die, both of them. 

35 Then I will raise up for Myself a faithful priest 
who shall do according to what is in My 
heart and in My mind. 

I will build him a sure house, and he shall walk before My anointed forever. 
36 And it shall come to pass that everyone who is left in your house will come and bow down to him for a piece of silver 
and a morsel of bread, and say, “Please, put me in one of the priestly positions, that I may eat a piece of bread.” ’ ”

Judgment on Eli for failing to instruct his sons:

1 Samuel 3:1–19 (NASB95)

1 Now the boy Samuel was ministering to the Lord before Eli. And word from the Lord was rare in those days, visions 
were infrequent. 

2 It happened at that time as Eli was lying down in his place (now his eyesight had begun to grow dim and he could not 
see well), 

3 and the lamp of God had not yet gone out, and Samuel was lying down in the temple of the Lord where the ark of 
God was, 

4 that the Lord called Samuel; and he said, “Here I am.” 

5 Then he ran to Eli and said, “Here I am, for you called me.” But he said, “I did not call, lie down again.” So he went and 
lay down. 

6 The Lord called yet again, “Samuel!” So Samuel arose and went to Eli and said, “Here I am, for you called me.” 
But he answered, “I did not call, my son, lie down again.” 

7 Now Samuel did not yet know the Lord, nor had the word of the Lord yet been revealed to him. 

8 So the Lord called Samuel again for the third time. And he arose and went to Eli and said, “Here I am, for you 

called me.” Then Eli discerned that the Lord was calling the boy. 

9 And Eli said to Samuel, “Go lie down, and it shall be if He calls you, that you shall say, ‘Speak, Lord, for Your 

servant is listening.’ ” So Samuel went and lay down in his place. 

10 Then the Lord came and stood and called as at other times, “Samuel! Samuel!” And Samuel said, 
“Speak, for Your servant is listening.” 

11 The Lord said to Samuel, “Behold, I am about to do a thing in Israel at which both ears of everyone who hears it will 
tingle. 

12 “In that day I will carry out against Eli all that I have spoken concerning his house, from beginning to end. 

13 “For I have told him that I am about to judge his house forever for the iniquity which he knew, because his sons brought 
a curse on themselves and he did not rebuke them. 

14 “Therefore I have sworn to the house of Eli that the iniquity of Eli’s house shall not be 
atoned for by sacrifice or offering forever.” 

15 So Samuel lay down until morning. Then he opened the doors of the house of the Lord. But Samuel was afraid 

to tell the vision to Eli. 

16 Then Eli called Samuel and said, “Samuel, my son.” And he said, “Here I am.” 
17 He said, “What is the word that He spoke to you? Please do not hide it from me. May God do so to you, and more also, 
if you hide anything from me of all the words that He spoke to you.” 

18 So Samuel told him everything and hid nothing from him. And he said, “It is the Lord; let Him do what seems good 
to Him.” 

19 Thus Samuel grew and the Lord was with him and let none of his words 
fail.

    God requires the instruction of the father:

The method and goal of godly instruction:

Deuteronomy 6:1–9 (NASB95)

1 “Now this is the commandment, the statutes and the judgments which the Lord your God has commanded me to 
teach you, that you might do them in the land where 

you are going over to possess it, 

2 so that you and your son and your grandson might fear the 
Lord your God, to keep all His statutes and His commandments which I 
command you, all the days of your life, and that your days may be 
prolonged. 
3 “O Israel, you should listen and be careful to do it, that it may be well with you and that you may multiply greatly, just as 
the Lord, the God of your fathers, has promised you, in a land flowing with milk and honey. 
4 “Hear, O Israel! The Lord is our God, the Lord is one! 

5 “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all 
your might. 

6 “These words, which I am commanding you today, shall be on your heart. 

7 “You shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of 
them when you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie down and 
when you rise up. 
8 “You shall bind them as a sign on your hand and they shall be as frontals on your forehead. 
9 “You shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates.

√Jude 24 (NASB95)

24 Now to Him who is able to keep you from stumbling, and to make you stand in the presence of His glory 
blameless with great joy,

Colossians 1:22–23 (NASB95)
22 yet He has now reconciled you in His fleshly body through death, in order to present you before Him holy and 
blameless and beyond reproach— 
23 if indeed you continue in the faith firmly established and steadfast, and not moved away from the hope of the gospel 
that you have heard, which was proclaimed in all creation under heaven, and of which I, Paul, was made a minister.

Ephesians 5:25–27 (NASB95)

25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself up for her, 

26 so that He might sanctify her, having 
cleansed her by the washing of water with the 
word, 

27 that He might present to Himself the church in all her glory, having no spot or wrinkle or any such thing; but that she 
would be holy and blameless.

1 Moreover, brethren, I do not want you to be unaware that all our fathers were under the cloud, all passed through the

3 all ate the same spiritual food, 
4 and all drank the same spiritual drink. For they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them, and that Rock was Christ. 
5 But with most of them God was not well pleased, for their bodies were scattered in the wilderness. 

6 Now these things became our examples, to the intent that we should not lust after evil things as they also lusted. 
7 And do not become idolaters as were some of them. As it is written, “The people sat down to eat and drink, and rose up 
to play.” 
8 Nor let us commit sexual immorality, as some of them did, and in one day twenty-three thousand fell; 
9 nor let us tempt Christ, as some of them also tempted, and were destroyed by serpents; 
10 nor complain, as some of them also complained, and were destroyed by the destroyer. 

11 Now all these things happened to them as 
examples, and they were written for our 
admonition, upon whom the ends of the ages 
have come. 
12 Therefore let him who thinks he stands take heed lest he fall.

The etymology of this root is not entirely clear, but it appears in Akkadian, Ugaritic, Arabic, Aramaic, and 
Ethiopic.

The literal meaning of “arm” is the rare usage for this word, occurring in just over a dozen of some ninety 
references, e.g. Jud 15:14; 16:12; II Sam 1:10. Twice it refers to the shoulder of a sacrificed animal (Num 
6:19; Deut 18:3).

Most frequently, ʾezrôaʿ is used metaphorically. The “arm of flesh,” symbolizing man’s 
strength, is impotent compared to God’s power (II Chr 32:8). In the plural, “arms” is equivalent to military or 
political forces or armies (Dan 11:15, 22, 31). Thus to “break the arms” of an enemy is a figurative expression 
(I Sam 2:31
