Where do we get our understanding for the word apostasy?

Elementary principles in 3 groupings, all making one sentence:

Hebrews 6:1–8 (NKJV)

1 Therefore, leaving the discussion of the elementary 
principles of Christ, let us go on to perfection, 

not laying again 1a.the foundation of repentance from dead works and 1b.of 

faith toward God, 

2 2a.of the doctrine of baptisms, 2b.of laying on of hands, 

3a.of resurrection of the dead, and 3b.of eternal judgment.

3 And this we will do if God permits. 
4 For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted the heavenly gift, and have become partakers of 
the Holy Spirit, 
5 and have tasted the good word of God and the powers of the age to come, 

6 if they fall away, to renew them again to repentance, since they crucify again for themselves the Son of God, and put 

Him to an open shame. 
7 For the earth which drinks in the rain that often comes upon it, and bears herbs useful for those by whom it is cultivated, 
receives blessing from God; 
8 but if it bears thorns and briers, it is rejected and near to being cursed, whose end is to be burned.

Identifying sin:

Ephesians 5:18–24 (NKJV)

18 And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit, 

19 speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord, 

Praying in the name of Jesus:

20 giving thanks always for all things to God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, 

21 submitting to one anotherHOW? in the fear of God. 

Husbands are to lead not dominate:

22 Wives, 1.submit to your own husbands, as 2.to the Lord. 

23 1.For the husband is head of the wife, as also 

Christ is the head of the church:

2.Christ is head of the church; and He is the Savior of the body. 

24 Therefore, just as the church is subject to Christ, so let the wives be to their

If we can't trust the context of scripture as a 

standard for Bible interpretation, then there is no standard, and God can't 
hold anyone accountable. 

If there is no standard for understanding scripture, then the word of God 
can mean anything you want. 

And if it can mean anything you want, it doesn't mean anything at all, and 
there is no absolute truth!

Context is everything when it 
comes to understanding God’s word. 

Some believers don't want to have to think!!! 
When it comes to God's Word, they just want to 

“keep it simple and practical.”

They have determined from they're highly superior 
ability to determine what's necessary for man, that not 
all of what God uttered was necessary, or practical/ it's 
unfortunate that the Almighty, omnipresent, omnipotent, 

omniscient, creator of the 
universe  from nothing, didn't 

consult with this tiny little speck of a man, who 
obviously has superior knowledge of man's spiritual 
needs; 

from his 60 years of existence.

John 14:14–15 (NKJV)

14 If you ask anything in My name, I will do it. 

15 “If you love Me, keep My commandments.

This doesn't necessarily mean that we are to close every prayer by saying 
“in the name of Jesus.” 

Although we customarily close our prayers with those words. 
And that's OK, but this is not a formula teaching us that that's what you 
should do.

Doing something in the name of Jesus is doing it on the basis of what He has 

done, and in reference to Him as our authority. 

So we are praying on the basis of the imputation of Jesus Christ righteousness 
at the instant of our justification. 

That our sins have been paid for and we are now right with God, and in 
fellowship through the provision of Jesus Christ’s death burial and 
resurrection, and that He is now interceding on our behalf, giving us access 
to God. 

So on the basis of Christ's perfect righteousness, we can come boldly before 
the throne of grace in our prayers to God.

1 Corinthians 11:3 (NKJV)

3 But I want you to know that the head of every 
man is Christ, the head of woman is man, and 
the head of Christ is God.

The emphasis on authority in this passage, is on leadership, not on domination. 

If you’re the spiritual authority of your micro family, it's your responsibility to know and submit 
to the mandates God requires of us. 

So you and I must humble ourselves and let these words dwell within us richly, so that we may 
be empowered by the Holy Spirit to perform the will of God, with gentleness and kindness.

Christ is the head of the church, He’s not the head of the universe, He is not head of 
everything.

In this dispensation, He is just the authority over the church presently. 

He doesn’t take up authority over all things until He conquers His enemies at the end of the 
Tribulation

When you throw yourself to the 
wind, collecting from this preacher 
and that one, bits of  so-called “spiritual 
understanding” as it passes by here and there; 

you're gullible.

These so-called ministers are not through a 
careful study demonstrating for you, the details 
of context to give you any confidence that that 
is the intended meaning. 

Often times it's just human wisdom approach, 
and not the word of God at all.

But multitudes of Christians swallow it.

The following verse in the manuscript does not start with a 
conditional clause!!!

The translator is stepping outside of his job. The translators job is 
to translate, not interpret. 

It’s the pastor's job to collect the details of the context in order to 
obtain the intended meaning

42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. The body is sown in corruption, 
it is raised in incorruption. 

43 It is sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it is raised in power. 
44 It is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there is 
a spiritual body. 
45 And so it is written, “The first man Adam became a living being.” The last Adam became 
a life-giving spirit.

Our bodies are subject to the physical consequences of sin. Our body is 
sown in corruption. It must be raised in incorruption. 

The corrupt mortal human body cannot go into heaven,  because as we are 
taught in scripture, it is sown in corruption; but it is raised in incorruption. 
We will receive an incorruptible resurrection body at the rapture.

Ephesians 4:11–15 (NKJV)

11 And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some 

evangelists, and some pastors and teachers, 

12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of 
Christ, 

13 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of 
the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to 
the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ;

So God’s prescription very specific: it is

writings of the apostles and prophets, and 
it is from this process that the Pastor first, 
and then the church become united in 
faith and knowledge of Jesus Christ

Why are these children in spiritual things 
tossed to and fro? 

Why is their understanding always 
shifting? 

Why can't they hold onto sound doctrine?

Because they're not paying attention to 
God's prescribed method. 

But they go about to establish their own, 
listening to every wind of doctrine .

It was through the apostles and prophets that we have the written word

in other words truth is knowable

The problem is that most 
ministers don't pay attention 
to context, so they're 
teaching all manner of 
worldly doctrine
