Authority structure in the Goddard:

The Son is under the authority of His Father:

Hebrews 1:1–4 (NKJV)

1 God, who at various times and in various ways spoke in time past to the 
fathers by the prophets, 

2 has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, whom He has 

appointed heir of all things, through whom also He made the worlds; 

3 who being the brightness of His glory and 

the express image of His person, and upholding all things by 

the word of His power, when He had by 

Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on 
high, 

4 having become so much better than the angels, as He has by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than 

they.

The ETERNAL God of fellowship and love:

Love is the divine quality of truth interacting between beings:

John 15:9 (NKJV)

9 “As the Father loved Me, I also have loved you; abide 

in My love.

John 14:21–24 (NKJV)

21 He who HAS My commandments and keeps them, it is he who loves 
Me. 

And he who loves Me will be loved by My 
Father, and I will love him and manifest Myself to him.” 

22 Judas (not Iscariot) said to Him, “Lord, how is it that You will manifest Yourself to us, and not to the world?” 

23 Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and 
My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our 
home with him. 

24 He who does not love Me does not keep My 
words; and the word which you hear is not Mine but the Father’s who 
sent Me.

Love and fellowship with God is impossible unless we choose to 
abide:

John 15:1–11 (NKJV)
1 “I am the true vine, and My Father is the vinedresser. 
2 Every branch in Me that does not bear fruit He takes awaylifts up; and every branch that bears fruit He prunes, that it 

may bear more fruit. 
3 You are already clean because of the word which I have spoken to you. 

4 Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, 

unless you abide in Me. 

5 “I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do 
nothing. 

6 If anyone does not abide in Me, he is cast out as a branch and is withered; and they gather them and throw them into 
the fire, and they are burned. 

7 If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for you. 
8 By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit; so you will be My disciples.

Understanding the Sonships of Jesus:

The title Son is used 6 different ways in relation to Jesus

1 use describes His undiminished deity

The other 5 emphasize different aspects of His humanity

1. The Son of Abraham emphasizing his Jewishness as a descendent of Abraham:

2.  He's called the Son of David: This indicates His royal lineage back to David 

and His royal relationship to David and the Davidic Covenant.  It is also a fulfillment 

of prophecy.

3.  He is the Son of Adam.  Luke's genealogy traces Him all the way back to Adam.  

The emphasis is on His genuine humanity.  It's on the basis of His genuine 
humanity that He is qualified to bear our sins because He is united with us in His humanity 
according to:

4.  He is the Son of Man.  This indicates once again His humanity.  

In Hebrew idiom: 
if you wanted to describe some one as a miser you would say; 

He’s the son of a miser.  
If they were a happy person you would say; 

He’s a son of happiness.  
If they were an encourager you would say; 

He’s the son of an encourager.  Barnabas was a son of an encourager.  

When you see the title Son of Man it is emphasizing His humanity.  It is 

not an inference of being born.  It is talking about humanity.  

He is characterized by true humanity.  That is how the term is used in:

5.  He is the Son of Mary.  Once again emphasizing His genuine humanity, but this 

time in relation to the virgin conception through Mary.  

She is not the mother of God!!!  
Technically, she is the mother of the humanity of Christ.

6.  He is the Son of God.  The emphasis is on His deity.  It is saying that He is God, He 

is full deity.    

He is fully God.  It emphasizes that Jesus is one of the persons of the trinity and is 
undiminished deity.

God The Father, God The Son, God The Holy Spirit

There was fellowship in the Godhead, eternally

John 14:11 (NKJV)

11 Believe Me that I am in the Father and the Father in Me, or 
else believe Me for the sake of the works themselves.

We gain no knowledge of God through subjective 
experience; 
dreams or visions or how you feel, or emotional experience, or intuition

Everyone has mystical experiences, Buddhist, Mormons, seventh-day 
Adventist, Catholics, pentecostals, Baptist, Assembly of God

The only way we know anything about God, 
is through divine revelation:

1. through creation, which is known as general revelation 
2. Special revelation [the inscripturated and word of God that 
was given to the apostles and prophets]

The God of Fellowship

many passages teach Fellowship in the Godhead

No matter what the circumstances that come 

against you; the very best thing that 
you can possibly do for those you 
love, is to know the word of God and obey it.

He is a Jew.  It also relates Him to the Abrahamic Covenant.

This verb tells us that the Son was 

appointed to a position, it’s a technical term.  

God the Father is the subject of the verb. 

He appoints the Son to a particular 

position demonstrating the 
authority of the Father over the 

Son.

verb

The character of God is seen in the antiauthority structure of the Godhead.  

The three persons of the Godhead depict ultimate reality.  

Before man, before angels, before the creation of the universe, what existed for eternity was the 

triune God of three distinct persons, and of one essence. They are eternal.  

They are equal in their essence:  

The Father is not superior to the Son.  

The Son is not inferior to the Father.  

The Holy Spirit is not inferior to the Father or the Son.  

They are equal in their essence/person and being, but yet there is an AUTHORITY 
structure.

We can see by the context of our primary passage that the Son within the framework of the 

trinity that the Father is in AUTHORITY.  He appoints the Son to be the heir of all things.  

The concept of inheritance in the Scripture going back to the OT, is the idea of possession 
and ownership.  

Hebrews 1:2 the Father appoints the Son as the owner, the 
possessor.  He has the title deed to the universe.  

Although the Son does not yet hold position.  

He has been designated as the owner of the universe.  It is not activated until He establishes 
His kingdom at the Second Coming.  

This is critical for understanding our purpose in the church age.  

Not only are we heir of God but if we advance in our spiritual walk so that we are 

overcoming sin in our life, and bearing up under external pressures, we will be joint 
heirs with Christ to rule and reign with Him in the 
millennial kingdom.  

All of this is embedded in the phrase  “Christ is the heir of all things”.
