Three Persons of the 
Godhead.

Restoration of man’s person to the likeness and image of God:

The personal image of God:

Galatians 5:22–24 (NKJV)

22 But the fruit of the Spirit? is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 
23 gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law. 
24 And those who are Christ’s have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.

The essence/the person of God; the character quality of God’s 
essence that the Holy Spirit is producing in us. We are being 
transformed into that same image.

Our person is being developed into something usable by God:

Hebrews 1:1–3 (NKJV)

1 God, who at various times and in various ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the prophets, 

2 has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, whom He has appointed heir of all things, through 
whom also He made the worlds; 

3 who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and 

upholding all things by the word of 

His power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right 
hand of the Majesty on high,

2 Corinthians 3:18–4:6 (NKJV)

18 But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being 

transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of 
the Lord. 

1 Therefore, since we have this ministry, as we have received mercy, we do not lose heart. 
2 But we have renounced the hidden things of shame, not walking in craftiness nor handling the word of God deceitfully, 
but by manifestation of the truth commending ourselves to every man’s conscience in the sight of God. 
3 But even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing, 

4 whose minds the god of this age has blinded, who do not believe, lest the light of the gospel of the 
glory of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine on 

them.

Defining the term person Biblically:

All angelic beings were created before the Earth existed:

Job 38:1–7 (NKJV)
1 Then the Lord answered Job out of the whirlwind, and said: 
2 “Who is this who darkens counsel By words without knowledge? 
3 Now prepare yourself like a man; I will question you, and you shall answer Me. 

4 “Where were you when I laid the foundations of the earth? Tell Me, if you have understanding. 
5 Who determined its measurements? Surely you know! Or who stretched the line upon it? 

6 To what were its foundations fastened? Or who laid its cornerstone, 

7 When the morning stars sang together, And all the sons of God 
shouted for joy?

The four living creatures/cherubs were of the angelic group created 
before the Earth:

Ezekiel 1:10 (NKJV)

10 As for the likeness of their faces, each had the face of a man; each of the four had the face of a 

lion on the right side, each of the four had the face of an ox on the left side, and each of the four had the face 

of an eagle.

Ezekiel 10:5–15 (NKJV)

5 And the sound of the wings of the cherubim was heard even in the outer court, like the voice of Almighty God 
when He speaks. 
6 Then it happened, when He commanded the man clothed in linen, saying, “Take fire from among the wheels, from 

among the cherubim,” that he went in and stood beside the wheels. 

7 And the cherub stretched out his hand from among the cherubim to the fire that was among the 

cherubim, and took some of it and put it into the hands of the man clothed with linen, who took it and went out. 

8 The cherubim appeared to have the form of a man’s hand under their wings. 

9 And when I looked, there were four wheels by the cherubim, one wheel by one cherub and another wheel by 

each other cherub; the wheels appeared to have the color of a beryl stone. 
10 As for their appearance, all four looked alike—as it were, a wheel in the middle of a wheel. 
11 When they went, they went toward any of their four directions; they did not turn aside when they went, but followed in 
the direction the head was facing. They did not turn aside when they went. 
12 And their whole body, with their back, their hands, their wings, and the wheels that the four had, were full of eyes all 
around. 
13 As for the wheels, they were called in my hearing, “Wheel.” 

14 Each one had four faces: the first face was the face of a cherub, the second face the 
face of a man, the third the face of a lion, and the fourth the face of an eagle.

15 And the cherubim were lifted up. This was the living creature I saw by the River Chebar.

Created in the likeness of God to rule and have dominion:

Adam was first created to rule over the Earth:

Exodus 4:22–23 (NKJV)

22 Then you shall say to Pharaoh, ‘Thus says the Lord: “Israel is My son, My 
firstborn. 

23 So I say to you, let My son go that he may serve Me. But if you refuse to let him go, indeed I will kill your son, your 
firstborn.” ’ ”

We mus internalize the realities of God's word because we live in a nation 
that's becoming more and more hostile towards Christians, so we must 
learn to think Biblically. 

It takes a lot of daily deliberate effort preparing our hearts to read, review, 
and meditate on the teachings of scripture, to really get God's word deep 
into our soul, in order to transform our thinking to the divine perspective.

