The Godhead

God and His creation of man:

Genesis 1:1–31 (NASB95)

1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 

2 The earth was formless and void, and darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of 

God was moving over the surface of the waters. 

3 Then God said, “Let there be light”; and there was light. 
4 God saw that the light was good; and God separated the light from the darkness. 
5 God called the light day, and the darkness He called night. And there was evening and there was morning, one day. 
6 Then God said, “Let there be an expanse in the midst of the waters, and let it separate the waters from the waters.” 
7 God made the expanse, and separated the waters which were below the expanse from the waters which were above the 
expanse; and it was so. 
8 God called the expanse heaven. And there was evening and there was morning, a second day. 
9 Then God said, “Let the waters below the heavens be gathered into one place, and let the dry land appear”; and it was 
so. 
10 God called the dry land earth, and the gathering of the waters He called seas; and God saw that it was good. 
11 Then God said, “Let the earth sprout vegetation, plants yielding seed, and fruit trees on the earth bearing fruit after their 
kind with seed in them”; and it was so. 
12 The earth brought forth vegetation, plants yielding seed after their kind, and trees bearing fruit with seed in them, after 
their kind; and God saw that it was good. 
13 There was evening and there was morning, a third day. 
14 Then God said, “Let there be lights in the expanse of the heavens to separate the day from the night, and let them be for 
signs and for seasons and for days and years; 
15 and let them be for lights in the expanse of the heavens to give light on the earth”; and it was so. 
16 God made the two great lights, the greater light to govern the day, and the lesser light to govern the night; He made the 
stars also. 
17 God placed them in the expanse of the heavens to give light on the earth, 
18 and to govern the day and the night, and to separate the light from the darkness; and God saw that it was good. 
19 There was evening and there was morning, a fourth day. 
20 Then God said, “Let the waters teem with swarms of living creatures, and let birds fly above the earth in the open 
expanse of the heavens.” 
21 God created the great sea monsters and every living creature that moves, with which the waters swarmed after their 
kind, and every winged bird after its kind; and God saw that it was good. 
22 God blessed them, saying, “Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas, and let birds multiply on the earth.” 
23 There was evening and there was morning, a fifth day. 
24 Then God said, “Let the earth bring forth living creatures after their kind: cattle and creeping things and beasts of the 
earth after their kind”; and it was so. 
25 God made the beasts of the earth after their kind, and the cattle after their kind, and everything that creeps on the 
ground after its kind; and God saw that it was good.

26 Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; 

and let them rule over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the sky and over the cattle and over all the earth, and over 
every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” 

27 God created man in        His own image,           in the image of God 

He created him;   male and female He created them. 

Jesus, the Father, and the Holy Spirit clearly identified as three distinct 
personages:

John 14:15–31 (NKJV)
15 “If you love Me, keep My commandments. 

16 And 
1.I will pray the 2.Father, and He will give you 

3.another Helper, that He may abide with you 
forever—

17 the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees Him nor knows Him; 

but you know Him, for He dwells with you and will be in you. 
18 I will not leave you orphans; I will come to you. 
19 “A little while longer and the world will see Me no more, but you will see Me. Because I live, you will live also. 

20 At that day you will know that I am in My Father, and you in Me, and I in you. 
21 He who has My commandments and keeps them, it is he who loves Me. And he who loves Me will be loved by My 
Father, and I will love him and manifest Myself to him.” 
22 Judas (not Iscariot) said to Him, “Lord, how is it that You will manifest Yourself to us, and not to the world?” 

23 Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and 
We will come to him and make Our home with him. 

24 He who does not love Me does not keep My words; and the word which you hear is not Mine 
but the Father’s who sent Me. 
25 “These things I have spoken to you while being present with you. 

26 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all 
things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you. 
27 Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your heart be troubled, 
neither let it be afraid. 
28 You have heard Me say to you, ‘I am going away and coming back to you.’ If you loved Me, you would rejoice because I 

said, ‘I am going to the Father,’ for My Father is greater than I. 
29 “And now I have told you before it comes, that when it does come to pass, you may believe. 
30 I will no longer talk much with you, for the ruler of this world is coming, and he has nothing in Me. 

31 But that the world may know that I love the Father, and as the Father gave Me commandment, so I do. Arise, 
let us go from here.

Our standard for knowledge and understanding of God, 
1. who He is, and 
2. His purpose in the creation of man; 

is the text of scripture, and the context around it. 

