Three Persons of the 
Godhead.

The following 6 verses speak of the execution of God’s justice Which is 
attributed to the Son of God:

Isaiah 63:1–12 (NKJV)

1 Who is this who comes from Edom, With dyed garments from Bozrah, This One who is glorious in 
His apparel, Traveling in the greatness of His strength?— “I who speak in righteousness, mighty to save.” 

2 Why is Your apparel red, And Your garments like one who treads in the 
winepress? 

3 “I have trodden the winepress alone, And from the peoples no one was with Me. 

For I have trodden them in My anger, And trampled them in My fury; Their blood is sprinkled upon My 
garments, And I have stained all My robes. 

4 For the day of vengeance is in My heart, And the year of My redeemed has come. 
5 I looked, but there was no one to help, And I wondered That there was no one to uphold; Therefore My own arm brought 

salvation for Me; And My own fury, it sustained Me. 

6 I have trodden down the peoples in My anger, Made them drunk in My fury, And brought down their strength to the earth.” 

Shifting from justice to mercy:
7 I will mention the lovingkindnesses of the Lord And the praises of the Lord, According to all that the Lord has bestowed on us, 
And the great goodness toward the house of Israel, Which He has bestowed on them according to His mercies, According to the 
multitude of His lovingkindnesses. 

8 For He said, “Surely they are My people, Children who will not lie.” So He became their Savior. 

9 In all their affliction He was afflicted, And the Angel Messenger of His Presence saved them; 

In His love and in His pity He redeemed them; And He bore them and carried them All the days of old.

10 But they rebelled and grieved His Holy Spirit; So He turned Himself against them as an enemy, And He fought 
against them. 

11 Then He remembered the days of old, Moses and His people, saying: “Where is He who brought them up out of the sea With 

the shepherd of His flock? Where is He who put His Holy Spirit within them, 

12 Who led them by the right hand of Moses, With His glorious arm, Dividing the water before them To make for Himself an 
everlasting name,

The 3 persons of the Godhead sit on the throne:

Isaiah 6:1–9 (NKJV)

1 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, 
and the train of His robe filled the temple. 

2 Above it stood seraphim; each one had six wings: with two he covered his face, with two he covered his feet, and with 
two he flew. 
3 And one cried to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts; The whole earth is full of His glory!” 
4 And the posts of the door were shaken by the voice of him who cried out, and the house was filled with smoke. 

5 So I said: “Woe is me, for I am undone! Because I am a man of unclean lips, And I dwell in the midst of a 

people of unclean lips; For my eyes have seen the King, The Lord of hosts.” 

6 Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having in his hand a live coal which he had taken with the tongs from the altar. 
7 And he touched my mouth with it, and said: “Behold, this has touched your lips; Your iniquity is taken away, And your sin 
purged.” 

8 Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying: “Whom shall I send, And 

who will go for Us?” Then I said, “Here am I! Send me.” 

9 And He said, “Go, and tell this people: ‘Keep on hearing, but do not understand; Keep on 
seeing, but do not perceive.’

The Holy Spirit is shown to be fully divine, that lying to the Holy Spirit is 
equivalent to lying to God: 

Acts 5:1–11 (NKJV)

1 But a certain man named Ananias, with Sapphira his wife, sold a possession. 
2 And he kept back part of the proceeds, his wife also being aware of it, and brought a certain part and laid it at the apostles’ 
feet. 

3 But Peter said, “Ananias, why has Satan filled your heart to lie 
to the Holy Spirit and keep back part of the price of the land for yourself? 

4 While it remained, was it not your own? And after it was sold, was it not in your own control? Why have you conceived this 

thing in your heart? You have not lied to men but to God.” 

5 Then Ananias, hearing these words, fell down and breathed his last. So great fear came upon all those who heard these 
things. 

6 And the young men arose and wrapped him up, carried him out, and buried him. 

7 Now it was about three hours later when his wife came in, not knowing what had happened. 

8 And Peter answered her, “Tell me whether you sold the land for so much?” She said, “Yes, for so much.” 

9 Then Peter said to her, “How is it that you have agreed together to test the Spirit of the Lord? Look, the feet of those who 
have buried your husband are at the door, and they will carry you out.” 
10 Then immediately she fell down at his feet and breathed her last. And the young men came in and found her dead, and 

carrying her out, buried her by her husband. 
11 So great fear came upon all the church and upon all who heard these things.

