Light Produces Life

Jesus the Light of the world:

1.It indicates His pure righteousness and 

2.His illumination of truth. 

Darkness is always 
related to that which is 
evil, sin corruption and 
death Light is one of the attributes of God which is attributed 

specifically and wholly to Him. 

Scripture says God is Holy; God is love. These are specific declarative 
statements repeated over and over in scripture. 

Light indicates His righteousness and His purity; that in 
Him there is no darkness at all.

Speaking of God the Father

He reveals truth in darkness. Both of 

these aspects ar seen in numerous passages:

There are two things that are associated with Light that are seen numerous times in scripture. 

1. life: 

The life of God is also Light. 

2. God's Light  illuminates, we are able to understand ourselves and the world around us. 
Ultimate understanding comes from divine revelation. 

This exposes truth to us so that we can then think clearly and properly understand and 
interpret our experiences. 

So God's illumination is not just out there 
somewhere functioning independently of 
things, it is localized in His Word. 

It is God's Word that illuminates the path of 
life,it illuminates our thinking. 

We cannot understand life or the direction 
that life is taking us without the light of God's 
Word. 

It is the Word of God that illuminates this 
world religious system of thinking, and apart 
from that we are walking in darkness.

Psalm 119:130 (NASB95)

130 The unfolding of Your words gives Light; It gives 

understanding to the simple.

Light is connected 
to revelation there

A clear statement of common grace, that through the incarnation 
Jesus illuminates every man to fundamental general truth about God and 
the need for salvation.

Romans 1:18–19 (NKJV)

18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who 
suppress the truth in unrighteousness, 

19 because what may be known of God is manifest in them, for God 
has shown it to them.

John 3:19–21 (NKJV)

19 And this is the condemnation, that the Light has come into the 

world, and men loved darkness rather than Light, because their 
deeds were evil. 

20 For everyone practicing evil hates the Light and does not come to the Light, lest his deeds 

should be exposed. 

21 But he who does the truth comes to the Light, that his deeds may be clearly seen, that they 

have been done in God.”

If you consider yourself a faithful believer, our 
primary focus should be to come to the Light, 

to learn the Word of God, so that truth might expose 
the wrong that is in our thinking, so that we might be 
transformed, and learn to live obedient to God’s 
revelation.
