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Pentecost: what is related to the Jews feasts and festivals:

Prophet Deceiver
Misuse of God's word

Pentecost is a Latin based word related to 50 days. The day came 7 weeks 
plus 1 day after the second day of the feast of unleavened bread, so 
Pentecost relates to this 50 day period after Passover.

Many believers and deceivers view the word of God from a very mystical 
subjective perspective, that it's all about subjective experience through 
feelings, impressions, and intuition. 

They interpret their emotional experience and impressions as the acts of 
God or the move of the Holy Spirit:

Biblically whenever God spoke to somebody in private or otherwise, it 
was always validated with objective reality:

Acts 2:1–22 (NKJV)

This is the only time plēroō is used as a 
command in the imperative mood
in relation to the Holy Spirit

The word pimplamai according to the manner in which this word is used in its 
context:
1. it describes a filling that is a sovereign act of God; it is a sudden and 
unexpected ministry of the Holy Spirit that comes upon them. 
 

2. it always results in something that is spoken  that is empowered or 

energized by the Holy Spi!t. 

 
Luke 1:67 (NKJV)

67 Now his father Zacharias was filled with the Holy Spi!t, and prophesied, saying:

Luke 1:41–42 (NKJV)
41 And it happened, when Elizabeth heard the greeting of Mary, that the babe leaped in her womb; and 

Elizabeth was filled with the Holy Spi!t. 

42 Then she spoke out with a loud voice and said, “Blessed are you among women, and blessed is the 
fruit of your womb!

Acts 13:9–10 (NKJV)

9 Then Saul, who also is called Paul, filled with the Holy Spi!t, looked intently at him 

10 and said, “O full of all deceit and all fraud, you son of the devil, you enemy of all righteousness, 
will you not cease perverting the straight ways of the Lord?

It is always followed by some kind of speech !!!

This word pimplamai first occurs 3 times in Luke which is still the O.T.

So these occurrences in the book of Acts are the only times that we have this 

word used in terms of the church age: only in this transition 
period covered by the book of Acts. 

It is not found later on in the epistles. And it is certainly not 
something describing any kind of Christian experience.

This unique O.T. like use of filled/ pimplamai is not related to a church age 

ministry of God the Holy Spi!t in any way. 

But was specifically for the transition period, to initiate and establish a new 
age that was about to begin.

It is more like the Old Testament ministry of enduement 
than the N.T. ministry of the filling by means of the 
Spirit which is related to the spiritual life or spiritual 
growth.

The day of Pentecost was not focusing on the birth of the 
church, context restrict it to something related to Israel. 

The progression of events in the spring calendar 
the death of Christ on Passover, 
the resurrection on first fruits, 

and now what happens on the day of Pentecost is the coming of the Holy Spi!t. 

That was the fulfilment. 

If Israel had accepted Jesus as Messiah then this would have been the coming of the 

Holy Spi!t that would have been the fulfilment of the predictions related to the 

new covenant, the coming of 

1. the Spi!t and 

2. the establishment of the kingdom. 

When Israel rejected the offer of the kingdom, God started 
something new, and so there are two things overlapping here in this transition zone. 

1. The day of Pentecost foreshadowed the coming of the Holy Spi!t and 2. what 

happened was that instead of something happening to Israel as a nation, it’s the birth of 
the CHURCH. 

But everyone to whom something happens is a Jew. It all comes to Jews, it is 

happening to Jews and there are only Jewish Christians for the first five chapters 
of Acts.

The first fruits represent the birth of something new. 

This is the beginning of something new, a new organism which is the 
CHURCH, and the CHURCH at this point is just comprised of Jewish believers. 

God is just focusing on Israel in fulfilment of that Old Testament typology.

2 Corinthians 3:6 (NKJV)
6 who also made us sufficient as ministers of the new 

covenant, not of the letter but of the Spi!t; for the letter 

kills, but the Spi!t gives life.

Romans 7:10 (NKJV)

10 And the commandment, which was to bring life, I 
found to bring death.

This that Joel is speaking of is an outpouring of the Holy Spirit

4 They are Israelites, and to them belong the adoption, the glory, 
the covenants, the giving of the law, the worship, and the promises. 
5 To them belong the patriarchs, and from their race, according to the flesh, 
is the Christ, who is God over all, blessed forever.

The last days of Israel

The only point of similarity was pouring out of the Holy Spi!t ; 

none of the other elements from Peter’s use of the book of Joel including the 

day of the Lord are applicable on the day of Pentecost

Peter is quoting the entire prophecy, 
but under inspiration of the Holy 
Spirit is only drawing on one element 
of the prophecy; 

and that is the outpouring of the Holy 
Spirit

God's plan and purpose is to reveal Himself only through Israel.

Hebrew is the language of God, not the Gentile languages

The issue is that they were hearing these Gentile languages on the sacred 
soil of the land God had given them. 

So when Isaiah comes along says: 

Isaiah was teaching 100 years before the invasion of the southern kingdom 
and the conquest by Nebuchadnezzar, he is warning the same thing. 

It is the hearing of those languages when they should 
be hearing the language of God, that is the sign of judgment, 
the sign that God is disciplining them and is going to take them out of the 
land. 

And that is the point of Peter’s quote from the book of Joel that this is 

going to happen again because the Jews rejected Christ offer 
of the kingdom, so God is going to take them out of their land and 
scatter them among the nations in 70 A.D.
