Canaan The territory of conquest :
In order for the blessings of God to be realized as God desires for us; 
Canaan had to first be completely conquered !!! 
There is no room for compromise.

Deuteronomy 6:1–25 (NKJV)
1 “Now this is the COMMANDMENT, and these are the statutes and judgments which the Lord your God has COMMANDED 
to teach you, that you may observe them in the land which you are crossing over to possess, 

2 so that you may fear the Lord your God, to keep all His statutes and His COMMANDMENTS 

which I COMMAND you, you and your son and your grandson, all the days of your 

life, and so that your days may be prolonged. 

3 Therefore hear, O Israel, and be 
careful to observe it, so that it may be well with you, and that you may 

multiply greatly as the Lord God of your fathers has promised you—‘a land flowing with milk and honey.’ 

4 “hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one! 

5 You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your strength. 

6 “And these words which I COMMAND you today shall be in your heart. 

7 You shall teach them diligently to your children, and shall talk of them when you sit in your house, when you walk by 
the way, when you lie down, and when you rise up. 

8 You shall bind them as a sign on your hand, and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes. 

9 You shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates. 

10 “So it shall be, when the Lord your God brings you into the land of which He swore to your fathers, to Abraham, Isaac, and 
Jacob, to give you large and beautiful cities which you did not build, 
11 houses full of all good things, which you did not fill, hewn-out wells which you did not dig, vineyards and olive trees 

which you did not plant—when you have eaten and are full—

12 then beware, lest you forget the Lord who brought you out of the land of Egypt, from the house of 

bondage. 

13 You shall fear the Lord your God and serve Him, and shall take oaths in His name. 

14 You shall not go after other gods, the gods of the peoples who are all around you 
15 (for the Lord your God is a jealous God among you), lest the anger of the Lord your God be aroused against you and 
destroy you from the face of the earth. 

16 “You shall not tempt the Lord your God as you tempted Him in Massah. 

17 You shall diligently keep the commandments of the Lord your God, His testimonies, and His 
statutes which He has commanded you. 

18 And you shall do what is right and good in the sight of the Lord, so that it may be well with you, and so 

that you may go in and possess the good land of which the Lord swore to your fathers, 

19 to cast out all your enemies from before you, as the Lord has spoken. 

20 “When your son asks you in time to come, saying, ‘What 

is the meaning of the testimonies, the statutes, and the judgments which the Lord our God has 

commanded you?’ 

21 then you shall say to your son: 
‘We were slaves of Pharaoh in Egypt, and the Lord brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand; 
22 and the Lord showed signs and wonders before our eyes, great and severe, against Egypt, Pharaoh, and all his household. 
23 Then He brought us out from there, that He might bring us in, to give us the land of which He swore to our fathers. 

24 And the Lord commanded us to observe all these statutes, to fear the Lord our God, for our good always, 
that He might preserve us alive, as it is this day. 

25 Then it will be righteousness for us, if we are careful to observe all 

these commandments before the Lord our God, as He has commanded us.’

The children of Israel eventually did not obey God, they did 
not remember His commands, therefore there remains a rest for the people 
of God:

Inheritance for the faithful believer:

Hebrews 3:16–19 (NKJV)

16 For who, having heard, rebelled? Indeed, was it not all who came out of Egypt, led by Moses? 
17 Now with whom was He angry forty years? Was it not with those who sinned, whose corpses fell in the wilderness? 

18 And to whom did He swear that they would not enter His rest, but to those who did not obey? 

19 So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief.

Hebrews 4:1–10 (NKJV)

1 Therefore, since a promise remains of entering His rest, let us fear lest any of you seem to have come short 
of it. 

2 For indeed the gospel was preached to us as well as to them; but the word which they heard did not 

profit them, not being mixed with faith in those who heard it. 

3 For we who have believed do enter that rest, as He has said: “So I swore in My wrath, ‘They shall not enter My 
rest,’ ” although the works were finished from the foundation of the world. 

4 For He has spoken in a certain place of the seventh day in this way: “And God rested on the seventh day from all 
His works”; 

5 and again in this place: “They shall not enter My rest.” 
6 Since therefore it remains that some must enter it, and those to whom it was first preached did not enter because of 
disobedience, 
7 again He designates a certain day, saying in David, “Today,” after such a long time, as it has been said: “Today, if you will 
hear His voice, Do not harden your hearts.” 

8 For if Joshua had given them rest, then He would not afterward have spoken of another day. 

9 There remains therefore a rest for the people of God. 

10 For he who has entered His rest has himself also ceased from his works as God did from His.

Although fallen, unregenerate man does not recognize it, it is absolutely 
essential for man's existence to submit under the authority of his 
creator:

Authority orientation:

When ever we enter a new dwelling/ we familiarize ourselves with our new surroundings; in other words we 
orient ourselves to our new surroundings: 

Orientation 

That’s a very simple concept that man can understand.

Before time/ God is. This means that God always is, 
He had no beginning, 
He has no end 
He eternally exists

God the Father, God the Son, God the Holy Spirit  is.

God is absolute perfection He has no limitations

At some point in eternity past God created finite angelic beings,
He creates earth for them to dwell on,

Satan becomes arrogant
The earth is judged 

Then God re-forms earth and creates man 

So by the hand of God man now exists. He’s standing there, a complete man. The only man. 

He’s finite, he knows nothing about his existence. He exists/ he now dwells; God begins to teach him. 

The first lesson Adam needs to learn is that in order for him to become 
familiar with his existence/ the fact that he dwells as a free moral agent 

created in the likeness of his Creator: is that he must familiarize himself with the reality that his 
existence/ his dwelling is based in God. 

God created Adam to exist in His realm and as a subject under His authority.

Man’s first lesson as a finite creation of God, as a being created with the ability of will and of 

choice; is that he must orient his thinking to the finiteness of his being to 

reality of his DEPENDENCE on God’s authority over him. 

Adam failed that test

of us to submit under His authority and obtain the best 

possible eternal existence:

God has promised that if they were obedient then He would bless them, they 

would enjoy prosperity in the land, but if they compromise and are 
disobedient He would discipline them with a judgment of military conquest, 
and economic collapse on the nation.

Deuteronomy 4:6–9 (NKJV)

6 Therefore be careful to 
observe them; for this is your wisdom and your understanding 

in the sight of the peoples who will hear all these 
statutes, and say, ‘Surely this great nation is a wise and understanding people.’ 
7 “For what great nation is there that has God so near to it, as the Lord our God is to us, for 
whatever reason we may call upon Him? 

8 And what great nation is there that has such statutes and righteous 

judgments as are in all this law which I set before you this day? 

9 Only take heed to yourself, and 
diligently keep yourself, lest you forget the things your eyes 

have seen, and lest they depart from your heart all the days of your life. And teach them 
to your children and your grandchildren,
