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Christ on His Fathers Throne
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What does it mean, that He made us sit together with Christ?

Ephesians 2:1–10 (NKJV)

1 And you He made alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins, 

2 in which you once walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, 

the spirit who now works in the sons of disobedience, 

3 among whom also we all once conducted ourselves in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the 
mind, and were by nature children of wrath, just as the others. 

4 But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, 

5 even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), 

6 and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, 

7 that in the ages to come He might show the exceeding riches of His grace in His kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. 

8 For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, 

9 not of works, lest anyone should boast. 

Every missuse of God's word is not because God didn't make it clear, but because man 
approaches God’s word with a preconceived religious idea, and because of that he hast to do a 

whole lot of dancing to make man’s religious puzzle piece fit into God’s puzzle for which 
it was not made.

So some say there is no Millennial Reign of Christ, they don't believe in a literal earthly kingdom. They think the church has 
replaced Israel. And the church is a spiritualized kingdom on earth today. They’ve spiritualize David's throne, and say that 
Jesus is ruling on David's throne from heaven.

And there's many variations of this view so like Baskin Robbins people 
can choose whatever flavor they prefer.

10 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should 
walk in them.

Ephesians 2:6 (NKJV)

6 and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in 
Christ Jesus,

34 Who is he who condemns? It is Christ who died, and furthermore is also risen, who is even at the right hand 
of God, who also makes intercession for us.

Ephesians 4:8–11 (NKJV)
8 Therefore He says: “When He ascended on high, He led captivity captive, And gave gifts to men.” 
9 (Now this, “He ascended”—what does it mean but that He also first descended into the lower parts of the earth? 

10 He who descended is also the One who ascended far above all the heavens, that He might fill all things.) 

11 And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers,

12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ, 
13 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the 
stature of the fullness of Christ;

3 who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by the word of His 

power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high,

Hebrews 1:13 (NKJV)

13 But to which of the angels has He ever said: “Sit at My right hand, Till I make Your 
enemies Your footstool”?

Hebrews 8:1 (NKJV)

1 Now this is the main point of the things we are saying: We have such a High Priest, who is 
seated at the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens,

Hebrews 10:12 (NKJV)

12 But this Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down at the right hand of God,

Hebrews 12:2 (NKJV)
2 looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising 

the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.

Revelation 3:21 (NKJV)

21 To him who overcomes I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat 
down with My Father on His throne.

Revelation 12:5 (NKJV)

5 She bore a male Child who was to rule all nations with a rod of iron. And her Child was caught up to God 
and His throne.

Christ’s authority due to His present session in His humanity:

1 Peter 3:22 (NKJV)
22 who has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God, angels and authorities and powers having been made 
subject to Him.

John 16:7 (NKJV)

7 Nevertheless I tell you the truth. It is to your advantage that I go away; for if I do not go away, the Helper 

will not come to you; but if I depart, I will send Him to 
you.

Ephesians 1:20–23 (NKJV)
20 which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, 

21 far above all principality and power and might and DOMINION, and every name that is named, not only in this age 

but also in that which is to come. 

22 And He put all things under His feet, 

and gave Him to be head over all things to the church, 
23 which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all.

Christ on His Fathers Throne

The Jews have been expecting a deliverer who would restore the kingdom 
back to Israel:

John the Baptist and then Jesus came announcing the kingdom:

Matthew 3:1–2 (NKJV)
1 In those days John the Baptist came preaching in the wilderness of Judea, 

2 and saying, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand!”

Matthew 10:5–7 (NKJV)
5 These twelve Jesus sent out and commanded them, saying: “Do not go into the way of the Gentiles, and do not enter a city 
of the Samaritans. 
6 But go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 

7 And as you go, preach, saying, ‘The kingdom of heaven is at hand.’

Romans 6:4–7 (NKJV)

from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so 
we also should walk in newness of life. 
5 For if we have been united together in the 

likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be 

in the likeness of His resurrection, 
6 knowing this, that our old man was crucified 
with Him, that the body of sin might be done away 
with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin. 
7 For he who has died has been freed from sin.

The solution

Titus 3:5 (NKJV)

The foundation for God’s work on our behalf is His character: His mercy, 
His grace, His love for us. Ephesians 2:4 

He provides a perfect salvation, and it becomes ours when we trust in the promise. 

We trust in the truth that Christ died to pay the penalty our sins.

The moment that happens, 3 things take place:

1. When “we were dead in our trespasses and sins, He made us alive together       
with Christ.” That is the new birth, regeneration, where at the instant of trusting 
Christ, we are born again.  That’s when we are made a new creature in Christ.  Old 
things are passed away; behold all things are new.

2. At that same instant, we are raised up together.  
As in Romans 6 we are identified with Christ in His death, burial and 
resurrection.  By being raised together with Him, focuses on the fact that we 
have new life in Him.

3. He makes us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus.”

we were spiritually 
dead, alienated from

Christ had to ascend in order to give spiritual gifts to 
the Church—gifts of leadership—so that the body of 
Christ could be matured.

The purpose of the session of Christ

Christ had to ascend so that He could send the Holy Spirit. 
All of these necessary elements that we have for use in the Church Age, for God's 

purposes to be fulfilled in the believers spiritual life, are the result of the 
fact that Christ ascended to Heaven and sat at the right hand 
of the Father.

