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What was “The Davidic covenant” ?

The Davidic Covenant was that David would have a descendent who 

would sit on his throne eternally, there would be an eternal King, 
ruling over a Kingdom that would have no end.

God the Father’s FAITHFULNESS is made sure to all generations in the 
humanity of His eternal Son:

Psalm 89:1–4 (NASB95)
A Contemplation of Ethan the Ezrahite. 

1 I will sing of the lovingkindness of the Lord forever; To all generations I will make known Your 
faithfulness with my mouth. 

2 For I have said, “Lovingkindness will be built up forever; In the heavens You will establish Your faithfulness.” 

3 “I have made a covenant with My chosen; I have sworn to David My servant, 

4 I will establish your seed forever And build up your 

throne to all generations.” Selah.

Psalm 89:19–21 (NASB95)
19 Once You spoke in vision to Your godly ones, And said, “I have given help to one who is mighty; I have exalted one 
chosen from the people. 

20 “I have found David My servant; With My holy oil I have anointed him, 
21 With whom My hand will be established; My arm also will strengthen him.

Psalm 89:33–37 (NASB95)

33 “But I will not break off My lovingkindness from him, Nor deal falsely in My faithfulness. 

34 “My covenant I will not violate, Nor will I alter the utterance of My lips.

1 Kings 8:16 (NASB95)
16 ‘Since the day that I brought My people Israel from Egypt, I did not choose a city out of all the tribes of Israel in which to 

build a house that My name might be there, but I chose David to be over My people Israel.’

1 Chronicles 17:10–12 (NASB95)
10 even from the day that I commanded judges to be over My people Israel. And I will subdue all your enemies. Moreover, I 
tell you that the Lord will build a house for you. 
11 “When your days are fulfilled that you must go to be with your fathers, that I will set up one of your descendants after you, 
who will be of your sons; and I will establish his kingdom. 

12 “He shall build for Me a house, and I will establish his throne forever.

Jesus Christ is referred to as the Son of David 17 times in the gospels:

Matthew 12:23 (NKJV)

23 And all the multitudes were amazed and said, “Could this be the Son of David?”

The kingdom of God is within you?

The definition for the Kingdom of God has never changed:

Context is always the key that unlocks the meaning of a passage:

Luke 17:20–21 (NKJV)

20 Now when He was asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God would come, He answered them and 

said, “The kingdom of God does not come with 
observation; 
21 nor will they say, ‘See here!’ or ‘See there!’ 
For indeed, the kingdom of God is within you.”

Matthews gospel of the kingdom:

The idea of the gospel of the Kingdom to Israel was the immediacy of 

it, whereas the gospel to the Gentiles related to the Kingdom is future 
based, we are preparing for it in the future. We are to gain, and hold 
onto and eternal perspective of the Kingdom, we are eagerly 
anticipating the kingdom at a future date.
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The goal for all humanity, Jew and Gentile alike, has 
always been intended to be Kingdom focused.

It is for the exceeding great blessings to those who choose 
to submit under the authority and leadership of the 
Divine King

The Eternal Perspective

The Son of God was eternally the Son of God. 

He chose human flesh to become part of His eternal being. 

He did this in order to demonstrate HUMILITY, by submitting to 
His Fathers authority in His humanity, in this manner showing us 
what is necessary if we are to partake of His Father's eternal 
blessings

For this reason He is called the Son of Man

The one, through which that 
eternal kingdom will be 
established

This title refers both His humanity 
and to His royal lineage

The times of the Gentiles: is based on the Davidic Covenant and the 
Davidic kings were to be "king of kings."  

The Davidic kings had the potential to be the kings of kings, 

This potential was lost in 605 BC when the Jews were taken captive by 
Nebuchadnezzar and the first group of captives were taken out and deported to 
Babylon.  

Daniel was one of that group.  Throughout the monarchy in Israel the Davidic 
kings were divinely vested with this potential for world supremacy.  

However the fact that they violated God's law and did not obey Him, they lost that 
potential, it will only be restored to regenerate Israel in the millennium. 

 It is not ended for good because these were unconditional promises God made at 
the Abrahamic kingdom.

Psalm 89:26–32 (NKJV)
26 He shall cry to Me, ‘You are my Father, My God, and the rock of my salvation.’ 

