2 Then He said, “Take now your son, your only son Isaac, whom you love, and go to the land of Moriah, and offer 
him there as a burnt offering on one of the mountains of which I shall tell 
you.” 

3 So Abraham rose early in the morning and saddled his donkey, and took two of his young men with him, and Isaac his 

son; and he split the wood for the burnt offering, and arose and went to the place of which God had told him. 

4 Then on the third day Abraham lifted his eyes and saw the place afar off. 

5 And Abraham said to his young men, “Stay here with the donkey; the lad and I will go yonder and worship, and we will 
come back to you.” 

6 So Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it on Isaac his son; and he took the fire in his hand, and a knife, 
and the two of them went together. 

7 But Isaac spoke to Abraham his father and said, “My father!” And he said, “Here I am, my son.” Then he said, “Look, 
the fire and the wood, but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?” 

8 And Abraham said, “My son, God will provide for 

Himself the Lamb for a burnt offering.” So the two of them went together. 

9 Then they came to the place of which God had told him. And Abraham built an altar there and placed the wood in order; 

and he bound Isaac his son and laid him on the altar, upon the wood. 

10 And Abraham stretched out his hand and took the knife to slay his son. 

11 But the Angel of the Lord called to him from heaven and said, “Abraham, Abraham!” So he said, “Here I am.” 
12 And He said, “Do not lay your hand on the lad, or do anything to him; for now I know that you fear God, since you have 
not withheld your son, your only son, from Me.” 

13 Then Abraham lifted his eyes and looked, and there behind him was a ram caught in a thicket by its horns. So 

Abraham went and took the ram, and offered it up for a burnt offering instead of his son. 

14 And Abraham called the name of the place, The-Lord-Will-
Provide; as it is said to this day, “In the Mount of the Lord 
it shall be provided.” 

15 Then the Angel of the Lord called to Abraham a second time out of heaven, 
16 and said: “By Myself I have sworn, says the Lord, because you have done this thing, and have not withheld your son, 

your only son—
17 blessing I will bless you, and multiplying I will multiply your descendants as the stars of the heaven and as the sand which 
is on the seashore; and your descendants shall possess the gate of their enemies. 

18 In your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed, BECAUSE YOU 
HAVE OBEYED MY VOICE.” 
19 So Abraham returned to his young men, and they rose and went together to Beersheba; and Abraham dwelt at 

Beersheba.

Revelation 5:1–14 (NKJV)

1 And I saw in the right hand of Him who sat on the throne a scroll written 
inside and on the back, sealed with seven seals. 
2 Then I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, “Who is worthy to open the scroll and to 
loose its seals?” 

3 And no one in heaven or on the earth or under the earth was able to open the scroll, 
or to look at it. 

4 So I wept much, because no one was found worthy to open and read the scroll, or to look at it. 

5 But one of the elders said to me, “Do not weep. BEHOLD, the Lion of the tribe 
of Judah, 

the Root of David, has prevailed to open the scroll and to loose its seven seals.” 

6 And I looked, and behold, in the midst of the throne and of the four living creatures, and in the midst of the elders, 

STOOD a Lamb as though it had been slain, 

HAVING seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God sent out into all the earth.

7 Then He came and took the scroll out of the right hand of Him who sat on the 

throne. 

8 Now when He had taken the scroll, the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders fell 

down before the the Lamb, each having a harp, and golden bowls full 
of incense, which are the prayers of the saints. 

9 And they sang a new song, saying: “You are worthy to take 

the scroll, And to open its seals; For You were slain, And have 

redeemed us to God by Your blood Out of every tribe and tongue and people and 
nation, 

10 And have made us kings and priests to our God; And we shall reign on 
the earth.” 

11 Then I looked, and I heard the voice of many angels around the throne, the living creatures, and the elders; and the 
number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand, and thousands of thousands, 

12 saying with a loud voice: “Worthy is the Lamb who was slain To 

receive power and riches and wisdom, And strength and honor and glory and blessing!” 

13 And every creature which is in heaven and on the earth and under the earth and such as are in the 
sea, and all that are in them, I heard saying: “Blessing and honor and glory and power Be to Him who sits on the throne, And 

to the Lamb, forever and ever!” 

14 Then the four living creatures said, “Amen!” And the twenty-four elders fell down and worshiped Him who lives forever 
and ever.

on rebellious mankind, contained in the scroll with seven seals
