The Origin and Conclusion of 
Sin and Evil 

So scripture contains all the necessary information for us to understand 
the origin and conclusion of sin and evil:

2 Peter 1:1–4 (NKJV)

1 Simon Peter, a bondservant and apostle of Jesus Christ, To those who have obtained like precious faith with us by the 
RIGHTEOUSNESS of our God and Savior Jesus Christ: 

2 Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord, 

3 as His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and Godliness, through the 

knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue, 
4 by which have been given to us exceedingly great and precious promises, that through these you may be partakers of the 

divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.

When God created man: He created him in His 

own image, with independent thought, and the ability to choose 
to submit under the Sovereign King of the Universe,  who showers 
blessings of eternal joy, and eternal peace, and eternal happiness to all 
who choose to submit under His perfect righteous rule. 

But God did not create a robot pre-programmed to obey His righteous 
rule.

God is a god of love, you can't love a robot.

Adam was created with the ability to choose, and when he chose to 
submit to Satan's temptation of Eve, 

 

God demonstrates that no matter the variety of human dispensational circumstances there will 
always be those who will reject God’s authority:

1. Whether it was the pre-Adamic fall

2. Or God’s rule on the Earth before the flood

3. Or the age after the flood and before Abraham

4. Or the age of Israel before the Babylonian captivity

5. Or the captivity of Israel

6. Or the first advent

7. Or the church age 

8. Or the judgments of the great Tribulation

9. Or the second advent, when Christ will reign in perfect righteousness as a perfect ruler 
over all the Earth for 1000 years.

Even in the very best of human circumstances multitudes still make the choice to despise God’s 
righteous Authority.

They don't want God's blessings, they want to be independent from God, just like Satan their 
father.

In order to get their own arrogant self willed way, they say “nobody's gonna tell me what's right, I 
will determine that for myself”, they lie they cheat they steal they murder; just like their father the 
Devil

Scripture does tell us that sin and evil was the choice of Satan:

This next passage demonstrates Lucifers arrogant self will, he 
demonstrates his choice to be independent from his Creator:

Isaiah 14:12–15 (NKJV)

12 “How you are fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! How you are cut down to the ground, You 
who weakened the nations! 

13 For you have said in your heart: ‘I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne 

above the stars of God; I will also sit on the mount of the congregation On the farthest sides of the north; 

14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds, I will be like the Most High.’ 

15 Yet you shall be brought down to Sheol, To the lowest depths of the Pit.

Scripture does tell us where sin and evil originated:

Ezekiel 28:11–19 (NKJV)
11 Moreover the word of the Lord came to me, saying, 

12 “Son of man, take up a lamentation for the king of Tyre, and say to him, ‘Thus says the Lord God: “You were 
the seal of perfection, Full of wisdom and perfect in beauty. 
13 You were in Eden, the garden of God; Every precious stone was your covering: The sardius, topaz, and diamond, 
Beryl, onyx, and jasper, Sapphire, turquoise, and emerald with gold. The workmanship of your timbrels and pipes Was 
prepared for you on the day you were created. 
14 “You were the anointed cherub who covers; I established you; You were on the holy mountain of God; You walked 
back and forth in the midst of fiery stones. 

15 You were perfect in your ways from the day you were created, 

Till iniquity was found 
in you. 
16 “By the abundance of your trading You became 
filled with violence 
within, And you sinned; 

Therefore I cast you as a profane thing Out of the mountain of God; And I destroyed you, O covering cherub, From 
the midst of the fiery stones. 
17 “Your heart was lifted up because of your beauty; You corrupted your wisdom for the sake of your splendor; I cast 
you to the ground, I laid you before kings, That they might gaze at you. 
18 “You defiled your sanctuaries By the multitude of your iniquities, By the iniquity of your trading; Therefore I 
brought fire from your midst; It devoured you, And I turned you to ashes upon the earth In the sight of all who saw 
you. 

19 All who knew you among the peoples are astonished at you; You have 
become a horror, And shall be no 
more forever.” ’ ”

Righteousness and justice are the foundation of God’s throne mercy and 
Truth go before His face “

This is who God is!!!

Scripture Tells us that “God does not tempt anyone with evil”

So the origin of evil does not come from God, it comes from his creatures 
who choose to hate and reject their holy creator God of righteousness 
and justice.

James 1:12–18 (NKJV)
12 Blessed is the man who endures temptation; for when he has been approved, he will receive the crown 
of life which the Lord has promised to those who love Him. 

13 Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am tempted by God”; for God cannot be 
tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt 
anyone. 
14 But each one is tempted when he is drawn away by his own desires and enticed. 
15 Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth death. 
16 Do not be deceived, my beloved brethren. 

17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and 
comes down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no 
variation or shadow of turning. 
18 Of His own will He brought us forth by the word of truth, 
that we might be a kind of firstfruits of His creatures.

This was God’s doing

No sin existed, perfect conditions

Sin existed , Jesus Christ offers the 
future kingdom to church age believers

The nature of choice:
God's perfect plan from eternity past was to create beings with the 
freedom of choice to submit to God or not.

Angels were created with free will, some chose to serve God, and others 
chose to rebel against God.

A persons circumstances weather good or bad is not what drives him to 
his Ultimate choice to Believe God or not.

No matter what the conditions are whether it's war or peace, whether 
it's pain and suffering, or perfect peace with no pain and suffering, man 
has free will, and he will always make the choice to either serve God, 
or Satan; irrespective of his circumstances.

John 3:16–21 (NKJV)

16 For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that 

whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. 
17 For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the 
world through Him might be saved. 
18 “He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he who does not believe is 
condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten 
Son of God. 

19 And this is the condemnation, that the light has come into the 

world, and men loved darkness rather than light, 
because their deeds were evil. 

20 For everyone practicing evil hates the light and does not come to the 
light, lest his deeds should be exposed. 
21 But he who does the truth comes to the light, that his deeds may be clearly seen, 
that they have been done in God.”

Loved the world in this way

It is God's perfect righteous plan to 
create beings with choice, and bless 
those with eternal blessings who 
submit to truth,

And condemn those who arrogantly 
choose to reject God, who hate 
God's righteous ways

mmm

choice is freely made not forced

Genesis 22:1–3 (NKJV)

1 Now it came to pass after these things that God tested Abraham, and 
said to him, “Abraham!” And he said, “Here I am.” 
2 Then He said, “Take now your son, your only son Isaac, whom you love, and go to 
the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt offering on one of the mountains 
of which I shall tell you.” 
3 So Abraham rose early in the morning and saddled his donkey, and took two of 
his young men with him, and Isaac his son; and he split the wood for the burnt 
offering, and arose and went to the place of which God had told him.