It's the divine perspective in our soul, that we are able to do identify sin

God is not made, He always is, He’s eternal:
⁃ He’s unchanging He’s immutable
⁃ He’s Love
⁃ He’s just
⁃ He’s righteous
⁃ He’s not limited by space He’s omnipresent. 
⁃ He’s not limited in power He’s omnipotent. 
⁃ He’s not limited in His knowledge; He’s omniscient. 
⁃ He’s not limited by time. He’s eternal. 
⁃ He has no beginning and no end. 
⁃ He’s sovereign
⁃ and God is truth 

This is what we mean by an infinite God. 
He is not bound by any borders or limitations whatsoever.

All of these attributes summarize the essence of God, His core being

Under inspiration of the Holy Spirit, God has made Himself known to eternally 

exist as three persons one in essence

Scripture identifies the three persons of the Godhead as the Father, the Son, and the 
Holy Spirit.” 

These three Persons are co-equal, co-eternal, and co-infinite.

Everything that exists, the entirety of the universe 
came from the Almighty eternal God:

“Lord” is a recognition of the deity of Christ.

Lord is a term to describe Yahweh, the living God of the Old Testament. 

When we say “Jesus is Lord,” what we are saying is Jesus is God. It is 
an expression of His deity.

Jesus is His human name, it speaks of His humanity

CHRIST Official title given to Jesus in the NT. It signifies His office as 

anointed Savior and alludes to his spiritual qualifications for the 
task of saving his people.

These passages clearly indicate that there is authority 
structure, and role distinction in the Godhead between

God the Father, and 

the entirety of the personage that bears these titles that 

speak of the Son’s deity, humanity, and anointed 
Savior.

Jesus Christ was the perfect man, He was the perfect person

The image of the person of God, that Adam was originally created to be.

Something of God is being produced in us

Previous study we looked at a few of 
the personal character qualities of God

These angelic beings had faces of a beast/animals before animals existed:

We can conclude these particular animals were intentionally created to have the same 
appearance as these cherubs.

That the Eagle, Ox and Lion were created with the appearance of these angelic beings

When we think of the word person, we need to let the word of God 

define the term for us; and it will transform our Biblical use of the term.

Biblically the term should be understood almost synonymous to essence

The Son of God exists eternally, He always was.

When the pre-incarnate Christ appeared to man, as a 
man, in the OT His physical make up was likely the 
standard for the physical make up of man at his creation:

Israel a replacement for Adam! 

The first man Adam was created by God and His role was to 

rule over the birds of the air, the fish of the sea, and the beasts of the field. 

He’s created in the image and likeness of God but Adam fails, he disobeyed God and 
he’s no longer able because of his fallen nature to fulfill the original creation mandate, 
to rule over creation as God’s vicegerent. 

A vice-regent is like a vice president. You have the president who is in charge of 
things and he has an assistant or someone who will take his place when he can’t do it 
and that’s a vice president. 

A vicegerent is a different concept. 

A vicegerent is someone who is sent as a representative of a ruler, similar to an 

ambassador, like a representative. So Adam was to be the vicegerent of God. 

He was to represent God, to rule over God’s 
creation.

When Adam disobeyed God, Satan became the prince and the power of the 
world, the god of this age. 

But he received his death sentence at the Cross where he was defeated but he still has power. 

In a similar way, Israel was called out of Egypt by God to be a priest-nation. 

That was part of their responsibility as the firstborn. They were to be a priestly nation and lead 

and direct all nations to a relationship with God. 

However Israel also failed, so ultimately the firstborn status related to Israel is 

now going to be fulfilled by the Lord Jesus Christ, who is the 
Son of God. As the Son of Man, He fulfills that priestly role. 

He’s a prophet, priest, and will ultimately fulfill his role to sit on the throne of David as king

So the fulfillment of that initial destiny for 
mankind to rule over the Earth is going to be 
completed by the Lord Jesus Christ.

Colossians 1:15–18 (NKJV)

15 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. 

 For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible 
and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers. All things 
were created through Him and for Him. 
17 And He is before all things, and in Him all things consist. 
18 And He is the head of the body, the church, who is the beginning, the 

firstborn from the dead, that in all things He may have the preeminence.