No matter what anyone says, whether it be a theologian of the Catholic persuasion or 
Protestant or from the secular world. 

Our standard is the context of scripture

Christ has all the attributes of deity so that nothing is outside the 
realm of His knowledge or His power:

Christ is the preeminent one over all creation.

We can see authority structure by the titles given to us in scripture, of 
the Godhead:

Father
Son
Holy Spirit

So when Jesus creates all things; the Godhead is completely 
united; this is how God always functions:

This is a literary device called a 
chiasm: 

When a statement is made,

Then a mirror image of the 
statement; 

so that the attention will be drawn to 
what’s sandwiched in between

the entirety of creation

So when God created in Genesis 1, the Godhead 
is completely united.

Colossians tells us that Jesus is the very image 

of the invisible God; referring to God the Father.

The emphasis is on the absolute unity of the 
Godhead; [though scripture is very clear to 
clarify three persons in the Godhead], 

It's very important to note, that these titles of the Godhead were 

revealed in scripture by inspiration of the Holy Spirit.

Man was created in the image of God; father and son 
authority structure is commonly understood throughout all humanity

2 Peter 1:20–21 (NKJV)
20 knowing this first, that no prophecy of Scripture is 
of any private interpretation, 
21 for prophecy never came by the will of man, but 
holy men of God spoke as they were moved by the 
Holy Spirit.

2 Timothy 3:16–17 (NKJV)
16 All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is 
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for 
instruction in righteousness, 
17 that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly 
equipped for every good work.

Psalm 2:7–9 (NASB95)
7 “I will surely tell of the decree of the 

Lord: He said to Me, ‘You are My 
Son, Today I have BEGOTTEN 
You. 

8 ‘Ask of Me, and I will surely give the 

nations as Your inheritance, And the 
very ends of the earth as Your possession. 

9 ‘You shall break them with a rod of 

iron, You shall shatter them like 
earthenware.’ ”

Acts 13:29–35 (NASB95)

29 “When they had carried out all that was written concerning Him, they took Him down from the 

cross and laid Him in a tomb. 

30 “But God raised Him from the dead; 

31 and for many days He appeared to those who came up with Him from Galilee to Jerusalem, the 

very ones who are now His witnesses to the people. 
32 “And we preach to you the good news of the promise made to the fathers, 

33 that God has fulfilled this promise to our children in that He raised up Jesus, as it is also written 

in the second Psalm, ‘You are My Son; today I have BEGOTTEN You.’ 

34 “As for the fact that He raised Him up from the dead, no longer to return to decay, He has 
spoken in this way: ‘I will give you the holy and sure blessings of David.’ 
35 “Therefore He also says in another Psalm, ‘You will not allow Your Holy One to undergo decay.’

The Father’s  Son is fully divine, and uniquely related to the Father. 

Many passages teach the deity of the Son. 

He has all the attributes of the divine. 
He is eternal. 
He is omniscient. 
He is omnipresent and has all the attributes. 
He is immutable; 
He is righteous; 
He is just; 
He is loving; 

He is equal in essence to the Father.

Proverbs 30:4 (NASB95)
4 Who has ascended into heaven and descended? Who has gathered the wind in His fists? Who has 

wrapped the waters in His garment? Who has established all the ends of 

the earth? What is His name or His Son’s 
name? Surely you know!

Isaiah 9:6–7 (NKJV)

6 For unto us a Child is born, Unto us a 
Son is given; And the government will be upon His shoulder. And His name will 

be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, 

Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. 

7 Of the increase of His government and peace There will be no end, Upon the throne of David and 
over His kingdom, To order it and establish it with judgment and justice From that time forward, even 
forever. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this.

In the Hebrew manuscript it's ad that comes before ab.

Ab at the beginning is the word for Father and 

ab is the Hebrew term for eternity. 

It's merely a designation that this child who is born is eternal. 

He's the Father of eternity. 

It's an idiom for stating He is eternal without beginning or ending. 

It should be translated: "father of eternity"

Father Eternal

ab ad

incomprehensible, beyond our understanding, 
something that is beyond human capability, 
and something extraordinary. 

This word pele is only used of God in the OT. 

It's never applied to man, pele is a 
specific divine 
attribute that never crosses into the 

human realm.

The term (yāʿaṣ) again sticking close with 
context for its definition, Jesus is not just 

any counselor giving good advice! He 
is "the bread of life" He is 
"the word became flesh".