The Holy Spirit is shown to have an exhaustive knowledge of God: 

1 Corinthians 2:10–12 (NASB95)

10 For to us God revealed them through the Spirit; for the Spirit searches all things, even 
the depths of God. 

11 For who among men knows the thoughts of a man except the spirit of the man which is in him? Even so the thoughts 
of God no one knows except the Spirit of God. 

12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, so that we may know the things 
freely given to us by God,

The Holy Spirit is shown to be everywhere present: 

Psalm 139:7–10 (NKJV)

7 Where can I go from Your Spirit? Or where can I flee from Your presence? 
8 If I ascend into heaven, You are there; If I make my bed in hell, behold, You are there. 
9 If I take the wings of the morning, And dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea, 
10 Even there Your hand shall lead me, And Your right hand shall hold me.

Holy Spirit
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The term Spirit of God, Spirit of Yahweh, and even Holy Spirit are used 

more than references to the Father and Son. 

Spirit of God is found 41 times in the Old Testament. 

The tendency is to depersonalize the Holy Spirit as a force emanating from God 
the Father, or the Son of God.

The Holy Spirit like all the references to God is referred to as a person and 

treated as a person according to it’s use in context. 

The Holy Spirit  is given attributes that can only apply to a person, 

The Bible emphasizes that the Holy Spirit is treated as a distinct Person even in the 
Old Testament.

Some of the infinite characteristics of God

God is not made, He always is, He’s eternal:
⁃ He’s unchanging He’s immutable
⁃ He’s Love
⁃ He's kind
⁃ He’s long-suffering
⁃ He’s gracious
⁃ He’s just
⁃ He’s righteous
⁃ He’s not limited by space He’s omnipresent. 
⁃ He’s not limited in power He’s omnipotent. 
⁃ He’s not limited in His knowledge; He’s omniscient. 
⁃ He’s not limited by time. He’s eternal. 
⁃ He has no beginning and no end. 
⁃ He’s sovereign
⁃ and God is truth 

This is what we mean by an infinite God. 
He is not bound by any borders or limitations whatsoever.

All of these attributes summarize the essence of God

Under inspiration of the Holy Spirit, God has made Himself known to eternally 

exist as 3 persons 1 in essence

Scripture identifies the THREE PERSONS of the Godhead as: 1.the Father, 2.the 
Son, and 3.the Holy Spirit.” 

These THREE PERSONS are co-equal, co-eternal, and co-infinite.

When man/Adam was created in the image of God, 

the immaterial part of the makeup of his person was created with a 
character likeness to God.

Man's character likeness to God was marred when Adam sinned.

this is no standard for comparison for proper conduct of an advancing believer. 

Our standard to identify sin, is the Word of God, not the high moral values of 
men.

Sin must be first identified in ourselves before we look to others!!

There are no human character values that should be used as a comparison to 
evaluate others with.

By inspiration of the Holy Spirit, Paul's teachings reveal the Holy 
Spirit is spoken of as God, and is treated equally with the other 

Members of the Godhead.

to the Son.

25 So when they did not agree among themselves, they departed after Paul had said one word: 

“The Holy Spirit spoke rightly through Isaiah the 
prophet to our fathers, 
26 saying, ‘Go to this people and say: “Hearing you will 
hear, and shall not understand; And seeing you will see, 
and not perceive; 
27 For the hearts of this people have grown dull. Their ears are hard of hearing, And their eyes 
they have closed, Lest they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, Lest they should 
understand with their hearts and turn, So that I should heal them.” ’

No man is condemned for his sin; mankind is condemned for Adam’s sin. 

Sin is that which separates us from God.

John 3:5–6 (NKJV)
5 Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one 
is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the 
kingdom of God. 
6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is 
born of the Spirit is spirit.

John 3:18 (NKJV)
18 “He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he 
who does not believe is condemned already, because he 
has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of 
God.