We are to discipline our thinking to set our 
minds on the things above, because our life is 
hidden with Christ in God.

One of the reasons for the Ascension is so that there would be this shift, and 
Jesus would go to the right hand of the Father, then He would send the 
Holy Spirit.

God has inscripturated His plan, so that you and I can understand our 
part in His plan:
 
It's important that we understand the plan of God and our part:
So that we can orient our thinking to God’s plan for our life, and 
understand the mission that God has given for believers in the Lord Jesus 
Christ in this Church Age.

Jesus Christ is at the right hand of the Father: 
if we are seated in Him, we are positionally seated at the right hand 

of the Father.

This tells us that, at the instant of salvation no matter what age we were, 
at the instant we understood the gospel and trusted in Christ as our 
Savior, along with the fact that 

we are given the righteousness of Christ, 
we were declared justified, 
we were regenerated—made alive together in Him.

At the same time that you and I were raised up, relating 
to the resurrection of Christ from the dead (we are given 

new life in Him), at that same instant we were made to sit positionally in 
Christ at the right hand of the Father in heaven.

We need to understand what that means, its significance for us today. 

There is gross misunderstanding of who Jesus is 
during this age that we are in: His role today, what it means to 
sit at the right hand of His Father. There's a lot of confusion about things 
like the kingdom and the kingship and dominion of Christ.

Ephesians 2:6 (NKJV)

6 and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus,

The purpose

we are saved for 
good works. The 
good works aren’t to 
get us saved, they 
should be the result 
of this new life that 
we have in Chris

This is our new family, our new identity.

It involves being regenerated.

We’re adopted into God’s royal family.

We are a new creature, a new creation in Christ.

We are freed from the tyranny of the sin nature.

We have this new life, and we should live on the basis of it.

We are sealed or branded as God’s child, so that can never be changed.

We’re indwelt by God the Holy Spirit.

All of this is part of our position in Christ.

These passages are teaching us that we should recognize our new 
position in the family of God, and live in light of that position

The doctrine of the session of 
Christ is woven into many 
passages throughout scripture

All of these passages are related to 
our present spiritual life

The primary problem is that they do not 

have a love for TRUTH more than 
their religion, and because of that they 

don't pay attention to context.

Ephesians 2:6 (NKJV)

6 and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in 
Christ Jesus,

How long?

In His deity the eternal Son of God always had authority and power.

In His humanity He is presently preparing to 
fulfill God’s original command to Adam to rule 
over the Earth.

This will begin by preparing the church age believer through the use of our 
will (the volition of the believer) in the operation of our priesthood, to 
submit to Christ’s authority throughout Christ’s session at the right hand of 
His Father.

The faithful believer will have positions of authority in the kingdom reign 
Christ.

Jesus Christ, as the Second Person of the Godhead, in His deity was always in 
authority over everything. There never was a time when the Second Person of the 
Godhead and all of His deity was not in authority over everything.

The passages dad in this study are describing His 
humanity, that when Jesus ascended to Heaven and sat at the right hand of the 

Father, He is there as the God-Man. 

The Son of Man has ascended to Heaven and is at the right hand of the Father. 

This tells us that the One who is seated next to the Father, Who has been given 

authority over all things, is the human being Christ Jesus, it is in His 
humanity that He has been given this authority, because in His humanity He 
fulfilled all the will of God, even paying the penalty of sin for humanity.

He’s fully God, but He is also fully human. 
Being fully human, He can function as our High Priest, our Intercessor, and our 
Advocate. He’s been tested in all areas as we are, yet without sin.

All of this is tied up in this little phrase “made us sit together 
in the heavenly places.” 

Because not only is Christ as the God-man seated at the right hand of the Father, but 
we who are “in Christ”—in that Church Age family—we are in that same position. 

We are at the right hand of the Father positionally. 
That is our legal position and identity as Church Age believers. 

Again and again there was that Kingdom expectation, but because the 
Jewish leaders rejected Jesus and the kingdom, it was postponed.

There is no indication anywhere in scripture that Jesus changed the nature 
of the kingdom from a literal physical kingdom having a physical DOMAIN, 
to a so-called “spiritual kingdom”. 

It didn’t become a spiritual kingdom! 

The kingdom proclaimed by John the Baptist, by Jesus and by the disciples 
was the same kingdom that had been prophesied and expected from the 
Old Testament. The kingdom that Jews expected always was and it will be 
a literal kingdom on the earth; 

a geophysical kingdom where the Davidic descendent, the Messiah, is 
sitting on the throne of David in Jerusalem.

Not some spiritual kingdom where Jesus is in Heaven. This is a religious lie 

and a distortion, a fabrication of those who don't pay attention to context.

Luke 22:65–71 (NKJV)
65 And many other things they blasphemously spoke against Him. 
66 As soon as it was day, the elders of the people, both chief priests and scribes, came together 
and led Him into their council, saying, 
67 “If You are the Christ, tell us.” But He said to them, “If I tell you, you will by no means 
believe. 
68 And if I also ask you, you will by no means answer Me or let Me go. 

69 Hereafter the Son of Man will sit on the right hand of 

the power of God.”