27 Also I will make him My firstborn, The highest of the kings of the earth. 

28 My mercy I will keep for him forever, And My covenant shall stand firm with him. 

29 His seed also I will make to endure forever, And his throne as the days of heaven. 

30 “If his sons forsake My law And do not walk in My judgments, 
31 If they break My statutes And do not keep My commandments, 
32 Then I will punish their transgression with the rod, And their iniquity with stripes.

The highest of the kings of the earth.

The question is, who is He 
talking about and who is He 
talking to ?

Perhaps a dozen times or more the Pharisees attempt to trap Jesus with questions.

Here in Luke once again the Pharisees are being confrontational with Jesus. 

They are being antagonistic, because Jesus is correcting their human religion. 

They want the kingdom on their own terms, they want it to come with signs and 

wonders, but Jesus is offering the kingdom as it was promised in the old testament. 

This phrase is commonly misrepresented over the pulpit, "the kingdom 
of God is in your midst" it is often taught that it is a mystical 

kingdom, that the kingdom of God is in everybody. 

Luke 17:20–21 (NASB95)
20 Now having been questioned by the Pharisees as to when the kingdom of God was coming, 
He answered them and said, “The kingdom of God is not coming with signs to be observed; 

21 nor will they say, ‘Look, here it is!’ or, ‘There it is!’ For behold, the 
kingdom of God is in your midst.”

Jesus is saying I am in your midst and I am offering you all the kingdom

Israel is under the control of the Assyrians, they are under the control of 
the Romans, later they're under the control of different Arab tribes 

after 70 AD, but they still are the source of spiritual blessing because 

that's the basis in the Abrahamic Covenant.

Another way the Kingdom of God is referenced to church age 
believers is , “their remains a rest for the people of God”.

Hebrews 4:9–11 (NKJV)

9 There remains therefore a rest for the people of God. 
10 For he who has entered His rest has himself also ceased from his works as God did from His. 

11 Let us therefore be diligent to enter that 
rest, lest anyone fall according to the same 
example of disobedience.

When Jesus Christ came, He came announcing the kingdom. There 
was always a Kingdom expectation, but because of the rejection, 
the Kingdom was postponed.

God's plan never changed just because the children of Israel 
rejected Jesus Christ and His offer of the Kingdom. 

He never introduced a new definition for the Kingdom of God.
He didn’t change the nature of the Kingdom. 
It didn’t become a spiritual Kingdom. 

The kingdom proclaimed by John the Baptist, by Jesus and by the 
disciples was the same Kingdom that had been prophesied and 
expected from the Old Testament. 

It is always a literal kingdom on the earth; a geophysical 
kingdom where the Davidic descendent, the Messiah, is going to 
sit on the throne of David in Jerusalem.

Not some spiritual Kingdom where Jesus is in Heaven. 

This is the lie and a distortion of the god of 
this world, and those willing to receive such a lie, that there’s no 
literal millennium, that it is a spiritual kingdom, and we’re in the 
spiritual kingdom now, and that Jesus is ruling from the right hand 
of the Father presently. 

Jesus is presently seated at the right hand of His Father waiting to 
receive the title deed to the Earth, where He will exercise His 
Authority over all things, as King of kings and Lord of lords for 
1000 years

As we were looking in the book of Matthew from our last study, the reason 
Matthew wrote this Gospel is to teach about the coming of the Messiah 

and His presentation and offer of the Kingdom to Israel. That’s the 

primary theme.

Kingdom is the big idea throughout Matthew, so it's important that 

we understand what Kingdom means from an O.T. perspective, it is 

the Messianic rule on the earth of the greater Son of 
David—that He would rule from the throne of David in 
Jerusalem, and rule over Israel and rule over all the 
nations.

 And that this would be a time of unprecedented peace 

and prosperity upon the earth, as we have a perfect 
God-Man ruler.

Add Christ’s first advent, He came to offer the Kingdom. He was preceded 
by John the Baptist whose message was: “Repent for the Kingdom of 
Heaven is at hand.”

Jesus came and had the same message: “Repent for the Kingdom of 
Heaven is at hand.” He sent His disciples to the House of Israel and the 
House of Judah, not to the Gentiles; and their message was, you guessed 
it: “Repent for the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand.”

The gospel of the Kingdom is directed toward Israel.

Matthew 24:14 (NKJV)

14 And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the 
world as a witness to all the nations, and then the end will 
come.
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
